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GALLANTRY AND SERVICE MEDAL : One thousand 37 personnel of Police, Fire, Home Guard and
Civil Defence and Correctional Services have been awarded Gallantry and Service Medals on the
occasion of the Independence Day. Head Constable of Telangana Police, Chaduvu Yadaiah was
awarded the President’s Medal for Gallantry. President’s Medal for Distinguished Service is awarded
for special distinguished record in service whereas Medal for Meritorious Service is awarded for
valuable service characterized by devotion to duty. The Home Ministry said, 213 personnel have been
awarded Medal for Gallantry. It said, out of 94 President’s Medal for Distinguished Service, 75 have
been awarded to Police Service, eight to Fire Service, eight to Civil Defence and Home Guard Service



and three to Correctional Service. Seven hundred twenty nine personnel have been awarded Medal
for Meritorious Service.

PM- PARTITION REMEMBRANCE DAY : Today is Partition Horrors Remembrance Day. It
commemorates the victims and sufferings of people during the Partition of India in 1947. In a social
media post, the Prime Minister Narendra Modi recalled the countless people who were impacted and
greatly suffered due to the horrors of Partition. Mr. Modi said this is also a day to pay tributes to
their courage, which illustrates the power of human resilience. He said that a lot of those impacted
by Partition went on to rebuild their lives and attain immense success. The Prime Minister
emphasized nation's commitment to protect the bonds of unity and brotherhood in the country. In a
tribute to all those who lost their lives due to the partition of the nation and were displaced from their
roots, the Government had decided in 2021 to observe 14th August every year as the day to
commemorate their sacrifices.

REV. HAJ APPLICATION : The application form for Haj-2025 has been opened. People can apply
till the 9th of next month. Minister of Minority Affairs Kiren Rijiju along with Minister of State for
Minority Affairs George Kurian launched the Haj Application-2025 in New Delhi yesterday.
Addressing the media following the launch, Mr. Rijiju said, Saudi Arabia has allotted a quota of over
1.75 lakh to India for Haj-2025. He highlighted that for the first time, the applications have been
invited on the Haj Suvidha App in addition to the website of Haj Committee of India.

DOCTORS STRIKE CALLED OFF :The Federation of Resident Doctors Association (FORDA)
has decided to call off their strike over Kolkata doctor's murder incident. A decision in this regard was
taken after a delegation of FORDA met Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda in New Delhi. The
doctors from across the country were protesting over the incident since Monday. Talking to media
after the meeting, FORDA President Aviral Mathur said, the Health Minister has assured that their
demands would be addressed in a time-bound manner. Meanwhile, a CBI team has begun
investigation into the case after collecting the FIR copy from the Tala police station in Kolkata in West
Bengal. The team yesterday interrogated four doctors who were with the deceased doctor before the
incident and other persons related to the case. The Calcutta High Court ordered a CBI investigation
into the case.

ELECTION COMMISSION :The Election Commission will hold a meeting with Union Home
Secretary Ajay Bhalla today to review the security situation in Jammu and Kashmir. The Commission,
led by Chief Election Commissioner Rajiv Kumar recently visited the Union Territory and reviewed the
poll preparations. During a press conference in Jammu, Mr. Kumar emphasized that the Commission
is committed to holding the elections in J&K at the earliest. He asserted that no outside or internal
forces can derail the electoral India and Australia have strongly condemned terrorism in all its forms
and emphasized the need for strengthening international cooperation to combat terrorism in a
comprehensive and sustained manner. The statement comes after the 14th meeting of the India-
Australia Joint Working Group on Counter-Terrorism held in New Delhi yesterday. The External Affairs
Ministry said, the two sides condemned the use of terrorist proxies for cross-border terrorism. Both
the countries also exchanged views on domestic, regional, and global terrorism threat assessments.
Joint Secretary for Counter-Terrorism at the Ministry of External Affairs, K.D. Dewal and Ambassador
for Counter-Terrorism at the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade of Australia Richard Feakes led
their respective delegations.

SHAH — TRIPURA : Union Home Minister Amit Shah has expressed gratitude to the people of
Tripura for blessing the BIP with a historic victory in the local body elections. In a social media post,



Mr Shah said, this victory belongs to the people of Tripura. He congratulated Chief Minister of Tripura
Dr Manik Saha, state BIP President Rajiv Bhattacharjee and party workers for their untiring efforts to
carry BJP government'’s pro-development initiatives to the people.

KATHMANDU-IDAY : Embassy of India hosted a Kathak Dance performance by Arpita Dutta and
her troupe from India, as part of the celebrations of India’s 78th Independence Day. The event was
graced by Minister for Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation of Nepal, Badri Prasad Pandey. The
audience included distinguished members of the Government of Nepal, the Nepali Army, diplomatic
community, cultural fraternity, media and civil society. The dance troupe will continue their Nepal
tour with performances scheduled in Birgunj, Hetauda, Biratnagar, and Pokhara over the coming
days.

JAPAN PM-RESIGN : Japanese Prime Minister Fumio Kishida said he would step down in
September. Announcing his decision not to seek re election at a press conference today Mr Kishida
said the ruling Liberal Democratic Party(LDP) needs a new start. The 67-year-old LDP veteran is
expected to step down as Prime Minister after the party elects a new leader in September. Support
for Mr Kishida, who has been Prime Minister since 2021, has fallen in the wake of a corruption
scandal involving his party. The party has been in power almost continuously since 1955 even as LDP
leaders were shocked by Mr Kishida's announcement.

SHAH - HAR GHAR TIRANGA: Union Home Minister Amit Shah today hoisted the Tricolour at his
residence in News Delhi, as part of Har Ghar Tiranga campaign. The campaign is being celebrated
across the country from 9th to 15th August to bolster a sense of patriotism within the citizens. The
government has urged people to hoist Tiranga at their homes and take a selfie with the Tiranga and
upload it on the Har Ghar Tiranga website.

INDIA AMBASSADOR-YEMEN : Dr. Suhel Ajaz Khan, India's newly appointed non-resident
Ambassador to Yemen, has presented copy of his credentials to Yemen's Minister of Foreign Affairs
and Expatriates, Dr. Shaya Mohsin Zindani. During their meeting held last evening, Ambassador Khan
and Foreign Minister Zindani discussed India-Yemen relations and other issues of mutual interest.
