REV. VAISHNAW- SEMICONDUCTOR

Union Minister for Electronics and Information Technology Ashwini
Vaishnaw has said that the construction work for Tata’s semiconductor unit
at Morigaon in Assam has begun. Sharing more details about the plant in
New Delhi, Mr Vaishnaw said that this unit will be set up with an
investment of 27 thousand crore rupees and will generate 15 thousand
direct and 11 to 13 thousand indirect jobs. The Union Minister said that it
will be a very big semiconductor plant, which will manufacture four crore
83 lakh semiconductor chips per day. He added that the chips to be
manufactured in this plant will be used in e-vehicle and the
communication and network infrastructure.

ARMY - HP RELIEF

Indian Army has intensified its ongoing Humanitarian Assistance and
Disaster Relief operations in Himachal Pradesh by mobilising several
resources following the cloudburst and landslides in Shimla and Mandi
districts. Army said, as part of the assistance and relief operations at flood-
hit Samej, around 90 civilians were moved and treated at the Army's
medical camp. It has also constructed an improvised footbridge for
affected civilians and essential commodities, and providing food and
medicines to the affected people at Samej village near Jhakri in Rampur
sub-division of Shimla district. Road towards the incident site, blocked due
to land shift, has been repaired by the Engineer Task Force. Defence
Ministry said that additional teams and resources have been mobilised and
deployed for search and rescue operations. Army officials continue to work
in close coordination with the state rescue team and civil administration.

In Jammu and Kashmir, over 4.90 lakh pilgrims have so far visited
the Amarnath Ji cave shrine situated at the height of 3,880 metre in
Anantnag district, housing an Ice-Shivling. Our Jammu Correspondent
reports that the 38th batch of 1112 pilgrims today left Bhagwati Nagar
Yatri Niwas base camp in Jammu for the Kashmir valley to perform
pilgrimage to the Amarnath Cave Shrine. The pilgrims left the base camp in
a cavalcade of 40 vehicles early this morning. The batch included 910 Men,



159 Women, 31 Sadhus and 12 Sadhvies. Of these 204 pilgrims left for
Baltal base camp and 908 for Pahalgam base camp from where they will
proceed for their further journey to the holy cave shrine. On the 36th day
of pilgrimage yesterday, 4787 devotees from twin tracks of Baltal and
Chandanwari- Pahalgam besides special choppers paid obeisance in the
holy cave. With this, a total number of pilgrims visiting holy cave since the
first day of darshan on June 29 has reached 4,90,101. Around 5 thousand
pilgrims are still visiting the cave on a daily basis to offer their prayers. The
pilgrimage will enter its final phase on August 14 when the ‘Chharri
Mubarak’, the holy mace of Lord Shiva, led by its sole custodian Mahant
Deependra Giri will join the Yatra in Pahalgam.
