Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit Mumbai and Palghar in
Maharashtra today. At around 11 AM, Prime Minister will address Global
Fintech Fest (GFF) 2024 at the Jio World Convention Centre in Mumbai.
Thereafter, at around 1:30 PM, Mr Modi will inaugurate and lay the
foundation stone of various development projects at CIDCO ground,

Palghar. He will lay the foundation stone of Vadhvan (dredur) Port. The

cost of this project is around 76 thousand crore rupees. It aims to establish
a world-class maritime gateway that will boost the country’s trade and
economic growth by catering to large container vessels, offering deeper
drafts, and accommodating ultra-large cargo ships. Vadhvan Port, located
near Dahanu town in Palghar district, will be one of India’s largest deep-
water ports and will provide direct connectivity to international shipping
routes, reducing transit times and costs. More from our correspondent:

"In the first cabinet meeting after Prime Minister Narendra

Modi took oath for the third time, the central government had
approved the Vadhavan port. It will be developed as an all-

weather Greenfield deep draft major port. The Port will comprise
nine container terminals, four multipurpose berths, four liquid

cargo berths, a Ro-Ro berth, and a Coast Guard berth. The Project
will create a cumulative capacity of 298 million metric tons (MMT)
per _annum, including around 23 million TEUs of container
handling capacity. It is expected to generate around 12 lakh
direct _and indirect _employment opportunities. On completion
Vadhavan Port will be one of the top ten ports of the world. This

port will enhance India's maritime connectivity and further




strengthen country’s position as a global trade hub. JEEVAN

Prime Minister will also inaugurate and lay the foundation stone of

218 fisheries projects worth around one thousand 560 crores rupees.

These initiatives are expected to generate more than five lakh employment

opportunities in the fisheries sector. Mr Modi will also launch the National

Roll Out of Vessel Communication and Support system at a cost of around
360 crore rupees.

WAQF MEETING

The Joint Committee on the Wagf(Amendment) Bill, 2024 will meet
today in New Delhi to seek views and suggestions from various
stakeholders. According to the Lok Sabha Secretariat, All India Sunni
Jamiyatul Ulama of Mumbai and Indian Muslims for Civil Rights of New
Delhi will put forth their views before the committee today. The Joint
Committee of Parliament on the Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024, constituted
under the Chairmanship of Lok Sabha MP Jagdambika Pal, had invited
views and suggestions from the stakeholders including public, NGOs,
experts, and institutions.

The first meeting of the Joint Parliamentary Committee on the Waqgf
(Amendment) Bill 2024 was held on 22nd of this month. The 31 members
committee consists 21 members from the Lok Sabha and 10 members from
the Rajya Sabha.

The Wagf (Amendment) Bill, 2024 is intended to overcome the
shortcomings and to enhance the efficiency of the administration and
management of the waqf properties. The Bill has provision of renaming of
the Wagf Act, 1995 as the Unified Wagf Management, Empowerment,
Efficiency and Development Act, 1995. It also provides the functions of the
Survey Commissioner to the Collector or any other officer not below the
rank of Deputy Collector duly nominated by the Collector for the survey of
wagf properties. It also has provision of a broad based composition of the
Central Wagf Council and the State Waqgf Boards and ensuring the
representation of Muslim women and non-Muslims. It also provides for the
establishment of a separate Board of Waqgf for Boharas and Aghakhanis,



and representation of Shia, Sunni, Bohra, Agakhani and other backward
classes among Muslim communities. The Bill also has provisions for
reforming the Tribunal structure with two members and providing for
appeals against the orders of the Tribunal to the High Court Within a
specified period of ninety days. The Text of ‘The Wagf (Amendment)Bill,
2024 is available in Hindi and English on the Lok Sabha website. The
Wagf(Amendment) Bill which was introduced in Lok Sabha during the
Budget Session,was referred to the Joint Committee of Parliament for
examination during the session.

Islamabad to be held on October 15 and 16. The SCO includes nine
member countries - India, Iran, Kazakhstan, China, Kyrgyz Republic,

INDIA-CHINA

India and China have decided to uphold peace and tranquility on the
ground in border areas. Both the countries have reiterated that restoration
of peace and tranquility, and respect for Line of Actual Control (LAC) are
the essential basis for restoration of normalcy in bilateral relations.

The 31st meeting of the Working Mechanism for Consultation and
Coordination on India-China Border Affairs (WMCC) was held yesterday in
Beijing. Joint Secretary (East Asia) from the Ministry of External Affairs
Gourangalal Das led the Indian delegation. The Chinese delegation was led
by Director General of the Boundary and Ocean Affairs Department of the
Chinese Ministry of Foreign Affairs Hong Liang.

According to the Ministry of External Affairs, two sides had an open,
constructive and forward-looking exchange of views on the situation along
the Line of Actual Control to narrow down the differences and find early
resolution of the outstanding issues. Both the sides agreed for intensified
contact through diplomatic and military channels. The leader of the Indian
delegation also called on the Vice Minister in the Chinese Ministry of
Foreign Affairs.

NOIDA AIRPORT

The first commercial flight operation at the Noida International
Airport (NIA) in Jewar, Uttar Pradesh is expected to take off by April next
year. The NIA said that it will file its aerodrome license application, along
with flight procedures tests by the end of the year. The first phase of the
airport will feature one runway and one terminal, with the capacity to
handle traffic of 12 million passengers annually. Upon completion of all four
development phases, the airport will be able to cater to 70 million



passengers per year. The Noida International Airport will connect the
greater Delhi area and Western Uttar Pradesh with other cities in India and
the world. The NIA has also signed Memorandums of Understanding with
global airlines for better network planning and operational requirements.
