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AMIT SHAH

Union home minister Amit Shah today inaugurated the 24x7 water supply
pilot project in Manimajra, Chandigarh. The Minister said that around one
lakh people of Manimajra will benefit with 24x7 water supply. He said
around 75 crore has been spent on this project and 4 MGD water tank
have been constructed at Manimajra, 12,000 new water connections have
been installed. He said that the project is aimed at avoiding wastage of
water by minimising its storage by the public through 24x7 high-pressure
supply. Other objectives include water resource augmentation through
leakage reduction, smart metering, limited dependence on groundwater
and monitoring of energy consumption. The total cost of the said project is
160 crore rupees, which has two components - capital work and installation
of water meter work.

HP FLOODS:

In Himachal Pradesh, search operation for missing people in the cloudburst
incident in Shimla, Mandi and Kullu districts is underway on the fourth day
today. Total 44 people are still missing in the cloudburst incidents. Deputy
Commissioner of Shimla District Anupam Kashyap reviewed the current
situation with the search team. He said, the force deployed for the search
operation will be increased. He said that instructions have been given to
the Public Works Department, Jal Shakti and Food and Supply Department



to provide essential services at the affected sites. On the other hand, two
bridges of the Border Roads Organisation were damaged due to cloudburst
late night.

KERALA - WAYANAD

Search operations led by the Army continue in Wayanad, devastated by the
huge landslide last Tuesday. Over 300 persons are believed to have lost
their lives in the landslide. More from our Kochi Correspondent: "Search
operations in the landslide affected areas have entered the sixth day
today. Searches have been intensified in the Chaliyar river in Malappuram
district, The State Health Department has taken up counselling and
assistance for children who survived the landslide. 137 Counsellors have
been deployed for this purpose. The Department has also set up clinics at
Mundakkai and Chooralmala areas. Minister of State for Tourism,
Petroleum and Natural Gas Suresh Gopi visited the landslide affected areas
in Wayanad this morning to take stock of the situation."-- With Arun
Vincent and Raj Mohan's report, Jigyasa Pandey Akashvani News, Delhi.

SUNDERBAN WEST BENGAL
