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PM - POLAND UKRAINE VISIT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three day visit to
Poland and Ukraine today. In Warsaw, Mr Modi will be accorded a ceremonial welcome. The Prime
Minister will hold talks with his Polish counterpart Donald Tusk and will call on President Andrzej Duda.
Mr Modi will also interact with the Indian community, business leaders and prominent Indologists. This
will be the first visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Poland in the past 45 years. The visit is taking place
at a time when both nations are marking the 70th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic
relations. Mr Modi will also visit memorials that commemorate the special relation of Poland with
Jamnagar and Kolhapur. The Prime Minister will undertake an official visit to Ukraine on 23rd of this
month on the invitation of Ukrainian President Volodymyr Zelenskyy. This will be the first visit by an
Indian Prime Minister to Ukraine after establishment of diplomatic relations between the two countries
in 1992. The Prime Minister's engagements in Kyiv will touch a range of aspects of bilateral ties
including political, trade, economic, investments, education, cultural, people-to-people exchanges,
humanitarian assistance and others. Mr Modi will also interact with the Indian community, including
students. The Prime Minister’s landmark visit to Ukraine will help further consolidation and expansion of
bilateral ties.

PREZ-FARIDABAD : President Droupadi Murmu will visit Faridabad, Haryana today. She will grace the
5th convocation of JC Bose University of Science and Technology.

VP-INDIA AFRICA CONCLAVE : Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar will address the inaugural session
of 19th CII India Africa Business Conclave in New Delhi today. The theme of the three-day conclave is
Creating One Future. The conclave focuses on areas such as Trade, Investment, Infrastructure,
Healthcare and Technology. The conclave began yesterday. More than 11 hundred international
delegates from sixty five countries out of which 47 are African nations are participating in the conclave.

EPFO-MEMBERS : Employees' Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO) has added 19.29 lakh net
members in June this year registering a growth of 7.86 percent in comparison to same month of the
last year. Ministry of Labour and Employment said that the surge in membership can be attributed to
numerous factors, including increased employment opportunities. The data indicates that around 10.25
lakh new members have enrolled during June this year. A noticeable aspect of the data is the
dominance of the 18-25 age group, constituting a significant 59.14 per cent of the total new members
added in June this year. The payroll data highlights that approximately 14.15 lakh members exited and
subsequently rejoined EPFO. This figure depicts year over year growth of 11.79 per cent compared to
June last year.

BANGLADESH-ICC WOMEN'S T20 : The International Cricket Council (ICC) has moved the ninth
edition of Women's T20 World Cup to the United Arab Emirates (UAE) from Bangladesh, while the
Bangladesh Cricket Board (BCB) will continue as the official host of the event. The tournament will take
place across the two venues in the UAE - Dubai and Sharjah - from October 3 to 20. ICC Chief
Executive Geoff Allardice confirmed the decision in a statement, expressing disappointment that the



tournament could not be hosted in Bangladesh as originally planned. The UAE, home to the ICC
headquarters, has become a significant hub for cricket in recent years, hosting numerous qualifier
tournaments as well as the ICC Men's T20 World Cup in 2021 alongside Oman. This decision to relocate
the tournament from Bangladesh to the UAE underscores the challenging situation in Bangladesh and
the ICC's commitment to ensuring a successful and secure event.

GIRIRAJ SINGH PLI : Union Minister of Textiles Giriraj Singh interacted with the beneficiaries of the
Production Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme for Man-Made Fabric Apparel, fabrics, and technical textiles in
New Delhi yesterday. During the interaction, the participants showcased their commitment, successes,
experiences, feedback, and challenges of the schemes. Mr. Singh praised the participants for their
engagement and contributions. He said that the feedback and ideas shared by the participants are
invaluable, and continued success in the textile sector relies on collaborative efforts and open
communication. He also assured them that the government is dedicated to supporting the growth and
innovation within the textile sector. The Minister urged the participants to accelerate grounding their
investment.

FIN-NATIONAL CONFERENCE : The second edition of the National Conference of Enforcement
Chiefs of the State and Central GST Formations was held in New Delhi yesterday. The National
Conference comes in the backdrop of a special drive being undertaken by both Central and State
formations to identify and weed out fake registrations. Addressing the conference, Secretary of the
Revenue Department in the finance Ministry, Sanjay Malhotra encouraged the central and state GST
Formations to focus on the fake registrations during the special drive to ensure deterrence. He also
added that the balance between enforcement actions and ease of doing business is important. In the
conference, Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) Chairman, Sanjay Agarwal emphasized
the need for enforcement agencies to stay ahead of the evaders so that the sanctity of the GST system
is preserved. He also advised the enforcement units to focus on real evasion rather than interpretative
issues and general industry practices. Several senior officials from the Department of Revenue, CBIC
and other Enforcement and intelligence authorities attended the conference.

IICA CERTIFICATION : The Indian Institute of Corporate Affairs (IICA) in partnership with
Directorate General Resettlement (DGR) under the Defence Ministry, inaugurated the first of its kind
certification program for defence officers in Manesar in Gurugram, Haryana, yesterday. The two-week
certification programme is being attended by the 30 senior officers from all three services. The
programme will conclude on 31st of this month. The programme witnessed participation of Air Vice
Marshals, Major Generals, and Rear Admirals, amongst other officers. The participants expressed their
willingness and enthusiasm to understand corporate governance and its nuances. The programme is
designed to orient the participants with the conceptual and regulatory understanding of corporate
governance. It also aims to orient the participants about the roles and responsibilities of the
Independent Director and also to help them contribute effectively.

