Union Cabinet has given its approval to the proposal of Department
of Rural Development for the implementation of the Pradhan Mantri Gram
Sadak Yojana -IV (PMGSY-1V) during Financial Year 2024-25 to 2028-29.
The total outlay of the scheme will be 70 thousand 125 crore rupees.
Addressing media in New Delhi, Information and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said that under this scheme, financial assistance will be
given for the construction of 62 thousand 500 Kilometres road for providing
new connectivity to eligible 25 thousand unconnected habitations. Mr
Vaishnaw said that it will create 40 crore humandays employment.

BANGLADESH REFORM

In Bangladesh, the interim government announced to form six
commissions to bring reform in six major sectors including constitution,
Chief Adviser Prof Muhammad Yunus said in a televised speech to the
nation yesterday evening. The sectors are the constitution, electoral
system, the judiciary, the police, Anti-corruption Commission, and public
administration, Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha (BSS).

Yunus said six eminent citizens have been appointed to head these
commissions. The names of the other members of these commissions will
be fixed through holding discussions with the heads of the commissions.

He said, the commissions are expected to start their functions from
October 1 and they are expected to complete their work within the next
three months. The Chief Adviser said based on the commission's report,
the government will hold consultations with major political parties at the
next stage, reports BSS.
