The latest report by the global Financial Action Task Force (FATF) has highlighted that the most
significant terrorism threats in India are linked to Islamic State and Al-Qaeda-affiliated groups,
particularly in and around Jammu and Kashmir. According to the report, these extremist groups operate
either directly or through proxies, alongside other separatist movements. The findings were made in a
mutual evaluation report by FATF on combating terror financing and anti-money laundering regime.

At the 45th Chess Olympiad, the Indian open section team secured a resounding victory over Iran by a
massive score of 3.5 to 0.5 in Round Eight, strengthening its claim for the gold medal in Budapest,
Hungary. However, the Indian women’s team suffered its first loss, falling to Poland by a margin of 1.5 to
2.5. India, which had been the clear leader in both sections prior to this round, continues to hold its lead
with 16 match points in the open section. In the women’s section, however, there is now a three-way tie
for the top spot between India, Kazakhstan, and Poland, with each team having 14 match points.

REV CRICKET-CHENNAI TEST

In Cricket, India were bundled out for 376 runs in their first innings against
Bangladesh on Day 2 of the opening Test at the MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai
today. Ravichandran Ashwin with 113 runs and Ravindra Jadeja with 86 runs stitched a
memorable 199-run partnership. Earlier in the day, the Hosts resumed their innings
from the overnight score of 339 for six, having set up a solid foundation on day one
yesterday. Ashwin and Jadeja were at the crease when stumps were drawn on the
opening day. Hasan Mahmud became the first bowler from Bangladesh to take a five-
wicket haul in India.

Bangladesh were for against India in their first innings a
short while ago.

On the first day, India, after being put into bat, were struggling at 144 for six at
one stage, staring at an early collapse. However, the spin duo of Ashwin and Jadeja
rescued the hosts with their brilliant stand.

The Opening Test match also witnessed Ashwin completing his sixth Test

century, equalling the Test century tally of former India captain MS Dhoni.
