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AFSPA ARNACHAL NAGALAND

Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, AFSPA has been extended in three
districts of Arunachal Pradesh and a few areas in Namsai district for six
months with effect from 1% of October. In a notification, the Home Ministry
said Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts in Arunachal Pradesh and areas
falling within the jurisdiction of Namsai, Mahadevpur and Chowkham police
stations in Namsai district have been declared as disturbed area.

AFSPA has also been extended in eight districts of Nagaland and a few
areas in five districts for 6 months. These districts are Dimapur, Niuland,

Chumoukedima, Mon, Kiphire, Noklak, Phek and Peren.
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INDIAN EMBASSY ADVISORY

The Indian Embassy in Beirut advised against traveling to Lebanon and
urged Indian nationals to leave due to escalating conflict between Israel and
Hezbollah.

The Embassy has warned against travelling to the West Asian country
till further notice and Indians already in Lebanon are also strongly advised to
leave Lebanon. Those who remain for any reason are advised to exercise
extreme caution, restrict their movements and remain in contact with the
Embassy of India in Beirut.

Recent Israeli airstrikes in Lebanon killed 558 people, including 50
children, and injured 1,835. Hezbollah retaliated with rocket attacks on Israel

REV. JAISHANKAR-REFORMING UN

India has called for urgent reforms of the international decision-making
structures, especially the UN Security Council, to give the Global South its due
representation. Speaking at the Foreign Ministers' meeting of the G20 in New
York yesterday, External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar said that
the United Nations is a prisoner of the past and it must evolve with the world.
He said, As a result, the UN Security Council struggles to fulfil its mandate of
maintaining international peace and stability, undermining its effectiveness
and credibility. He stressed that the Global South must be given their
legitimate voice. He emphasized the urgent need to reform the UN to ensure
it is representative, credible, and effective. Dr. Jaishankar said, the reforms
should include expansion of both permanent and elected seats on the Security
Council.

The ministers of the G20, the group of major developed and emerging
countries, met on the sidelines of the UN General Assembly's high-level
meeting. In a speech that dealt at length with the international financial and
development organisations, Dr. Jaishankar said that it was imperative to bring
in reforms to make the international financial architecture more robust,
expansive and effective. During its presidency of the G20, India set up a panel
of international economic experts to recommend reforms to the Multilateral
Development Banks (MDBs) and their suggestions were adopted by the G20.
Dr. Jaishankar also stressed on the need of reform of the Multilateral Trading

System. He said, India remains unwavering in its commitment to a rules-



based, non-discriminatory, fair, open, inclusive, equitable and transparent

multilateral trading system, with the World Trade Organization at its core.

In Jammu and Kashmir, a voter turnout of 57.03 percent was recorded
in the second phase of Assembly polls yesterday. Election Commission said,
the voting was held for 26 Assembly Constituencies spread across 6 districts ,
peacefully without any incident of violence.
