In Uttar Pradesh, at least 12 people including four children were
killed after a head-on collision between the vehicle in which they were
travelling and a roadways bus in Hathras district yesterday. 16 others were
injured in the accident. Talking to Akashvani News, District Magistrate of
Hathras said, the mishap took place near village Meetai in Chandpa Police
Station area on National Highway-93. The injured are undergoing
treatment in the district hospital.

The injured will be given 50 thousand
rupees. Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has also announced
an ex-gratia of 2 lakh rupees for the family of each deceased and 50,000
rupees for the injured.

MSCI-INDIA CHINA

India has overtaken China in terms of its weightage in the Morgan
Stanley Capital International (MSCI) Emerging Markets Investable Market
Index during this month. The weightage of India stood at 22.27 per cent
as compare to 21.58 per cent of China in the index. Announcement in this
regard was made by Morgan Stanley. The rebalancing reflects broader
market trends. While Chinese markets have struggled on the back of
economic headwinds in that country, India’s markets have benefited from
favourable macroeconomic conditions. In the recent past, the country has
posted a much superior equity market performance, driven by strong
macroeconomic fundamentals of Indian economy as well as robust
performance by the corporates. Further, the gains in Indian equity market
have been broad based, reflected across large cap as well as mid-cap and
small-cap indices. Key factors contributing to this positive trend include a
47 percent increase in foreign direct investment in the early part of this
year, decreasing Brent crude prices, and substantial foreign portfolio
investment in Indian debt markets. According to analysts’ estimate, post
this rejig in the index, Indian equities could witness inflows of about 4 to
4.5 billion dollars.

BSF BGB-MEETING

The Border Security Force (BSF) has asked Border Guard Bangladesh
(BGB) to prevent Bangladeshi nationals from illegally entering Indian
Territory in the wake of recent political developments in the neighbouring
country. The border guarding forces of both sides held a meeting over the
situation in the Indo-Bangladesh Border in which BGB assured to take all
steps for the safety of Indian citizens and people belonging to minority
communities in Bangladesh. In a statement, the BSF said, the situation on
Indo-Bangladesh border generally remained peaceful and it is committed to
maintain the sanctity of International Boundary along with safety and



security of populace residing near the border. It added that BSF personnel
have been doing round the clock duties to guard the international border in
mutual cooperation with BGB in light of Coordinated Border Management
Plan. The BSF has also been holding village coordination meetings with the
Indian villagers residing along the International border to make them
aware about prevalent situation in Bangladesh and to seek their
cooperation. It said, since August this year, 722 meetings at various levels
were held by both the border-guarding forces. They also carried out
around 1400 simultaneous coordinated patrolling in vulnerable border

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall over Gujarat, Maharashtra and East Rajasthan till
tomorrow. The IMD said that very heavy rainfall will prevail over Konkan
and Goa today, along with Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Yanam and Odisha
tomorrow. The weather agency added that heavy rainfall will likely be over
West Madhya Pradesh, Saurashtra, Kutch, Uttarakhand, East Uttar Pradesh
and Southwest Rajasthan today as well as over Chhattisgarh during the
next 6 days. Meanwhile, in South India, similar weather conditions will be
present over Kerala, Mahe, Telangana and Coastal Karnataka till the 10th
of this month. The IMD also predicted similar conditions over Jharkhand
and Bihar today and over Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram
and Tripura during next six days. Light to moderate rainfall is expected
over West and Central India including Delhi-NCR during the week.
