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NEW LEBANON-ISRAEL : In Lebanon, at least 274 people have been killed and more than 1000 wounded in
Israeli attacks across the country. The country's health ministry said in a statement that children, women, and
paramedics are among those killed and wounded in the attacks. Israeli air attacks targeted dozens of towns,
including Bint Jbeil, Aitaroun, Majdal Selem, Hula, Toura, Qlaileh, Haris, Nabi Chit, Tarayya, Shmestar,
Harbata, Libbaya and Sohmor. Meanwhile, The Israeli military said, it has carried out strikes on 800 targets in
Lebanon, claiming they were weapons depots used by the Iran-backed Hezbollah group. In response,
Hezbollah has fired dozens of rockets toward northern Israel, the group said in a statement. It said that
military bases and logistics warehouses were targeted with dozens of missiles in response to Israeli airstrikes
in southern Lebanon. In a separate statement, the Israel Defense Forces (IDF) said at least 35 rockets were
fired from Lebanon. It added that several rockets were shot down by air defense forces, while others hit open
areas.Earlier in the day, the IDF had warned Lebanese people in the capital, Beirut, and other areas via a
phone call to evacuate their residences and distance themselves from any buildings holding Hezbollah
weapons. The Lebanese Civil Defence has said its teams have been working to extinguish fires that broke out
in several homes, factories and warehouses as a result of the Israeli attacks. The UN peacekeeping force in
Lebanon expressed grave concern for the safety of civilians in southern Lebanon. It warned that any further
escalation of the situation could lead to far-reaching and devastating consequences. Russia warned of rising
tensions between Israel and Hezbollah. Kremlin spokesman Dmitry Peskov said that the situation is swiftly
deteriorating every day. Germany has made an appeal for de-escalation in Lebanon following the strikes.
German Foreign Ministry said, the situation in Lebanon is extremely tense. Iran’s Foreign Ministry has warned
Israel of thedangerous consequences” following deadly air strikes in various parts of Lebanon. Meanwhile,
Israel’s military spokesperson Daniel Hagari announced that its aircraft are preparing to attack Lebanon’s
Bekaa Valley and that the forces have begun a wide-scale aerial offensive in Lebanon. Local media reported
that thousands of people are fleeing southern Lebanon, with the main highway in the southern port city of
Sidon packed with cars heading toward Beirut. The Lebanese interior minister said schools in Beirut, Tripoli,
and eastern and southern Lebanon are being turned into shelters amid the heavy displacement.

INDIA- VIETNAM BILATERAL : Prime Minister Narendra Modi met Mr. To Lam, General Secretary of the
Communist Party of Vietnam and State President of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam in New York today on the
sidelines of the Summit of the Future at UNGA. PM Modi congratulated President To Lam on assuming
enhanced leadership responsibilities and expressed hope for continued collaboration towards strengthening
bilateral ties between India and Vietnam. Both leaders reaffirmed the importance of deep civilizational and
cultural links and growing strategic ties, marked by unwavering mutual trust, understanding and shared
interests between the two countries. Recalling the visit of Viethamese Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh to
India last month, they discussed prospects of advancing bilateral cooperation and further strengthening the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership between the two countries. The leaders also exchanged views on
important regional and global issues, including the Indo-Pacific and underscored a collective role for Global
South at international platforms. Prime Minister reiterated his sympathies and solidarity with Vietham in
the face of loss and damage caused by Typhoon Yagi earlier this month. President and General Secretary To
Lam thanked PM Modi for the timely supply of emergency humanitarian assistance and disaster relief by India
under Operation Sadbhav.

PM — MEETINGS : Prime Minister Narendra Modi held a meeting with Ukraine President Volodymyr Zelensky
on the sidelines of the Summit of the Future at UNGA in New York. Mr. Modi also met with Prime Minister of
Armenia Nikol Pashinyan and interacted with Secretary of State of the Holy See Cardinal Pietro Parolin in New
York.

MODI 3.0 - WOMEN LED DEVELOPMENT- 100 DAYS : The Modi 3.0 Government has completed its first
100 days after coming to power for a historic third term. During this period, the government launched projects
worth 15 lakh crore rupees, focusing on infrastructure, social welfare, farmers, the middle class, women, and
youth. The government has laid a strong foundation for women-led development, with a series of initiatives
aimed at empowering women, particularly those from rural and economically disadvantaged backgrounds.

