More than 39.18 lakh voters will decide
the fate of 415 candidates in this phase. The polling, which will begin at 7 AM, will
continue till 6 PM. Assembly elections in J&K are being held in three phases. While
more than 61 percent polling was recorded in the first phase, second phase witnessed
over 56 percent voter turnout. The counting of votes will take place on 8th October
along with Haryana.

SC- RG KAR HEARING

The Supreme Court is slated to hear tomorrow the suo moto cognisance of the
rape and murder of a junior doctor at the state-run R.G. Kar Medical College and
Hospital in Kolkata. As per the causelist published on the supreme court's website, a
three-judge Bench, headed by CJI D.Y. Chandrachud will resume hearing the case suo
moto on September 30. Last week, the Bench, also comprising Justices JB Pardiwala
and Manoj Misra, decided to postpone the hearing scheduled on September 27, on the
West Bengal government’s request. Earlier, the top court raised concerns after its
attention was drawn to a state government order requiring women doctors to not be
employed at night. After the SC's intervention, the West Bengal government assured
the apex court that any conditions which cast a cloud on the basic Constitutional



premise of gender equality will not be enforced. Taking suo moto cognisance of the
incident, the Supreme Court had termed it horrific which raises the systemic issue of
safety of doctors across the country. The top court also ordered the formation of a
National Task Force (NTF) to suggest measures for the security of medical
professionals across the country, observing that the safety of doctors is the "highest
national concern.

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BIHAR FLOOD

In Bihar, swollen rivers including Kosi, Gandak, Bagmati, Mahananda and Kamal Balan
are wreaking havoc of flood after breaching embankments at several places and
inundating more than hundred villages. After the massive discharge of water from Kosi
and Gandak barrages in river systems, several low-lying areas in Supaul, Saharsa,
Araria, Kishanganj, Madhubani, West Champaran, East Champaran and Gopalganj are
affected due to flood. More than four lakh people in 16 districts are reeling under the
fury of flood.

JAMAICA PM-VISIT

Prime Minister of Jamaica Dr. Andrew Holness will be on a 4-day official visit to
India beginning today. This will be his first visit to India, and also the first ever
bilateral visit of a Prime Minister of Jamaica to India. Earlier, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and the Jamaican Prime Minister have met several times on the sidelines of
multilateral meetings.

During the visit, Dr Holness will hold delegation level talks with Prime Minister
Modi and call on the President and Vice President. The visit will also provide an
opportunity to him to meet with other dignitaries and interact with trade and industry
leaders. A number of MoUs are expected to be signed during the visit giving a fillip to
bilateral cooperation.

India and Jamaica share strong historical and cultural linkages, reflected in their
shared colonial past, values of democracy and freedom, and passion for cricket. This
visit is expected to bolster bilateral relations, enhance economic cooperation, and
solidify the longstanding bonds between Jamaica and India.

ISRAEL - ATTACK

Israel has launched a series of air raids on Houthi targets in Yemen, marking a
new front in the ongoing Middle East conflict. Israeli military confirmed the strikes,
stating they were in response to recent missile attacks by the Iran-aligned Houthi
militants against Israel over the past two days. More from our correspondent:

"The Israeli Air Force targeted military installations belonging to what
they termed the "Houthi terrorist regime"” in Yemen. Among the targets
were power plants and a seaport, which Israel claims were used by the

Houthis to transfer Iranian weapons to the region, as well as military
supplies and oil. The strikes have resulted in at least four deaths and 29

injuries, according to a statement from the Houthi-run Health Ministry.
Residents of the port city of Hodeidah reported widespread power outages
following the bombing. This military action comes in the wake of increased
Houthi aggression towards Israel, with the group repeatedly firing missiles
and drones at Israeli targets since the outbreak of the Gaza war on October
7Zth. The Houthis claim these attacks are in solidarity with Palestinians. In
their most recent offensive, the Houthis stated they had launched a ballistic
missile on Saturday towards Ben Gurion International Airport near Tel Aviv,
which Israel reported intercepting. Another Houthi missile was intercepted
by Israel on Friday."”

The Israeli Defense Forces emphasized their determination to continue
operations against all threats to Israeli citizens, regardless of distance. They accused
the Houthis of operating under Iranian direction and funding over the past year,
collaborating with Iragi militias to undermine regional stability and disrupt global
freedom of navigation. This development has heightened fears of a wider regional
conflict, particularly in light of intensified Israeli attacks on Gaza and Lebanon.
