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PRIME MINISTER : Prime Minister Narendra Modi has assured Andhra Pradesh and Telangana
chief ministers of all possible help from the Centre to deal with the crisis following heavy rains in their
states. Officials said, Mr Modi spoke to the two chief ministers -- N Chandrababu Naidu of Andhra
Pradesh and A Revanth Reddy of Telangana -- over phone in the wake of heavy rains and floods.
Heavy downpour continued to lash many parts of Telangana, including Hyderabad, yesterday. All
primary and secondary schools have been closed today in Telangana. Hyderabad district collector
announced the closure as a precautionary measure to ensure the safety of students. Unprecedented



rainfall in the past two days in Andhra Pradesh has paralysed life at several places, especially in
Vijayawada and vicinity, while 17,000 rain-affected people were evacuated from across the state.

PRESIDENT JUDICIARY CONFERENCE — EARLY : President Droupadi Murmu today said that
reducing pendency of cases is a big challenge facing the judiciary. Addressing the two-day National
Conference of District Judiciary at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi this evening, President Murmu said
all stakeholders should come together and find solutions to address the backlog of cases. In his
address, Law and Justice Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal expressed pride that Supreme Court has
completed the journey of 75 years. He said a good ecosystem of the judicial system should be
available to the citizens working in various fields so that they can devote their individual and
collective potential to nation-building. Addressing the Conference, Chief Justice of India, DY
Chandrachud said the Committee on Reducing Arrears of Cases has laid out an action plan for
reducing case pendency through case management. He added that some of the other strategies for
dealing with the backlog include pre-litigation dispute resolution. The Chief Justice said the Supreme
Court recently concluded its first-ever National Lok Adalat, at which almost 1,000 cases were
disposed of amicably within a course of five working days. Prime Minister Narendra Modi had
inaugurated the National Conference of District Judiciary yesterday.

EXTERNAL AFFAIRS MINISTRY : External Affairs Ministry has debunked a fake report, claiming
India has imposed a visa ban on six Bangladeshi student leaders. Sources in the External Affairs
Ministry said, no such ban has been imposed by India. Certain media outlets had earlier reported that
such a ban has been imposed on six student leaders of Bangladesh. In a similar incident of fake
news, the Ministry of Information and Broadcasting has informed that reports claiming customer
service representatives will be appointed under the Kaushal Bharat Kushal Bharat Yojana and an
honorarium of 28 thousand rupees will be given to people are false. The ministry further denied the
claim that a registration fee of one thousand 350 rupees will have to be paid before appointment.

GST COLLECTION: The Goods and Services Tax (GST) collections stood at 1.75 lakh crore rupees in
the month of August, reflecting a 10 percent increase compared to 1.59 lakh crore rupees in the
same month last year. Central government collected 30,862 crore rupees, while states collected
states 38,411 crore rupees, before adjusting for refunds. The collection of Integrated GST (IGST) on
imports and inter-state sales was at 93,621 crore rupees. The gross GST revenues from domestic
transactions grew 9.2 percent to about rupee 1.25 lakh crore. Revenues from import of goods were
up 12.1 percent to rupee 49,976 crore rupees, compared to the previous year’s figures. Net GST
revenue till August was 8.07 lakh crore rupees, 10.2 percent higher than the previous year.

BJP MEMBERSHIP : BJP is set to start its membership drive from today. The drive will be launched
with Prime Minister Narendra Modi getting the certificate for the renewal of his membership from BJP
president Jagat Prakash Nadda. All existing members will need to renew their membership. According
to BJP's constitution, membership drives are conducted afresh every five to six years. The drive will
be held in phases from today till 10th November. The first phase of this membership drive will
conclude on the 25th of September. Individuals can sign up through a missed call, or through the
party’s website or other digital platforms.

