FUR REV EVE PM- BRUNEI SINGAPORE VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi reached Lion City, Singapore this
afternoon in the second leg of his two nation tour after concluding his
succesful visit to Brunei. He was received by Singapore's Minister of Home
Affairs and Law K Shanmugam. Mr Modi is visiting the country at the
invitation of his counterpart, Lawrence Wong.



The Prime Minister was given a warm welcome by the Indian
community at the hotel. In the evening, the Singapore Prime Minister will
host him for a private dinner. Tomorrow, both leaders will meet to review
the progress of the India-Singapore Strategic Partnership and exchange
views on regional and global issues of mutual interest. Thereafter, Prime
Minister Modi will have meetings with the President of Singapore and
several other dignitaries. He will also visit AEM, a semiconductor facility.
The Prime Minister is also scheduled to meet with the CEOs of Singaporean
companies. Our correspondent reports that this is an important visit as it
gives a major push to India's Act East policy. Mr Modi is visiting Singapore
after nearly six years. India has robust defense cooperation with
Singapore, and trade and investment flows have shown steady growth in
the recent times. Singapore is India’s largest trade partner in ASEAN and a
leading source of foreign direct investment.

Earlier today, India and Brunei signed an MoU for
cooperation in the operation of the Telemetry, Tracking, and
Telecommand Station for Satellites and Launch Vehicles. The two
countries also decided to elevate the bilateral ties to Enhanced Partnership
to further strengthen, deepen relationship in all areas of mutual interest. It
was decided after the delegation level talks between Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and Sultan of Brunei Haji Hassanal Bolkiah in Bandar Seri
Begawan. The two leaders took stock of bilateral relations including in
areas of defence, trade and investment, energy, space technology, health
and pharmaceuticals, capacity building, culture and people-to-people ties.
They also exchanged views on regional and global issues of mutual
interest.

CENTRE - DOCTOR SECURITY

The Centre has asked all states and Union Territories to provide an
action taken report on safety and security measures for doctors and
healthcare workers in all medical institutions before September 10th. Union
Health Secretary Apurva Chandra has written a letter to all Chief
Secretaries and Directors General of Police in this regard. Each territory



and district has been asked to identify hospitals with high footfall and
consider them as high-priority establishments for security improvements.
They have been instructed to conduct security audits in consultation with
local health and police authorities to assess and improve security
measures. States have also been urged to ensure the installation and
proper functioning of CCTV cameras, particularly in high-risk areas. They
have also been asked for robust background checks for all outsourced
personnel and contractual workers employed in the hospitals.
