Mr Modi said, the government of India
wants to make many Singapore in India and it is matter of delight that both sides are making efforts together
in this direction. He added that the Ministerial Roundtable which has been established between the two
countries, is path breaking mechanism. Prime Minister Modi said that this initiative has proved its identity in
the cooperation in fields like skilling, digitalization, mobility, advanced manufacturing, semiconductor, healtcare
and cyber secuirty. In a social media post, External Affairs Ministry's spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said that
both the Prime Ministers held a productive meeting in Singapore today. The two sides agreed to elevate the
India - Singapore ties to Comprehensive Strategic Partnership. They extensively reviewed various facets of the
bilateral relationship covering areas of Advanced Manufacturing, Connectivity, Digitalization, Healthcare and
Medicine, Skills Development and Sustainability. Memorandum of Understandings, MoUs were also exchanged
between the two countries for cooperation in the field of health and medicines, skill development and on
India- Singapore Semiconductor Ecosystem Partnership. Earlier, Prime Minister Modi was accorded ceremonial
welcome on his arrival at Parliament House of Singapore. Mr. Modi reached Singapore, the Lion City,
yesterday after concluding his successful visit to Brunei. The Singaporean Prime Minister hosted him for a
private dinner last evening. In a social media post, Mr. Modi mentioned that he had an excellent discussion on
a wide range of issues with Mr. Wong and added that India cherishes its friendship with Singapore.

DAY HARYANA-NOTIFICATION : Election Commission today issued notification for Haryana Assembly
elections. With the issuance of notification, the process of filing of nhomination has begun. The last date of
filing the nomination is 12th of this month while the scrutiny of nomination papers will be taken up the next
day. The last date of withdrawal of candidature is 16th of September. The polling for the 90 member Haryana
Assembly will be held on 5th of October and the counting of votes will take place on 8th of October.

J&K:2ND PHASE NOMINATION PAPERS : In Jammu and Kashmir, two former Ministers and six legislators
were among 22 candidates who filed their nomination papers for second phase of Assembly elections in 11
seats of Reasi, Rajouri and Poonch districts in the Jammu division. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports
that today is last date for joining the electoral fray for second phase and BJP UT chief Ravinder Raina will file
papers from Nowshera Assembly seat in Rajouri district among others. Two former Ministers-Zulfkar
Choudhary from Budhal and Mushtaq Ahmed Bukhari from Surankote seats filed their nomination papers as
BJP candidates. Ex legislators who joined the fray include Choudhary Mohammad Akram as Independent
candidate from Surankote, Aijaz Ahmed Jan of National Conference from Poonch, Shah Mohammad Tantray of
J&K Apni Party from Poonch, Murtaza Khan of BJP from Mendhar, Mumtaz Khan of Congress from Reasi and
Master Tassaduq Hussain of PDP from Rajouri Assembly seats. Thakur Yasuvardhan Singh son of former MLA
Rashpal Singh joined the electoral battle from Sunderbani-Kalakote constituency as the NC candidate. Master
Tassadug Hussain, former MLC, entered into the poll race from Rajouri Assembly seat as the PDP nominee.
Independent candidate Mian Mohammad Mehfooz also joined the electoral battle from the same seat. As per
Congress-NC alliance, Reasi and Katra seats will be contested by the Congress and Gulabgarh by the National
Conference. Diksha Guleria, great grand-daughter of prominent Dogra warrior General Zorawar Singh also filed
nominations from Reasi seat as an Independent candidate.

PM- TEACHERS' DAY : Prime Minister Narendra Modi has extended his best wishes on the occasion of
Teachers' Day. In a social media post, Mr Modi said, it is an occasion to express gratitude to all teachers who
shape young minds. He also paid tributes to former President of India, Dr Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan on his
birth anniversary, which is commemorated as Teachers' Day.

PARALYMPICS : Today, on the 8th day of the Paralympic games, Team India will look to end Para Archery
campaign on a high. While Gold medallist Harvinder Singh will be in action in Mixed Team Recurve Open
event, chasing his second medal of the Paris Paralympics. Prime Minister Narendra Modi has congratulated all
the medal winners at Paris Paralympics for winning the highest number of medals in a single edition of



Paralympics. With the four medals in the day, India's tally has risen to 24 including five gold, nine silver and
ten bronze. India have moved up to 13th place in the standings.

PREZ — TEACHERS : President Droupadi Murmu will confer National Teachers Award 2024 to 82 teachers in
a ceremony at Vigyan Bhawan in New Delhi today. Akashvani, Delhi will broadcast this function live on its FM

will also be Live-streamed on Akashvani AIR, the Youtube Channel of Akashvani. Every year, the country
celebrates 5th September, the birth anniversary of Dr. Sarvepalli Radhakrishnan, as National Teachers’ Day.
Union Education Ministry said, the purpose of the National Teachers' Awards is to celebrate the unique
contribution of some of the finest teachers in the country and to honour those teachers who have not only
improved the quality of school education but also enriched the lives of their students. The Department of
School Education and Literacy has selected 50 teachers for this year’s National Teachers' Awards. They have
been selected through a rigorous transparent and online three stages - District, State and National level
selection process. The 50 selected teachers are from 28 States, three Union Territories and six Organizations.
In addition, 16 teachers from the Department of Higher Education and 16 teachers from the Ministry of Skill
Development and Entrepreneurship will also be awarded.

HARYANA POLL-BJP LIST : Bharatiya Janata Party has released its first list of candidates for the Haryana
assembly elections, which includes 67 names. According to the list released last evening, Chief Minister Nayab
Singh Saini will contest from the Ladwa seat, Speaker Gian Chand Gupta from Panchkula, and former Minister
Anil Vij from the Ambala Cantt seat. The party has nominated eight women candidates in this list.

AP FLOOD-CENTRAL TEAM : A central inter-ministerial team will visit the flood-affected districts of Krishna,
NTR, Guntur, and other areas in Andhra Pradesh today. Led by Sanjeev Kumar Jindal, Additional Secretary for
Disaster Management in the Union Home Ministry, the team will inspect the damage caused by the floods and
speak directly with the victims. National Disaster Management Agency, NDMA Adviser Colonel K.P.Singh,
Central Water Commission,CWC Director Siddharth Mitra, CWC Hyderabad official Ramesh Kumar, National
Dam Safety Authority (NDSA) Southern Zone Chennai Director R.Giridhar, and NDRF 10th Battalion
Commandant VVN Prasanna will visit the flood affected areas today. In Andhra Pradesh, a total of 26 National
Disaster Response Force, NDRF teams have been deployed to assist in the flood-affected areas. These teams
are actively engaged in rescue and relief operations in coordination with central and state agencies. So far, the
NDRF has rescued 319 people and evacuated approximately 12,000 individuals. Relief supplies and medical
assistance are being provided to those in need in the flood-hit regions.

CENTRE - DOCTOR SECURITY : The Centre has asked all states and Union Territories to provide an action
taken report on safety and security measures for doctors and healthcare workers in all medical institutions
before September 10th. Union Health Secretary Apurva Chandra has written a letter to all Chief Secretaries
and Directors General of Police in this regard. Each territory and district has been asked to identify hospitals
with high footfall and consider them as high-priority establishments for security improvements. They have
been instructed to conduct security audits in consultation with local health and police authorities to assess and
improve security measures. States have also been urged to ensure the installation and proper functioning of
CCTV cameras, particularly in high-risk areas. They have also been asked for robust background checks for all
outsourced personnel and contractual workers employed in the hospitals.
