The weather agency predicted the same for West Madhya Pradesh and Marathwada.IMD
forecast heavy rainfall for Kerala, Mahe, Konkan, Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Gujarat and Northeast
States till wednesday. Heavy rainfall is very likely over East Rajasthan, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Haryana, Punjab and Chandigarh till tomorrow. IMD said, the cyclonic storm ASNA will
move west-southwestwards and weaken gradually into a depression over northwest Arabian sea by
tomorrow.

UAE : United Arab Emirates has launched a sweeping two-month visa amnesty program, offering a
crucial opportunity for individuals residing illegally in the country to regularize their status or depart
without penalties. The program comes into effect today. The amnesty does not apply to those who
entered the country illegally.

PREZ PM RUBINA MEDAL : President Droupadi Murmu has congratulated Rubina Francis on
winning bronze in the P2 Women’s 10m Air Pistol SH1 event at the Paris Paralympics 2024. In a
social media post, she said that Rubina's win adds to India's excellent performance in shooting as this
is the fourth medal for the country in the sport at these Games. President said that Rubina's success

It will be used to achieve the objectives of the Digital Bharat
Nidhi. The notification further mentions that the Digital Bharat Nidhi will fund schemes and projects
aimed at providing targeted access to telecommunication services for underserved groups in society.

GUJARAT POSHAN MAH :Union Women and Child Development Minister Annapurna Devi launched
the seventh edition of nationwide "Rashtriya Poshan Mah "at Mahatma Mandir in Gandhinaga. This
edition of Poshan Mah will focus on anaemia awareness, poshan bhi padhaai bhi, technology based
initiatives and suplimentary diet to eradicate Malnutrition from the country. Speaking on the occasion,
Union Minister Annapurna Devi said the vision of Developed India will be achieved only with the
healthy and empowered women and girls in the country.

INDIANS RESCUED IN LAOS : The Indian Embassy in Laos rescued 47 Indian nationals who were
trapped in cyber scam centers located in the Golden Triangle Special Economic Zone (SEZ) in Bokeo
province. In a social media post, the Embassy said that 29 individuals were handed over by Laos
authorities following a crackdown on illegal activities in the SEZ, while the remaining 18 approached
the Embassy directly. Indian Ambassador to Laos, Prashant Agrawal, met with the rescued group
upon their arrival in Vientiane to discuss the challenges they faced and outline the next steps.
Meanwhile, the Embassy has completed all necessary procedural requirements with the Laos
authorities for the repatriation of these individuals. So far, 30 individuals have either returned to
India or are on their way back home, while the remaining 17 are awaiting final travel arrangements.
