The ISTS is looking to integrate general surgeons into transplant surgery roles and
provide comprehensive training to them. These roles will range from organ retrieval to
transplantation, allowing them to continue their primary specialities. The Society is also
looking to aid government agencies in understanding and adapting to changes in the
surgical field and formulating relevant policies. The conference is aiming to develop a
network connecting various State Organ and Tissue Transplant Organizations, medical
colleges and trauma centres to streamline surgeon training and organ retrieval
processes. Talking to the media, Professor, Department of Surgery AIIMS, V.K. Bansal
said, ISTS is looking to increase the number of transplants in government hospitals and
the availability of trained doctors for operations.

Through this conference, ISTS is hoping to provide a platform that can address the
urgent need for skilled transplant surgeons in the country.

In Bihar, Islampur bound Magadh Express (Train no 20802) was split into two parts
today when the coupling of the train was broken near Raghunathpur station in Buxar
district. Chief Public Relations Officer of East Central Railway Saraswati Chandra said the
incident occurred on the down line of Buxar - Danapur rail section between Turiganj and
Raghunathpur stations around 11 am. Nine bogies of the train were separated from the
engine in the incident. The CPRO, said no casualty or injury have been reported in the
incident. A technical and accident relief team has been rushed to the spot to rectify the
problem. The cause of the incident is yet to be ascertained. Meanwhile the rail operation
has been affected on the down line of Buxar -Danapur rail section.
