Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri during a media briefing also announced that India will
host the QUAD Leaders Summit in India in 2025.

Ahead of the summit, the Prime Minister held bilateral talks with President Joe Biden,
focusing on strengthening India-U.S. ties. He also met with Japanese Prime Minister
Fumio Kishida to review India-Japan relations and discussed expanding cooperation.
Additionally, Mr. Modi met with Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese to reaffirm
their commitment to deepening the India-Australia Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership.

In a significant cultural exchange, the U.S. returned 297 stolen antiquities to India,
underscoring the strong cultural and diplomatic ties between the two nations.

Foreign investors pumped nearly 34,000 crore rupees into the Indian equities
markets so far in September this year.
