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EVE J&K-SECOND PHASE POLL: In Jammu and Kashmir, more than 13 thousand

polling staff today took positions at 35 hundred polling stations set up across 26 assembly
constituencies, where voting will be held tomorrow in the second phase of General
Assembly elections-2024. Elaborate security arrangements have been made to ensure
that the maximum number of people exercise their right to vote tomorrow. The strong
rooms, where the electronic voting machines will be kept after the close of polls tomorrow
have been secured and will be kept under round-the-clock digital surveillance. To facilitate
the voters for smooth and hassle-free electoral participation, the Election Commission of
India (ECI) has established 3502 polling stations in these segments including 1056 urban
polling stations and 2446 rural polling stations. All the polling stations will have a
webcasting facility as part of Election Commission’s efforts to ensure transparency in the
polls.



Elections in J&K are being held in three phases. The voting for 24 assembly seats in
the first phase was held on September 18, while 26 seats will go to polls tomorrow in the
second phase. The voting for 40 seats in third phase will be held on October 1, while
counting of votes will be held on October 8. <><>

EVE JHARKHAND EC

The Election Commission today made it clear to central and state enforcement agencies
that it will have "zero tolerance towards use of money power" in the upcoming elections
to the 81-member Jharkhand assembly. Chief Election Commissioner, Rajiv Kumar along
with Election Commissioners Gyanesh Kumar and Dr SS Sandhu reviewed poll
preparedness in Ranchi and held meetings with political parties, security forces and other
stakeholders. Speaking to reporters in Ranchi after meeting, the Chief Election
commissioner said agencies involved in elections have been instructed to ensure
inducement free elections. The EC directed all enforcement agencies to work in a
coordinated manner to curb illicit liquor, cash and drug inflow in the state besides
synchronising and updating their route maps. The CEC cautioned the officials to avoid any
undue harassment of the public in the name of checking during the elections. The poll
panel also directed the officials to maintain a special focus on Jharkhand borders with
West Bengal, Odisha and Bihar. <><>

PARLIAMENTARY —CONFERENCE: The Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla today said that a

productive discussion took place on various issues, including digitization of legislative
Assemblies, capacity building of legislators and the role of legislative bodies in Sustainable
and Inclusive Development in 10th Commonwealth Parliamentary Association (CPA) India
Region Conference. Mr Birla who is also the Chairperson of the CPA India Region,
chaired the two day meeting which concluded in New Delhi today. 25 Speakers, four
Chairmen, and 22 Presiding Officers of Legislatures from States and Union Territories,
along with attended the conference.

Briefing the media after the conclusion of the Conference, Lok Sabha Speaker said
that during the meeting all participants opined that legislative bodies should be made
more active among the people so that benefits of the sustainable and inclusive
development reach the last person in the queue. He said innovative ideas and best
practices adopted in the States Assemblies were also shared among the participants. Mr
Birla said that discussion also took place on the issue of completion of digitization of
States Assemblies so that the goal of one nation one digital platform could be achieved.

In the letter issued by K C Venugopal General Secretary of the
AICC, it is said that the party leadership have received multiple reports from congress
workers and candidate of the Bahadurgarh Assembly constituency regarding involvement
of Mr Rajesh Joon in the activities contrary to the party's interests, specifically his
participation as an independent candidate against the Congress candidate constitutes a
violation of the party's policy.

Festival-2024 was held by Sanjay Jaju , Secretary of Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting in Panaji today. Chief Secretary of Goa Shri Punit Goyal, IFFI Director
Shekhar Kapoor , NFDC , Entertainment society of Goa and others were present in the
meeting. Later, they met Chief Minister of Goa Dr Pramod Sawant. IFFI is to be held
between 20th to 28th November in Goa which will be the 55th edition of this festival.

TEXTILE SWACHHATA CAMPAIGN: The Textile Ministry is observing the ‘Swachhata

Hi Seva 2024’ campaign under the theme Swabhav Swachhata - Sanskaar Swachhata.
Various subordinate offices and autonomous bodies of the ministry including the Jute
Corporation of India, National Institute of Fashion Technology (NIFT) and the Textiles
Committee have organised various events to raise awareness on cleanliness.

A special event themed ‘Safai Mitra Suraksha Shivirs’ was organized at the ministry’s
headquarters where masks and sanitizers were distributed to the cleanliness staff.
Meanwhile at the NIFT campuses, street plays, Nukkad Nataks, and reel-making
competition skits were organized to raise awareness about cleanliness and hygiene.
Further, The Textiles Committee launched a cyber-hygiene drive across its headquarters
and regional offices. Under this drive, the committee launched an antivirus software to
sensitize employees about cyber hygiene.

TRIPURA-EXTREMISTS-SURRENDER: In Tripura, more than 500 extremists of

two outfits, National Liberation Front of Tripura (NLFT) and All Tripura Tiger Force (ATTF)
today surrendered a huge number of arms and ammunitions and returned to the
mainstream of life by shunning the path violence. A ceremony to join the mainstream took
place at Jampuijala under Sepahijala district in the presence of Tripura. Chief Minister Dr.
Manik Saha, state chief secretary JK Sinha, Director General of Police Amitabh Ranjan and
other senior officials were present on the occasion. Speaking during the
programme, Chief Minister Dr. Manik Saha said that joining mainstream by the members



of extremists groups will give impetus for development and strengthen the state. He said
a total of 12 pacts have been signed with several outfits from the northeastern states with
the Central Government in which three agreements were signed with Tripura alone. He
said these agreements have helped in bringing peace to the region.

A tripartite peace accord had been sighed among the central government, Tripura
government and NLFT and ATTF under the aegis of the Union Home Ministry at a
ceremony in New Delhi presided over by the Home Minister Amit Shah on 4th of
September.

REV LEBANON DEATH TOLL: he death toll in Israel’s strikes on strongholds of

Hezbollah across Lebanon has risen to 558. According to the Lebanese Health
Ministry, 1,835 people have been wounded in the strike which began
yesterday during which Israel and Hezbollah exchanged heavy fire. As per the
media reports, Israeli army has said that it will ‘accelerate offensive actions’
in Lebanon today also. On the other hand, Hezbollah has said in a statement
today that it bombed Israel’s Elyakim military base, south of Haifa, with Fadi
2 missiles.

Meanwhile, World leaders and the United Nations called for urgent de-escalation. White
House in a statement said that the US is determined to bring about a Gaza ceasefire and
captive deal with Hamas while it also seeks to deescalate tensions on Israel’s border with
Lebanon.

UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has said, he is gravely alarmed by the escalating
situation between Israel and Lebanon and the large number of civilian casualties,
including children and women.

EVE SRILANKA- PM

National People’s Power MP, Dr. Harini Amarasuriya has been sworn in as Sri Lanka’s
Prime Minister. Dr. Amarasuriya was sworn in before President Anura Kumara
Dissanayake at the presidential secretariat today afternoon, a day after Mr. Dissanayake
himself was sworn in as the President. NPP parliamentarians Vijith Herath and Lakshman
Nipun Arachchi were also sworn in as cabinet ministers.
