J&K – CAMPAIGNING:  

 In Jammu and Kashmir, the campaigning for third and final phase of assembly 
elections ended this evening. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that Forty 
assembly constituencies will go to polls in this phase on October 1. Out of 40 seats, 
twenty four seats in Jammu and 16 in North Kashmir, are likely to witness an intense 
face-off between arch rival Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) and Congress in Jammu while in 



Kashmir, INDIA block NC-Congress candidates will face Jammu Kashmir People 
Conference and Awami Itihad Party. The redrawing of constituencies has led parties to 
rework strategies. Key contests include Congress, BJP, NC, and independent candidates 
vying for votes. Some prominent contests in this phase include former deputy Chief 
Minister Tara Chand, who is a Congress candidate from Chamb Constituency and is 
facing a four corner battle from BJP’s- Rajeev Sharma and two independent Satish 
Sharma and Narinder Singh Bhau.  Among other such contests are Congress working 
president Raman Bhalla from R S Pura Jammu south constituency, Former Minister and 
BJP Candidate Sham Lal Sharma who is facing Former Minister and National Conference 
candidate Ajay Sadhotra from Jammu North, Former Minister and Congress candidate 
from Basholi Choudary Lal Singh who is facing BJP’s Darsahn Singh, Panther Party leader 
and Former Minister Harsh Dev Singh fighting his own cousin and Panther Party 
colleague and now a BJP candidate Balwant Singh Mankotia from Udhampur’s Chenani 
assembly constituency. Democratic Progressive Azad Party of Ghulam Nabi Azad also 
fielded candidates.  In 2014, BJP won 25 out of 37 seats in Jammu division with clean 
sweeping Kathua, Samba, Udhampur districts while it managed nine out of 11 seats of 
Jammu district.   
 

In Jammu and Kashmir, more than 39.18 lakh voters are eligible to exercise their 
electoral franchise during the 3rd and last phase of the Assembly Election to be held on 
1st October 2024 across 40 Assembly Constituencies in 7 districts of the Union Territory. 
Our Jammu Correspondent reports that  415 candidates of various political parties and 
independent candidates are in the final electoral fray.   
 
 In Kashmir Division, there are 16 Assembly Constituencies including Karnah, 
Tregham, Kupwara, Lolab, Handwara, Langate, Sopore, Rafiabad, Uri, Baramulla, 
Gulmarg, Wagoora-Kreeri, Pattan, Sonawari, Bandipora, Gurez (ST). And in Jammu 
Division, 24 Assembly Constituencies comprising  Udhampur west,  Udhampur east,  
Chenni,  Ramnagar (SC),  Bani,  Billawar, Basohli, Jasrota, Kathua (SC), Hiranagar,  
Ramgarh (SC),  Samba, Vijaypur,  Bishnah (SC), Suchetgarh (SC), R.S Pura, Jammu 
South,  Bahu, Jammu East,  Nagrota, Jammu West,  Jammu North,  Akhnoor (SC),  
Chhamb will go to the polls in this phase.  The Election Commission of India has setup 
5060 Polling stations across 7 districts of Kupwara, Baramulla, Bandipora, Udhampur, 
Samba, Kathua and Jammu for smooth and hassle free voting by the eligible electors. 
Four election staff, including Presiding Officer will be stationed in every polling station. In 
total, more than 20 thousand Polling staff has been deployed on duty for 3rd phase 
election. A total of 39 lakh 18 thousand 220 voters including 20 lakh 09 thousand 033 
male, 19 lakh 40 thousand 092 female and 57 third gender voters are eligible to exercise 
their franchise in the third phase of assembly elections.  As many as 1.94 lakh youth 
between the age 18-19 years, along with 35,860 Person with Disabilities (PwDs) and 
32,953 elderly voters above the age of 85 are also eligible to exercise their franchise in 
this phase. The voting will take place from 7 AM to 6 PM. Every polling station will be 
provided with Assured Minimum Facilities (AMF’s) like drinking water, electricity, toilet, 
ramp, furniture, veranda/shed besides wheel chairs will also be provided to the needy. 
Additionally, there will be a voter help desk, manned by the concerned Booth Level 



Officer (BLO), to extend necessary help whenever required. 
 There will be 50 polling booths managed by women, known as Pink Polling 
Stations, 43 polling stations manned by specially abled persons and 40 polling stations 
manned by youths. Also, there will be 45 green polling stations in order to spread 
message about environmental concern and 33 Unique Polling stations. 29 polling stations 
are established near the LOC/ IB for residents residing there. The purpose behind these 
special polling stations is to spread awareness among sections of society like women, 
specially abled, first-time young voters to come forward and exercise their right to vote. 
24 special Polling Stations have been established for Migrant Voters of Kashmir Division, 
which includes 19 Special Polling Stations in Jammu, 4 in Delhi and 1 in Udhampur 
District. 
 
