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PM- BRUNEI SINGAPORE VISIT WITH V/C : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold talks with his
Singaporean counterpart, Lawrence Wong, this morning. Both leaders will review the progress of the India-
Singapore Strategic Partnership and exchange views on regional and global issues of mutual interest.Mr. Modi
reached Singapore, the Lion City, yesterday after concluding his successful visit to Brunei. The Singaporean
Prime Minister hosted him for a private dinner last evening. In a social media post, Mr. Modi mentioned that
he had an excellent discussion on a wide range of issues with Mr. Wong and added that India cherishes its
friendship with Singapore. Prime Minister Modi will also have meetings with the President of Singapore and
several other dignitaries today. He is scheduled to visit AEM, a semiconductor facility, and meet with the CEOs
of Singaporean companies.

Prime Minister Modi is on a visit to Singapore after nearly six years. Singapore is India's largest trade partner
in ASEAN and it is a leading source of foreign direct investment. Singapore is India's sixth largest trade partner
worldwide and the largest source of FDI during the last financial year. Singapore has experience of more than
20 years in the area of semiconductors and it is already setting up facilities in India regarding this. Prime
Minister Modi will interact with business leaders this afternoon. This will be an important element of the visit,
as the CEOs will be listening to India's growth story first hand from the Prime Minister and the opportunities
that it presents for them.

PARALYMPICS : At the Paris Paralympics, yesterday was a memorable day for India as it clinched four
medals with two of them being gold. Harvinder Singh made history by becoming the first-ever Indian archer to
win a Paralymic gold medal. He achieved the glory in the men's individual recurve open event last night. After
this, Dharambir smashed the Asian record with a throw of 34.92 meter to claim the gold in the men's club
throw F51 final. Pranav Soorma claimed the silver medal with his best throw of 34.59 meter in the same event.
Earlier in the day, world champion Sachin Sarjerao Khilari had clinched a silver in men's shot put F46 event.
With the four medals in the day, India's tally has risen to 24 including five gold, nine silver and ten bronze.
India have moved up to 13th place in the standings.

HARYANA POLL-BJP LIST : Bharatiya Janata Party has released its first list of candidates for the Haryana
assembly elections, which includes 67 names. According to the list released last evening, Chief Minister Nayab
Singh Saini will contest from the Ladwa seat, Speaker Gian Chand Gupta from Panchkula, and former Minister
Anil Vij from the Ambala Cantt seat. The party has nhominated eight women candidates in this list.

AP FLOOD-CENTRAL TEAM : A central inter-ministerial team will visit the flood-affected districts of Krishna,
NTR, Guntur, and other areas in Andhra Pradesh today. Led by Sanjeev Kumar Jindal, Additional Secretary for
Disaster Management in the Union Home Ministry, the team will inspect the damage caused by the floods and
speak directly with the victims. National Disaster Management Agency, NDMA Adviser Colonel K.P.Singh,
Central Water Commission,CWC Director Siddharth Mitra, CWC Hyderabad official Ramesh Kumar, National
Dam Safety Authority (NDSA) Southern Zone Chennai Director R.Giridhar, and NDRF 10th Battalion
Commandant VVN Prasanna will visit the flood affected areas today. In Andhra Pradesh, a total of 26 National
Disaster Response Force, NDRF teams have been deployed to assist in the flood-affected areas. These teams
are actively engaged in rescue and relief operations in coordination with central and state agencies. So far, the
NDRF has rescued 319 people and evacuated approximately 12,000 individuals. Relief supplies and medical
assistance are being provided to those in need in the flood-hit regions.

HOME MINISTRY — TRIPURA: A Memorandum of Settlement was signed among Centre, Tripura
government, and representatives of National Liberation Front of Tripura, NLFT and All Tripura Tiger Force,
ATTF in New Delhi today. Home Minister Amit Shah, Chief Minister of Tripura Manik Saha and senior officials of
Home Ministry and Tripura government were present on the occasion. Speaking on the occasion, the Home
Minister said it is a matter of joy that NLFT and ATTF have given up weapons and joined the mainstream and
expressed their commitment towards the development of Tripura. He highlighted that ever since Narendra
Modi became the Prime Minister, he has presented the vision of a capable and developed Northeast before the
country through peace and dialogues. Mr Shah noted that earlier, there was a distance between the people of
Northeast and Delhi. He said Prime Minister has not only removed this distance through road, rail and air
connectivity but also removed the distance between people's hearts.

NOTARY PORTAL: Union Minister for Law and Justice, Arjun Ram Meghwal, launched the new Notary Portal
in New Delhi. Addressing the occasion, Meghwal hailed launch of dedicated Notary Portal as an important step
forward towards providing a paperless, faceless and efficient system a step towards the goal of digital India.
The Minister further said that this portal has been made in a user-friendly manner and will help the Notaries
and the public. The Notary Portal provides an online interface between the notaries and the Government for
various services like submission of applications for appointment as notaries, issuance and renewal of
Certificates of Practice among other services. With the launch of the Notary Portal, the Central Notaries will not
be required to submit applications and requests in physical mode.

CENTRE - DOCTOR SECURITY : The Centre has asked all states and Union Territories to provide an action
taken report on safety and security measures for doctors and healthcare workers in all medical institutions
before September 10th. Union Health Secretary Apurva Chandra has written a letter to all Chief Secretaries
and Directors General of Police in this regard. Each territory and district has been asked to identify hospitals
with high footfall and consider them as high-priority establishments for security improvements. They have
been instructed to conduct security audits in consultation with local health and police authorities to assess and
improve security measures. States have also been urged to ensure the installation and proper functioning of
CCTV cameras, particularly in high-risk areas. They have also been asked for robust background checks for all
outsourced personnel and contractual workers employed in the hospitals.
