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REV EVE PM- BRUNEI SINGAPORE VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi reached Bandar Seri Begawan this afternoon on



the first leg of his two- nation visit to Brunei and Singapore. Upon arrival, Prime
Minister was accorded a ceremonial welcome and received by Crown Prince
and Senior Minister in the Prime Minister's Office of Brunei, Haji Al-
Muhtadee Billah.

This is the first-ever bilateral visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Brunei. The visit
coincides with the 40th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic ties between
India and Brunei.

Prime Minister Modi inaugurated the new Chancery of the High
Commission of India, in Bandar Seri Begawan a short while ago. When he
reached the hotel, the Indian community cheered and welcomed him.

Brunei is an important partner in India’s ‘Act East’ Policy and Indo-
Pacific Vision. India and Brunei enjoy a friendly relationship which is marked
by mutual respect and understanding on bilateral and multilateral issues.
The two countries are linked by history, culture and tradition spanning a
millennium.

Earlier in his departure statement, Mr. Modi expressed confidence that his visit to
Brunei and Singapore will further strengthen India's partnership with the two countries
and the larger ASEAN region. He said, both countries are important partners in India's
Act East Policy and the Indo-Pacific Vision. He said, as India and Brunei celebrate the
40 years of diplomatic relations, he is looking forward to his meetings with Sultan Haji
Hassanal Bolkiah and other esteemed members of the Royal family.

Mr Modi will travel to Singapore tomorrow on the second leg of his visit. He
added that he is looking forward to the opportunity to meet President Tharman
Shanmugaratnam, Prime Minister Lawrence Wong, Senior Minister Lee Hsien Loong
and Emeritus Senior Minister Goh Chok Tong. Mr Modi will also meet with leaders of
Singapore's vibrant business community. The Prime Minister said, he is looking forward
to discussions to deepen the Strategic Partnership with Singapore, particularly in new
and emerging areas of advanced manufacturing, digitalization, and sustainable
development.

In Chhattisgarh, Nine Maoists were killed in an encounter with security forces
today.

After the
encounter, bodies of nine Maoists have been recovered from the spot. Apart from this,
a self-loading rifle-SLR as well as two other rifles have also been recovered from the
spot.

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MUMBAI-RBI

Dr. Michael D. Patra, Deputy Governor of the Reserve Bank of India (RBI), stated
that a robust finance sector is crucial for underwriting India's inclusive and sustainable
future due to its role in facilitating capital accumulation, lowering transaction costs,
and managing risks. While addressing the 'Financing 3.0 Summit' organized by the
Confederation of Indian Industry (CII) in Mumbai today, Dr. Patra highlighted India's
remarkable growth story.

Dr. Patra emphasized that the role of finance in shaping and reshaping India's
future is indisputable, given the deep nexus between finance and growth. Dr. Patra
outlined five specific sectors, including infrastructure financing, micro small, and



medium enterprises, skilling, climate change, and digitization, where finance will be
pivotal in supporting India's rise as a major power.

Addressing the infrastructure gap, Dr. Patra called for increased private-sector
participation. The Deputy Governor noted the ongoing under-service of the MSME
sector and stressed the role of banks, fintechs, and NBFCs in meeting its needs.

Dr. Patra advocated for financing sustainability initiatives, such as the green
hydrogen mission and net-zero goals, including the use of sovereign green bonds. Dr
Patra mentioned government and RBI measures like disclosure norms for climate
financing and 100% FDI for renewable energy under the automatic route.
