REV DAY PM- BRUNEI SINGAPORE VISIT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi today held talks with
Brunei's Sultan Haji Hassanal Bolkiah at Bandar Seri Begawan. In a social media post, Mr Modi said,
he is delighted to meet Sultan Haji Hassanal Bolkiah. He said, the talks were wide ranging and
included ways to further cement bilateral ties between the two nations. Mr Modi said, India and



Brunei are going to further expand trade ties, commercial linkages and people-to-people exchanges.
Infusing fresh impetus to India-Brunei ties and to the Act East Policy, both sides held productive
discussions. Both leaders welcomed the elevation of bilateral ties to Enhanced Partnership. The two
leaders took stock of bilateral relations including in areas of defence, trade and investment, energy,
space technology, health and pharmaceuticals, capacity building, culture and people-to-people ties.
They also exchanged views on regional and global issues of mutual interest.In his remarks, the Prime
Minister said, Brunei being an important partner in India's Act East Policy and Indo-Pacific Vision is a
guarantee of a bright future for both nations. Mr Modi expressed happiness that he has the
opportunity to visit Brunei at the beginning of his third term and to discuss the future with the
Sultan. He said, it is also a happy coincidence that this year India-Brunei are celebrating the 40th
anniversary of the bilateral partnership. Mr Modi conveyed greetings to the Sultan and the people of
Brunei on the 40th anniversary of Independence on behalf of 1.4 billion Indians. He said, India and
Brunei have centuries-old cultural ties and the basis of the friendship is the great cultural tradition.
The Prime Minister said, under the leadership of Sultan of Brunei, the relations have been growing
stronger day by day. He said, the memories of the visit of Sultan of Brunei to India as the Chief
Guest on the Republic Day in 2018 are still remembered with great pride by the people of India. Mr
Modi reached Bandar Seri Begawan yesterday on the first leg of his two-nation tour to Brunei and
Singapore. Upon arrival, Prime Minister was accorded a ceremonial welcome and received by Crown
Prince and Senior Minister in the Prime Minister’s Office of Brunei, Haji Al-Muhtadee Billah. This is the
first-ever bilateral visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Brunei. The visit coincides with the 40th
anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic ties between India and Brunei. Yesterday, Prime
Minister Modi inaugurated the new Chancery of the High Commission of India, in Bandar Seri
Begawan. He also visited the Omar Ali Saifuddien Mosque in Brunei. India shares a very warm and
friendly relationship with Brunei. The bilateral engagements cover multiple areas such as Defence,
Trade and Investment, Energy, Space technology, Health, Capacity Building, Culture and vibrant
people to people exchanges. India has received valuable support from Brunei in its space program,
with three MoUs with Brunei in this area. Defence is another important pillar in the bilateral
cooperation. Both nations are also working towards establishing a joint working group for cooperation
in the area of defence. India has been importing hydrocarbons from Brunei. In the long run, New
Delhi would like to have more predictable supplies with longer term contracts from Brunei, especially
in the area of natural gas.Prime Minister Modi will head for Singapore later today for the second leg
of his two nation visit at the invitation of his counterpart, Lawrence Wong. The leaders will review the
progress of the India-Singapore Strategic Partnership and exchange views on regional and global
issues of mutual interest. He will be visiting Singapore after nearly six years. India has robust defense
cooperation with Singapore, and trade and investment flows have shown steady growth. Singapore is
India’s largest trade partner in ASEAN and a leading source of foreign direct investment.

UKRAINE RESIGNATION : In Ukraine, at least six officials, including members of the Cabinet, have
stepped down from their positions ahead of an anticipated major government reshuffle. As per the
media reports, those who handed in their resignations yesterday included Strategic Industries
Minister Alexander Kamyshin, Justice Minister Denys Maliuska, Environmental Protection Minister
Ruslan Strilets, Deputy Prime Ministers Olha Stefanishyna and Iryna Vereshchuk, and the head of
Ukraine's Sate Property Fund Vitaliy Koval. One of the President's most senior aides, Rostyslav
Shurma, was also dismissed as per a presidential decree.The changes come as the parliamentary
leader of the ruling Servant of the People party said half of the Cabinet would be changed in a major
government reshuffle this week.The switch-up comes as Ukraine continues to deal with the daily
Russian bombardment of its cities, and is struggling to hold back Moscow's gains in the east while
also ploughing resources into its incursion in Russia's Kursk region.



