Israel has launched a new wave of airstrikes in Lebanon, targeting
Hezbollah rocket launchers and other installations. According to Israel
Defense Forces (IDF), dozens of Israeli Air Force aircraft are currently
striking terrorist targets and rocket launchers to remove the threat to
Israeli civilians. IDF Spokesperson Daniel Hagari said, the strikes followed
reports of Hezbollah's preparations for significant rocket attacks on Israel.
Hagari announced new restrictions for civilians in northern Israel,
extending from Haifa northward, as regional fighting intensifies. Northern
Israeli cities near the Lebanese border such as Haifa, Akko, and Nahariya
have reportedly closed their beaches.

BIHAR FLOOD
In Bihar, train services have been stopped on Jamalpur-Bhagalpur rail
section after rail tracks submerged between Sultanganj and Ratanpur
stations. Rising water level of Ganga is touching the girder of the rail
bridge between Sultanganj and Ratanpur stations. Ganga river is showing
unprecedented rise in water level over the past one week in the state. Four
trains including Bhagalpur-Danapur Intercity Express and Patna-Dumka
Express have been cancelled today. CPRO of East Central Railway
Saraswati Chandra said over 12 trains have been diverted as a
precautionary measure. Twelve districts including Patna, Vaishali and
Begusarai are affected by flood due to sudden rise in water level of Ganga
and other rivers. Around 10 lakh people are reeling under fury of flood.
Yesterday, Chief Minister Nitish Kumar conducted the survey of flood
affected areas of Patna and Vaishali districts. He directed the officials to
provide all possible help including relief to flood victims. Ganga river is
flowing above danger level at several places in Patna and more than 10
localities and riverine are badly affected by fury of flood.

India a victory margin of 2.5 to 1.5. In the women's section, India is tied
for the lead with Kazakhstan, each with 17 points.

PM US VISIT- RETURN OF ARTIFACTS (Details for website)

On the occasion of the visit of Prime Minister Narendra Modi to the
United States, the US has returned 297 antiquities to India that were stolen
and smuggled out of the country. These antiquities will shortly be
repatriated to India. In a symbolic handing over, a select few pieces were
showcased to Prime Minister and President Biden on the sidelines of their
bilateral meeting in Wilmington, Delaware. Prime Minister thanked
President Biden for his support in the return of these artefacts. He noted
that these objects were not just part of India’s historical material culture,
but formed the inner core of its civilization and consciousness.

In keeping with close bilateral ties and to foster greater cultural
understanding, the U.S. State Department’s Bureau of Educational and
Cultural Affairs, and the Archaeological Survey of India under Ministry of
Culture, Government of India had signed a Cultural Property Agreement in
July 2024 to fulfill the commitments made by President Biden and Prime
Minister Modi to enhance cooperation to protect cultural heritage, as
reflected in the Joint Statement issued after their meeting in June 2023.

The antiquities belong to a time period spanning almost 4000 years,
from 2000 BCE - 1900 CE and have origins in different parts of India.
Majority of the antiquities are terracotta artefacts from Eastern India, while
others are made in stone, metal, wood and ivory and belong to different
parts of the country. Some of the notable antiquities handed over are
Apsara in sandstone from Central India belonging to 10-11th century CE;
Jain Tirthankar in bronze from Central India belonging to 15-16th century
CE; Lord Ganesh in Bronze from South India belonging to 17-18th century
CE; Lord Vishnu in Bronze from Eastern India belonging to 17-18th century
CE, among others.



In recent times, restitution of cultural property has become an
important aspect of India-US cultural understanding and exchange. Since
2016, the US Government has facilitated the return of a large number of
trafficked or stolen antiquities. 10 antiquities were returned during PM’s
visit to USA in June 2016; 157 antiquities during his visit in September
2021 and a further 105 antiquities during his visit in June last year. The
total number of cultural artefacts returned from the US to India since 2016
stands at 578. This is the maximum number of cultural artefacts returned
by any country to India.

The spectacular achievement over the last ten years demonstrates
the government's resolve to reclaim India's stolen treasures and preserve
its cultural heritage for future generations. PM Modi's personal bond with
global leaders has played a pivotal role in securing these returns. His
proactive approach has led to the recovery of significant artefacts,
including revered sculptures and idols, reaffirming India's cultural identity.

In Cricket, India defeated Bangladesh by 280 runs in the Opening
Test Match in Chennai today, taking a 1-Nil lead in the two-match series.
Chasing a mamoth target of 515 runs, Bangladesh were bundled out for
234 runs in their second innings on Day 4. For Hosts, Ravichandran Ashwin
claimed a six-wicket haul powering India to a comprehensive victory.

At the end of day three yesterday, Bangladesh were at 158 for the
loss of 4 wickets when stumps were drawn. India declaring their second
innings on 287 for 4 on Day 3 with the help of Shubman Gill and Rishabh
Pant's centuries, putting the Hosts firmly in control of the opening Test
between the neighbouring countries.

The hosts were already in the ascendancy since bundling out
Bangladesh for 149 in their first innings and claiming a lead of 227.
