External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has stated that Pakistan's
policy of cross-border terrorism will never succeed and actions will certainly
have consequences. He said this while addressing the 79th session of the
UN General Assembly in New York last night. Dr Jaishankar said the issues
to be resolved between the two countries are the vacation of illegally
occupied Indian territory by Pakistan and the abandonment of its long
long-standing attachment to terrorism. The External Affairs Minister
criticised the neighbouring country, saying that Pakistan's misdeeds have
affected others as well, especially the neighbourhood. He said Pakistan's



GDP can be measured in terms of radicalisation and its exports can be
measured in the form of terrorism. He observed that Pakistan is now facing
its own karma and underlined that a dysfunctional nation coveting the
lands of others must be exposed and countered.

The External Affairs Minister said the world cannot be fatalistic about
the continuation of violence on a large scale. He said that whether it is the
war in Ukraine or the conflict in Gaza, the international community seeks
urgent solutions. He stressed that terrorism is antithetical of everything
that the world stands for and all its forms of and manifestations must be
resolutely opposed. He also opined that the sanctioning of global terrorists
by the United Nations should not be impeded for political reasons.

PM MAHARASHTRA PROJECTS

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate and dedicate to the
nation various projects in Maharashtra worth over 11,200 crore rupees
today through video conferencing. He will inaugurate the Pune Metro
section from District Court to Swargate, which will also mark the
completion of the Pune Metro Rail Project (Phase 1). The cost of the
underground section between District Court and Swargate is around 1,810
crore rupees. The Prime Minister will also lay the foundation stone for the
Swargate-Katraj extension of Pune Metro Phase 1, to be developed at a
cost of around 2,955 crore rupees. This southern extension of
approximately 5.46 km is completely underground and features three
stations: Market Yard, Padmavati, and Katraj.

Mr. Modi will dedicate to the nation the Bidkin Industrial Area, a
transformative project covering an expansive 7,855 acres under the
National Industrial Corridor Development Program of the Central
Government. It is situated 20 km south of Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar in
Maharashtra. The project, developed under the Delhi-Mumbai Industrial
Corridor, holds immense potential as a vibrant economic hub in the
Marathwada region. The Central Government has approved this project
with an overall cost of over 6,400 crore rupees for development in three
phases. The Prime Minister will inaugurate the Solapur Airport, which will
significantly improve connectivity, making Solapur more accessible to
tourists, business travelers, and investors. The existing terminal building in
Solapur has been revamped to serve around 4.1 lakh passengers annually.
The Prime Minister will also lay the foundation stone for the memorial for

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GULVEER SINGH - NATIONAL RECORD

Gulveer Singh, a 26-year-old Indian athlete, won the gold medal in
the men’s 5,000 meters race at the World Athletics Continental Tour in
Japan yesterday. He set a new national record with a time of 13 minutes
and 11.82 seconds. This broke his own previous record of 13 minutes and
18.92 seconds, which he had set earlier this year. Before that, the record
was held by compatriot Avinash Sable. In March this year, Gulveer broke
the men’s 10,000m record at Ten track meet in California. He crossed the
finish line in 27 minutes and 41.81 seconds and in doing so he improved on
Surender Singh'’s old mark of 28 minutes and 02.89 seconds, set nearly 16
years ago in 2008. However, Gulveer’s effort was not enough for Olympic
qualification as he missed the Paris Games qualification time of 27:00.00 by
over 41 seconds.
