Civil Aviation Minister Rammohan Naidu inaugurated the second Asia-
Pacific Ministerial Conference on Civil Aviation in New Delhi yesterday. Mr
Naidu was elected the Chairman of Asia-Pacific Ministerial Conference on
Civil Aviation. He called for strategic investments in Asia-Pacific aviation
infrastructure to accommodate 3.5 billion annual passengers by 2035. He
emphasised that India aims to increase women's participation in aviation
workforce to 25 percent by 2025.

This conference and the adoption of the Delhi Declaration
represent a significant step forward in advancing safety, security,
and sustainability in the Asia Pacific civil aviation sector. It
highlights the spirit of cooperation that exists among the
countries of this region.India is the fastest growing aviation
market in the world and is currently the third largest in the
domestic segment. In the last decade, the number of aircraft in
India has increased from 400 to more than 800 and airports have
exponentially grown from 74 to 157. The government's initiatives

like UDAN (Ude Desh ka Aam Nagrik) have enhanced regional
connectivity, ensuring that even remote areas are integrated into

CABINET- PMGSY- IV

Union Cabinet has given its approval to the proposal of Department
of Rural Development for the implementation of the Pradhan Mantri Gram
Sadak Yojana -IV (PMGSY-1V) during Financial Year 2024-25 to 2028-29.
The total outlay of the scheme will be 70 thousand 125 crore rupees.
Addressing media in New Delhi, Information and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said that under this scheme, financial assistance will be
given for the construction of 62 thousand 500 Kilometres road for providing
new connectivity to eligible 25 thousand unconnected habitations. Mr
Vaishnaw said that it will create 40 crore humandays employment.

The all-weather roads will play the role of catalysts for the required
socio-economic development and transformation of the remote rural areas.
While connecting habitations, the nearby government educational, health,
market, growth centers will be connected, as far as feasible, with the all-
weather road for the benefit of the local people. Under the scheme, the
road alignment planning will be undertaken through the PM Gati Shakti
portal.

RAIJNATH - BORDERS

Defence Minister, Rajnath Singh today underlined that border villages are
the country’s first villages, and the government is fully committed to their
holistic development. Addressing the Border Area Development Conclave in
New Delhi today, Mr Singh pointed out that India's geo-strategic position is
such that it is exposed to different kinds of challenges. He said the best
way to deal with them is to ensure border area development.

Highlighting the progress achieved in border area development in the
last ten years, the Minister said Border Roads Organisation has constructed
over 8 thousand 500 kilometres of roads and more than 400 permanent
bridges. He added that Atal Tunnel, Sela Tunnel and Shikun-La Tunnel,
which is going to be the world's highest tunnel, will prove to be milestones



in border area development. He further stated that government has started
the 220 Kilo-Volt Srinagar-Leh Electricity Line to connect the border areas
of Ladakh with the National Electricity Grid. The transmission and
distribution infrastructure of north-eastern states is being strengthened.
High-speed internet has been provided to over 1,500 villages through the
Bharat-Net broadband project. Defence Minister said that in the last four
years alone, more than seven thousand border villages have been
connected with internet connection. He said Centre's focus has been
Ladakh and Arunachal Pradesh.

The Minister emphasised promoting tourism in border areas is being
given special emphasis by the Government as it acts as a catalyst for the
development of the region. From 2020 to 2023, the footfall of tourists in
Ladakh, Sikkim and Arunachal Pradesh increased by 30 percent. Mr Singh
was pleased to note that there has been a significant increase of tourists in
Kashmir as compared to the last few years and this has resulted in job
creation and strengthening of local economy.

BJP - RAHUL

BJP today came down heavily on Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for
his alleged anti-India remarks in United States. The party also slammed
him for his remarks on reservation. Senior BJP leader and Defence Minister
Rajnath Singh has said that the kind of misleading and baseless things that
Leader of Opposition in Lok Sabha Rahul Gandhi saying during his foreign
tour are extremely shameful and hurt the dignity of India. In a social media
post, Mr Singh said, Mr Gandhi has said that the Sikh community in India is
not allowed to wear turbans in Gurdwaras and they are being prevented
from behaving according to their religion which is completely baseless and
far from the truth.

The Minister said, the entire country recognises and respects the
great role played by the Sikh community in protecting the culture of India.
He said, it is not befitting for an opposition leader to make such false
statements about them.

Mr Singh said, Mr Gandhi's claim that the NDA government wants to
abolish reservation is also completely baseless. He said, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi has strengthened the reservation system for the welfare
and development of Dalits, backward classes and tribals. The Defence



Minister said, the kind of claims Mr Gandhi has made on the soil of America
regarding the India-China border dispute are also misleading and beyond
facts. He said, Mr Gandhi should refrain from making such false
statements.

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah also hit out at
Congress leader Rahul Gandhi for his remark on reservation. Mr Shah said
it has once again brought to the forefront the Congress' anti-reservation
face. He said, as long as the BJP is there, neither can anyone abolish
reservation nor can anyone mess with the nation's security. Mr Shah said,
standing with forces that conspire to divide the country and making anti-
national statements have become a habit for Rahul Gandhi and the
Congress party. He said whether it was supporting the Jammu and Kashmir
National Conference's anti-national and anti-reservation agenda in Jammu
and Kashmir or making anti-India statements on foreign land, Rahul
Gandhi has always threatened the nation's security and hurt sentiments.
