Campaigning is in full swing for the first phase of assembly elections
in Jammu and Kashmir. 24 assembly constituencies will go to polls in this
phase on 18th of this month. Top leaders of major political parties are
leaving no stone unturned to woo the voters. Prime Minister and Senior
BIP leader Narendra Modi will address an election rally in Doda district
today. The Congress and National Conference are also campaigning for
their party candidates. Polling in the Union Territory is being held in three
phases. Voting for the second phase will take place on the 25th of this
month and for the third phase on 1st of October.

Meanwhile, after the scrutiny of nomination papers for the final
phase of assembly polls yesterday, candidature of 449 contestants was
found valid. The last date for withdrawal of candidature is the 17th of
September. Election campaign is also gaining momentum for single-phase
assembly polls in Haryana. Prime Minister and senior BIP leader Narendra
Modi will launch party's campaign in the state today. Mr Modi will hold
election rally at Theme Park of Kurukshetra this afternoon. It will be the
first election rally of the Prime Minister in Haryana. Voting for the 90-
member state assembly will be held on the 5th of October.

Counting of votes for assembly polls in Haryana and Jammu and
Kashmir will take place on the 8th of next month.

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NIA-SEARCHES

The National Investigation Agency (NAI) yesterday conducted
searches at several locations in Punjab in connection with its probe into the
attack on the Indian High Commission in Canada allegedly by pro-Khalistan
supporters. The searches were conducted in Moga, Amritsar, Gurdaspur
and Jalandhar. The target locations were connected with the accused
Khalistani leader Amarjot Singh and his associates. Last year, the agency
had registered a case over a protest by pro-Khalistani supporters outside
the Indian mission in Ottawa. As per investigations, Amarjot had led the
protesters, who raised anti-India slogan, tied a Khalistani flag on the
boundary wall of the High Commission, and hurled two grenades inside the
building in March 2023. The NIA teams are examining the various digital
devices, as well the suspicious financial transactions records and
incriminating documents seized during the searches.
