SC- JUDGES:The Supreme Court today cautioned that judges should avoid casual comments
which are misogynistic and prejudicial to any community. A 5-judge bench comprising
Chief Justice of India DY Chandrachud, Justice Sanjiv Khanna, BR Gavai, Surya Kant and
Hrishikesh Roy was hearing the suo motu matter relating to the viral clippings of the
controversial comments made by Karnataka High Court Judge during hearings. At the same
time, Court made several significant observations on need for judges to express restraint,
particularly in the age of electronic media where there is wide reportage of court
proceedings. The court said such comments were best eschewed and the Court recorded its
disapproval of comments made by judge against a gender and a community. The bench
emphasised in its order that the heart and soul of adjudication are impartiality and fairness.
Judges must be guided by only values which are enshrined in Constitution, the bench
reminded. NSD 13

REVANTH: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy launched a new skill development program

focusing on Banking, Financial Services, and Insurance (BFSI) at Jawaharlal Nehru
Architecture and Fine Arts University (JNAFAU) at Masab Tank in Hyderabad. Speaking
on the occasion, the Chief Minister expressed concerned over the growing unemployment
issue in the State, particularly over the last decade. He lamented despite significant
efforts, job and employment opportunities have remained elusive for many. He said his
people’s government recognized that unemployment is a serious problem in Telangana
and added within three months of coming to power, 30,000 government jobs were
provided. He recalled a recent notification released for another 35,000 vacancies. He
attributed the lack of jobs to the skills gap between graduates and industry requirements.
The Chief Minister said tackle this issue, the government collaborated with BFSI to
design skill programs tailored to industry needs. Reddy praised the BFSI sector for
providing funds and support for the skill training program, which is expected to open up

job opportunities in the banking, financial services, and insurance sectors. PN 15
