CENTRAL GOVT - MINIMUM WAGE

The central government has announced an increase in minimum
wage rates by revising the Variable Dearness Allowance. The new wage
rates will take effect from the 1st of next month. The minimum wage rates
are categorized based on skill levels-unskilled, semi-skilled, skilled, and
highly skilled, as well as by geographical areas A, B, and C. After the
revision, minimum wage rates for workers in area ‘A’ in construction,
sweeping, cleaning, and loading & unloading for unskilled work will be 783
rupees a day. For semi-skilled workers, the minimum wage will be 868
rupees a day, and for skilled, clerical, and watch & ward (without arms),
the minimum wage will be 954 rupees a day. For highly skilled workers and
watch & ward (with arms), the revised wage will be 1,035 rupees a day.

NIA ARREST

outskirts of Bengaluru, where he was hiding. The agency further stated
that the accused was part of the ULFA (I) operatives who had placed IEDs
at locations in North Lakhimpur district in Assam at the behest of the top
leadership of the banned outfit. When produced before the Special NIA
Court in Bengaluru, the court issued an order for transit remand and
production before the NIA Special Court in Assam.

MPOX - ADVISORY

Ministry of Health and Family Welfare has asked the states and union
territories to undertake appropriate activities to make communities aware
regarding the Monkeypox disease. In an advisory, the ministry requested
the states to develop a surveillance strategy. It also provided a list of
laboratories operationalized for testing. The advisory includes clinical
management protocols, infection prevention and control practices, as well
as a risk communication strategy. The ministry has instructed the states to
assess public health preparedness at health facilities, with reviews to be
conducted by senior officials at both the state and district levels. The
ministry has also directed the identification of isolation facilities in hospitals
for managing both suspected and confirmed cases, ensuring the availability



of required logistics and trained human resources in such facilities, and
developing an augmentation plan.
