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CENTRAL GOVT - MINIMUM WAGE



The central government has announced an increase in
minimum wage rates by revising the Variable Dearness Allowance.
The new wage rates will take effect from the 1st of next month. The
minimum wage rates are categorized based on skill levels-unskilled,
semi-skilled, skilled, and highly skilled, as well as by geographical
areas A, B, and C. After the revision, minimum wage rates for
workers in area ‘A’ in construction, sweeping, cleaning, and loading
& unloading for unskilled work will be 783 rupees a day. For
semi-skilled workers, the minimum wage will be 868 rupees a day,
and for skilled, clerical, and watch & ward (without arms), the
minimum wage will be 954 rupees a day. For highly skilled workers
and watch & ward (with arms), the revised wage will be 1,035
rupees a day.

In Bihar, the South West Monsoon has become active again, triggering
good rainfall in the state.

With the voting for the 2nd phase of elections in Jammu and Kashmir is
over political parties are now have focussed on the final and third phase of
elections vide which voting will be held for 40 assembly segments on 1st of
October. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that the leaders of various
political parties are holding rallies and organizing interactions, road-shows,
rallies to woo the voters. Union Home Minister Amit Shah yesterday
addressed four rallies in Udhampur and Kathua districts and hitted the
campaign trail in the third and last phase of J&K assembly elections to further
bolster BJP’s electoral prospects. Following him, the Prime Minister Narendra
Modi is reaching Jammu tomorrow to give desired impetus to the party
campaign in the last phase of the assembly elections. Leader of Opposition in
Lok Sabha and Congress leader Rahul Gandhi yesterday met with the
professionals in Jammu and sought vote for his party. PPD president and
former Chief Minister Mehbooba Mufti also held a road show to support her
party's candidates. The National Conference has also now focussed on
Jammu region with party leaders eyeing on seats where it has support of
congress. Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address a large public rally at
Maulana Azad Stadium. Preparations for the mega event are in full swing,
with local BJP leaders and workers mobilizing support across the district. The
Maulana Azad Stadium, the venue for Modi’s address, has been sealed off
until the rally begins. Security is expected to be extremely tight, with
comprehensive arrangements being made to ensure the safety of attendees
and smooth conduct of the rally. The BJP’s star campaigners have already
visited J&K and conducted massive rallies in the first two phases of the
election campaign. Now, Prime Minister Modi’s address in Jammu will give us
the final push in the last phase. Senior Congress leader and All India Congress
Committee (AICC) incharge J&K, Bharatsinh Solanki, informed that Congress



leader Rahul Gandhi will address two rallies in Dunechak area of Ramgarh
and Khour area of Chhamb sector today, while party leader Priyanka Gandhi
will also address rallies on September 28. The final phase of elections in J&K
is set to be very crucial for all the political parties as 24 assembly segments of
Jammu and 16 of Kashmir division will go for polls under this phase. All 11
assembly constituencies of Jammu district, 6 of Kathua, 4 of Udhampur and
3 of Samba district in Jammu region will go for polls in the final phase of
elections on October 1.
