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Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate SEMICON India 2024 in Greater Noida
today. The theme of the three day event is "Shaping the Semiconductor Future". The
conference will showcase India’s semiconductor strategy and policy which envisions
making India a global hub for semiconductor. Our correspondent reports that the top
leadership of global semiconductor giants will participate in the programme, with more
than 250 exhibitors and 150 speakers. Earlier, yesterday, the Prime Minister chaired
the Semiconductor Executives Roundtable at his residence in New Delhi. He stressed
that India has the capability to become a trusted partner in a diversified semiconductor
supply chain. He said semiconductor is the basis of the Digital Age and the day is not
far when the semiconductor industry will be the bedrock for even the basic necessities.
Prime Minister emphasised that democracy and technology together can ensure the
welfare of humanity. He assured the leaders that the Indian government will follow a
predictable and stable policy regime and will continue to support the industry at every
step. Top Semiconductor CEOs spoke to media after meeting the Prime Minister and
praised him for his leadership. Kurt Sievers, CEO NXP Semiconductors said he is yet to
meet a political leader with such a deep expertise in the semiconductor industry like
Prime Minister Modi. Bob Pragada, CEO, Jacobs and Luc Van Den Hove, CEO IMEC also
hailed the meeting.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will release an installment of 2 thousand 745 crore
rupees to lakhs of beneficiaries of PM Awas Yojana in Jamshedpur, Jharkhand on 15th
of this month. Union Minister for Rural Development Shivraj Singh Chouhan said,
acceptance letters will also be distributed to all the targeted beneficiaries. He said, a
large number of people will participate in this program and lakhs of people will join the
program online. The Union Minister held a meeting of Rural Development Ministers of
States through video conferencing yesterday, in which he gave necessary instruction
for the preparation of the programme.

The second Asia Pacific Ministerial Conference on Civil Aviation will begin at Bharat
Mandapam in New Delhi today. The International Civil Aviation Organization and the
Ministry of Civil Aviation are co hosting the two day event. India is the fastest
growing aviation market in the world and is currently the third largest in the domestic
segment. In the last decade, the number of aircraft in India increased from 400 to
more than 800 and airports grown exponentially from 74 to 157.

The Bhartiya Janta Party (BJP) has announced that the party has enrolled over
two crore new members in just eight days since the launch of its national membership
drive on the 2nd of this month. Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated the drive by
becoming the first member.

COAL PRODUCTION: India's coal production from April to August 2024 was over 384
million tonnes, up more than 6 percent from 361.11 million tonnes in the same period
last year. As per the official data released by Ministry of Coal, India’s coal production
and supply trends for the period from April to August 2024 show a positive trajectory,
despite some short-term variations in the month of August, due to the heavy rainfall
affecting mining operations. The ministry said coal production has risen steadily in the
last four years. India’s coal production increased by a robust 11.7 per cent, from 730.9
million tonnes in 2019-20 to a record level of 997.83 million tonnes during the financial
year 2023-24.

EUROPEAN UNION - AI FACTORIES

The European Union (EU) has launched a call for setting up Atrtificial Intelligence
(AI) Factories to boost the development of the AI technology. According to the
European Commission press statement, AI Factories will be created around the
network of European High-Performance Computing (EuroHPC) supercomputers and will
be available to a range of European users, such as startups, industry and researchers.
The statement said, AI Factories will be connected to EU member states' Al initiatives,
creating a vibrant Al ecosystem.

Al Factories will help Al developers train their large generative Al models by
using the EuroHPC supercomputers and providing access to data, computing and
storage services. They will propel the development and validation of Al industrial and
scientific applications in key sectors such as healthcare, energy, automotive and
transport, defence and aerospace, robotics and manufacturing, clean and agri tech.

The call will be open until December 31, 2025, with the first deadline on
November 4, 2024, and subsequent cut-off dates every three months for as long as
funds are available.

The call will be supported by an EU contribution of close to 1 billion euros from
the Digital Europe Programme and Horizon Europe, and an equal amount of funding
coming from the member states, said the Commission.