BJIP-J&K : BIP has appointed party leader Ram Madhav and Union Minister G Kishan Reddy as election
in-charge for the upcoming Jammu & Kashmir Assembly elections. The Union Territory will go to polls in
three phases on 18th and 25th September and 1st October.

BANGLADESH-CASES AGAINST HASINA : At least nine more complaints were filed on Tuesday
against Bangladesh's deposed former prime minister Sheikh Hasina and her aides, taking the number of
cases against her to 31, including 26 on charges of murder, four on charges of crimes against humanity
and genocide and one for abduction. A Supreme Court lawyer accused Hasina and 23 others of



committing crimes against humanity and genocide during a Hefajat-e-Islam rally at Motijheel's Shapla
Chattar on May 5, 2013.

INDIA-EU CONFERENCE : A two-day EU-India Track 1.5 Conference will begin today in New Delhi.
India and the European Union will host the regional conference to discuss current and emerging threats
in online radicalisation and find ways to jointly counter the exploitation of online spaces by extremist
and terrorist actors. The conference will bring together experts, policymakers, academia and law
enforcement officials from South Asia and Europe, who are at the forefront of the fight against digital
extremism. European Union, in collaboration with organising partner Global Counter-Terrorism Council
and Ministry of External Affairs will be hosting a crucial regional conference to discuss the current and
emerging threats in online radicalisation and find ways to jointly counter the exploitation of online
spaces by extremist and terrorist actors. The conference aims to enhance counter-terrorism dialogues
and partnerships in the region, consistent with the EU's Indo-Pacific Strategy, which foresees a deeper
and stronger engagement with partners that share common goals and face common challenges. The
event is part of a series of ongoing counter-terrorism engagements between the EU and India, which
have previously included topics like combating drone terrorism, cyber-security, misinformation and
disinformation.

GOVT - LATERAL ENTRY : Union Public Service Commission (UPSC) has cancelled the advertisement
related to lateral entry in the bureaucracy following the directions from the Department of Personnel
and Training. Earlier yesterday, the government asked the UPSC to cancel the advertisement related to
lateral entry in the bureaucracy. This comes a few days after UPSC issued an advertisement to appoint
45 Joint Secretaries, Directors, and Deputy Secretaries in Central Ministries, which was questioned by
the opposition parties. Union Minister for the Department of Personnel and Training, Dr. Jitendra Singh,
has written a letter to UPSC Chairman Preeti Sudan, saying that Prime Minister Narendra Modi is of the
firm belief that the process of lateral entry must be aligned with the principles of equity and social
justice enshrined in the Constitution, particularly concerning the provisions of reservation. The Minister
said that for the Prime Minister, reservation in public employment is a cornerstone of the government's
social justice framework, aimed at addressing historical injustices and promoting inclusivity. Dr. Singh
said it is important that the constitutional mandate towards social justice is upheld so that deserving
candidates from marginalized communities get their rightful representation in government services. He
added that since lateral entry positions have been treated as specialized and designated as single-cadre
posts, there has been no provision for reservation in these appointments, and this aspect needs to be
reviewed and reformed in the context of Mr. Modi's focus on ensuring social justice. In his letter, Dr.
Singh highlighted that lateral entry was endorsed by the Second Administrative Reforms Commission
chaired by Veerappa Moily in 2005. The recommendations of the Sixth Pay Commission in 2013 were
also in the same direction. The Minister, however, added that both before and after that, there have
been many high-profile cases of lateral entrants. He also said that during previous governments, posts
as important as that of Secretary in various ministries and leadership of UIDAI were given to lateral
entrants without following any process of reservations. Responding on the issue, Information and
Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said that the decision to align lateral entry with principles of
reservation shows Prime Minister Narendra Modi's commitment to social justice. Mr Vaishnaw said that
the Prime Minister always believed in social justice and his programmes have advanced the welfare of
the weakest sections of the society. Minister also said, during the UPA government principles of
reservation were not taken into consideration.

Ul7 WRESTLING- BRONZE: In Wrestling, India's Ronak Dahiya clinched a bronze in the Greco-
Roman 110 kg category at the ongoing U-17 World Wrestling Championships in Amman, Jordan. The
current world number 2, Ronak defeated Turkiye’s Emurullah Capkan 6-1 in the bronze medal match.
Earlier, Ronak had lost the semi final bout by 0-2 against his Hungarian opponent Zoltan Czako.



PM MAN KI BAT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will share his thoughts with the people of the
country and abroad in the Mann Ki Baat programme on Akashwani on 25th of this month. It will be the
113™ episode of the monthly radio programme.

INDIA-JAPAN : The 2+2 Ministerial Dialogue between India and Japan was held in New Delhi
yesterday. Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar, Japanese
Minister of Defense Kihara Minoru and Minister of Foreign Affairs Yoko Kamikawa took part in the
meeting. During the 242 meeting, the Ministers reviewed the bilateral cooperation and explored new
initiatives to further strengthen the engagements between the two countries. They also exchanged
views on regional and global issues of mutual interest. In the Press Statements after the meeting,
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh said being two important stakeholders in the Indo-Pacific region, India
and Japan are important sentinels of the region in many ways. He said, therefore the Indo-Japan
partnership is important for peace and stability in the Indo-Pacific region. In his press statements,
External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar said, extensive and productive views were shared in the
meeting on defence and security.

DOCTOR - STRIKE CALLED OFF : The Resident Doctor Association, RDA, of RML Hospital has called
off their strike. The doctors were on strike demanding to ensure security of healthcare workers and
speedy justice to the victim of the alleged rape and murder of a doctor in Kolkata. RDA has said that
the decision to withdraw comes in light of the government's acceptance of all critical demands put
forward by them. The Resident Doctor Association of other Medical Colleges and hospitals is also
expected to withdraw their strike.