Marching toward realising the vision of becoming a developed nation by 2047, the Narendra Modi
government's efforts are focused on ensuring that no one is left behind-especially women. To achieve this, the
government has implemented transformative initiatives to empower women and harness their potential for



national development. Nearly 10 crore women have been mobilised in over 90 lakh Self Help Groups under the
Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana-National Rural Livelihoods Mission.

FM-UZBEKISTAN VISIT : Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman will embark on a five-day visit to Uzbekistan
beginning today. During her visit, the Finance Minister will attend the 9th Annual Meeting of the Board of
Governors of Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank (AIIB) in Samarkand tomorrow and on Thursday. Ms
Sitharaman will also sign the Bilateral Investment Treaty (BIT) between India and Uzbekistan. The Finance
Minister will also hold important bilateral meetings with her counterparts from Uzbekistan, Qatar, China, and
AIIB President. As part of her visit, Ms Sitharaman is expected to call-on President of Uzbekistan Shavkat
Mirziyoyev. Besides these engagements, Ms. Sitharaman will also visit the Samarkand State University and Lal
Bahadur Shastri Monument in Tashkent. She will also interact with the Indian diaspora representing leading
voices from multiple sectors.

PARLIAMENT — CONFERENCE : Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla has emphasized on the use of technology to
improve the efficiency and functioning of legislatures. He stated this while addressing the two-day 10th
Commonwealth Parliamentary Association (CPA) India Region Conference which began in New Delhi
yesterday. Mr Birla urged that legislative bodies to discuss on various platforms and shape welfare schemes for
the welfare of the last person of the society through technology. He further added that in the current context,
when technology and means of communication have become a part of people’s daily lives, public
representatives should find ways and means to meet the increasing aspirations and expectations. Emphasising
that the role of legislative institutions in achieving the goal of sustainable development and inclusive
governance, Mr Birla observed that democratic institutions, by ensuring accountability and transparency of the
Executive, make the governance more responsible and efficient. Mr Birla said. it is the responsibility of public
representatives and legislative bodies to come up with solutions to the challenges and obstacles on the path of
inclusive development. Forty six Presiding Officers, 25 Speakers and 14 Deputy Speakers of Legislatures from
States and Union Territories, are attending the conference.

GOVT — ONION: The government is offloading onions in the wholesale market to reduce the prices of the
bulbs. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, Secretary Department of Consumer Affairs, Nidhi Khare
said there is sufficient quantity of onion in the buffer stock and the sowing of Onion in the Kharif season has
been good. She said government is keeping a close eye on the prices of onions. Mrs Khare expressed
confidence that the prices of onions will come down soon. She said, the government is selling onions in the
retail market at the subsidised rate of 35 rupees per kilogram. Ms Khare said, selling of Onion in subsidized
rates will begin in the State Capitals and major cities from this week.

J&K: ASSEMBLY ELECTION: In Jammu and Kashmir, the campaigning for the second leg of the Assembly
Elections ended this evening. The contesting parties and candidates left no stone unturned to woo the voters
in their favour. A total of 26 Assembly Constituencies spread over six districts of Jammu and Kashmir will go to
polls on 25th of September. All necessary arrangements including security have been put in place to ensure
free, fair and smooth polling. After the successful completion of the first phase of elections on September 18
with 61.38 polling percentage, the stage is all set for the 2nd phase of the polling scheduled for tomorrow. In
this phase, 15 constituencies of central Kashmir districts including Srinagar, Ganderbal and Budgam district
along with the 11 seats of three districts Poonch rajouri and Reasi of Jammu region will go to polls. In this
phase seven seats are specialized for Schedule tribes. 25 lakh 78 thousand and 99 voters will decide the
political fate of 239 candidates in this phase. The main faces among them being former chief minister Omar
Abdullah, PCC UT chief Tarig Hamid Qarrah and Apni Party President Altaf Bukhari. 3502 Polling stations along
all the 26 constituencies have been networked with 100 percent web casting facilities and all minimum
assured basic facilities are being ensured for the convenience of the voters.