MANDAVIYA-MEETING : Labour and Employment minister Dr Mansukh Mandaviya has said that
the Government is actively exploring various avenues to ensure gig and platform workers are covered
under social security. The Minister said this while chairing a review meeting in New Delhi today. Dr



Mandaviya also emphasized that the government is working on a comprehensive strategy to provide
them with the social security they deserve. A gig worker is someone who takes on short-term or
project-based jobs, often for multiple clients at once, rather than being employed by a single
company. To facilitate the implementation of social security measures, Dr. Mandaviya revealed that
the registration of the workers will be undertaken on the eShram Portal. He emphasized that the
companies that employ gig and platform workers will be asked to take lead in registering their
workers on the portal. He also added that the Labour and Employment Ministry is working closely
with all stakeholders to develop a robust framework that aligns with the evolving nature of work and
provides adequate protection to gig and platform workers.

SCHME: Electronic and IT Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has said that the government will launch a
new scheme to help set up a sustainable electronics component ecosystem in the country.
Addressing the ET World Leader Forum in New Delhi, Mr. Vaishnaw said that more than 99 percent of
all mobile phones used in India are being manufactured domestically. He said that this year, Apple
will manufacture its latest model in India.

KASHI VEDIC MUSEUM : Uttar Pradesh government will construct a Vedic-3D museum in Prime
Minister Narendra Modi's parliamentary constituency Varanasi at the main building of the
Sampurnanand Sanskrit University. The state of the art museum will be dedicated to Indian
astrology, astronomy, and the Vedic literature. The chief minister made the announcement during his
maiden visit to the university in Kashi yesterday. The museum will showcase the evolution of Vedic
literature, highlighting the 16 Sanskars, 64 arts, and 18 Vidya Sthans as well as contributions of
Indian sages and serve as a platform to revive the tradition of 'Shastrartha'(spiritual discourse). The
Chief Minister saw the rare manuscripts preserved in the historic Saraswati Bhawan, including the
"Raas Panchadhyayi," Shrimad Bhagwat Gita, and Durgasaptashati, all inscribed with gold letters and
adorned with gold artistry on special cloth. Currently the conservation work is being carried out in the
university by the National Manuscript Mission with the backing of the Government of India. CM Yogi
Adityanath also inspected the 234-year-old main building and called for the installation of Sanskrit
signboards for all departments.

PARIS PARALYMPICS: At Paris Paralympics 2024, Indian Para Athlete Preethi Pal secured yet
another medal for India, clinching a Bronze medal in the Women's 200 meters - T35 Final. She won
the medal with a personal best timing of 30.01 seconds. With this win, she became the first track and
field Indian Woman Para Athlete to win two medals at the Paralympics. On the other hand, Indian
athlete Nishad Kumar also won a silver medal with an effort of 2.04 meter in Men's High Jump - T47
event. Now on the fifth day, more medals can be expected from Indian athletes across various
events. The Indian contingent will look to end their Badminton journey on a high. Para Archers
Sheetal Devi and Rakesh Kumar are back in action in the Mixed Compound Open section. Today is
packed with medal matches for Team India at the Paralympics. As many as 5 medals are on offer in
the Para Badminton section. Moreover, world record holder Deepthi Jeevanji will also be seen in
action in the 400 meters T20. Tokyo gold medallist Sumit Antil will also be in spotlight as he looks to
defend his gold medal in Javelin Throw F64 event. Another athlete to keep an eye on is discuss
thrower Yogesh Kathuniya, who will be in action in men’s discus throw F56 category. Furthermore,
Badminton may bring more glory to India today. In the Men's Singles SL4, Suhas Yathiraj will face
China's Qiu Xia Yang for the gold medal, after he defeated another Indian Sukant Kadam in the semi-
finals. With this win, Suhas has secured his second consecutive Paralympics medal. In Women's
Singles SU5, Thulasimathi Murugesan will face China's Qiu Xia Yang for the gold medal, while
Manisha will be against Denmark's Cathrine Rosengren to clinch Bronze medal.