J&K - NEW DGP 
 
The Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) on August 15, 2024 appointed Indian Police Service 
(IPS) officer Nalin Prabhat as Special Director General (SDG) of the Jammu & Kashmir 
Police. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that Prabhat will also take over as 
Director General of Police (DGP), J&K from October 1 this year. He will succeed R.R. 
Swain (IPS), who will retire upon attaining superannuation on September 30 this year.  
 Prabhat takes up his post in J&K at a time when militancy is posing a major 
challenge in the wake of stepped up attacks by battle-hardened militants trained in 
jungle warfare. Prabhat is considered an old hand in fighting insurgency in Kashmir, and 
earned goodwill within the security forces during his postings to J&K in the past. He has 
already served as Deputy Inspector General, South Kashmir, Operations Range, and in 
the Srinagar Sector of the Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF). He also served as 
Inspector General, Kashmir, Operations Sector, CRPF. He was commended by a former 
J&K Chief Minister for tackling militancy in J&K. His work earned him the Antrik Suraksha 
Seva Padak, and the Police (Special Duty) Medal and Bar in J&K. 
 
SC- RG KAR HEARING 
 
The Supreme Court is slated to hear tomorrow the suo moto cognisance of the rape and 
murder of a junior doctor at the state-run R.G. Kar Medical College and Hospital in 
Kolkata. 
 As per the causelist published on the supreme court's website, a three-judge 
Bench, headed by CJI D.Y. Chandrachud will resume hearing the case suo moto on 
September 30. Last week, the Bench, also comprising Justices JB Pardiwala and Manoj 
Misra, decided to postpone the hearing scheduled on September 27, on the West Bengal 
government’s request.  Earlier, the top court raised concerns after its attention was 
drawn to a state government order requiring women doctors to not be employed at 
night. After the SC's intervention, the West Bengal government assured the apex court 
that any conditions which cast a cloud on the basic Constitutional premise of gender 
equality will not be enforced.  Taking suo moto cognisance of the incident, the Supreme 
Court had termed it horrific which raises the systemic issue of safety of doctors across 
the country. The top court also ordered the formation of a National Task Force (NTF) to 



suggest measures for the security of medical professionals across the country, observing 
that the safety of doctors is the "highest national concern. 
 
DELHI- HIGH COURT 
 
Justice Manmohan today  took oath as the Chief Justice of  Delhi High Court. Delhi 
Lieutenant Governor Vinai Kumar Saxena administered the oath of office to  him at a 
ceremony organised  at the Raj Niwas. 
 Delhi Chief Minister Atishi was also present on the occasion. 
 
BIHAR  - FLOOD 
 
The Centre has assured all possible assistance to the Bihar government to tackle the 
crisis of flood. Union Minister of State for Home Affairs Nityanand Rai today reviewed the 
flood situation in Bihar at Patna. 
 Mr Rai said 11 teams of NDRF have been deployed in different parts of the state 
and eight teams are kept in reserve. 
 He said the Centre is in constant touch with Bihar authorities. The Union Minister 
said as per situation required the Air Force will help in airlifting of flood victims and air 
dropping of relief materials. 
 
FPIs 
 
Foreign investors pumped in over 57,000 crore rupees into the Indian equities markets 
so far in September. As per the depositories data, Foreign Portfolio Investors or FPIs, 
invested 57,359 crore rupees into equity markets, making the highest influx in nine 
months. They also invested 877 crore rupees into the debt markets, taking the total net 
investment into the Indian capital markets to 58,236 crore rupees this month. This 
comes after three consecutive months of net inflows into the Indian markets.  
 So far this year, foreign investors have made a net investment of over 2.1 lakh 
crore rupees into the Indian capital markets. In 2024, so far, FPIs have invested 100,245 
crore rupees in equities and 109,285 crore rupees in debt. 
  

TN - STALIN 
 
In Tamilnadu, Udhayanidhi Stalin, the State Minister for Youth Affairs and Sports was 
sworn in as the Deputy Chief Minister this evening at the ceremony held at Raj Bhavan. 
State Governor R.N.Ravi  administered the oath of Office to Mr.Udhayanidhi. Alongwith 
him, four others namely Senthil Balaji,.Govi Chezhian, R.Rajendran and S.M.Nasar were 
also sworn in as ministers of the Cabinet. Four Ministers  have been dropped from the 
Cabinet.  This is the second time that the State Government will have a deputy Chief 
Minister. Earlier, the Present Chief Minister M.K.Stalin was sworn in as the Deputy Chief 
Minister in 2009 when his father was the Chief Minister then.