PRESIDENT - MAHA VISIT: President Droupadi Murmu will inaugurate the Vishwashanti Buddha
Vihara at Udgir in Latur district of Maharashtra today. Governor CP Radhakrishnan, Chief Minister
Eknath Shinde, Union Minister Ramdas Athawale, and Deputy Chief Ministers Devendra Fadnavis and
Ajit Pawar will be present on the occasion. President will also meet the beneficiaries of the ‘Shasan
Aplya Dari’ and ‘Mukhyamantri Majhi Ladki Bahin Yojna’ at the Udayagiri College grounds. President
Murmu will also visit Takht Sachkhand Sri Huzur Sahib Gurdwara in Nanded. She is on a three-day
visit to Maharashtra. President Droupadi Murmu has delegated powers to Delhi Lieutenant Governor
Vinai Kumar Saxena to constitute and appoint members to any authority, board, commission and
statutory body in the national capital. The Union Home Ministry has issued a notification in this
regard.

AMITH SHAH: Memorandum of Settlement will be signed among central and Tripura governments,
representatives of National Liberation Front of Tripura (NLFT) and All Tripura Tiger Force (ATTF) in
New Delhi today in the presence of Union Home Minister Amit Shah. Chief Minister of Tripura Manik
Saha and senior officials of Home Ministry and Tripura government will also be present during the
signing of the Memorandum of Settlement. Centre has signed 12 important agreements to bring
peace and prosperity in the Northeast. Of them, the three agreements are related to Tripura. Around
ten thousand people have given up arms and joined mainstream due to signing of several
agreements by Narendra Modi government.

WORLD BANK :The World Bank has said that India’s medium-term outlook is expected to remain
positive amid challenging external conditions. According to the World Bank's latest report, the growth
is forecast to reach 7 percent in the Financial year 2024-25. It will also remain strong in 2025-26 and
2026-27. It added that with robust revenue growth and further fiscal consolidation, the debt-to-GDP
ratio is projected to decline from 83.9 percent in Financial Year 2023-24 to 82 percent by 2026-27.
The current account deficit is expected to remain at around 1 to 1.6 percent of GDP up to Financial
Year 2026-27.

SWITZERLAND-IRAQ: Switzerland reopened its embassy in Baghdad, Iraq, after 33 years of
closure following the Gulf War. In a statement, Iragi Foreign Ministry said that the reopening of the
Swiss embassy came within the framework of strengthening bilateral relations between Iraq and
Switzerland and reflects the desire of the two countries to consolidate cooperation in various fields.In
1991, Switzerland closed its embassy in Iraq as a result of the Gulf War, which led the ouster of
Saddam Hussein's forces from Kuwait.

PARALYMPICS-PREZ/VP: President Droupadi Murmu and Vice President Jagdeep Dhankar have
congratulated Ajeet Singh and Sundar Singh Gurjar for winning silver and bronze medals,
respectively, in men's javelin throw event at Paris Paralympics. In a social media post, President
Murmu said that their achievement, after Sumit Antil's gold medal in these Games, add lustre to
India’s performance in javelin events. Mr. Dhankar extended his wishes for many more laurels in the
future, noting that they demonstrated the utmost grit and determination in achieving this victory. The
President and Vice President also conveyed their congratulations to Sharad Kumar and Mariyappan
Thangavelu for winning silver and bronze medals, respectively, in the men’s high jump event.
President Murmu highlighted that this is Sharad’s second and Mariyappan’s third individual medal at
different Paralympics. She added that their achievements are examples of sustained excellence.
