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NDA ON MODI US TOUR : Union Ministers and various NDA leaders have described Prime Minister Narendra
Modi’s 3-day visit to US as remarkable and trendsetting. Home Minister Amit Shah said that the visit further
fortifies the Modi doctrine of diplomacy, which over the last 10 years has propelled Bharat to the role of a
global change maker leading through examples in sustainable development. Mr Shah also said that the
successful QUAD Summit, the ‘Modi and US" mega community event, and the UN Summit of the Future reflect
his unmatched popularity across the globe. He added that the leadership of Prime Minister Modi has not only
enhanced Bharat's stature as a nation but also as one that every country accepts as a partner in the
upliftment of humanity. Union Minister and BIJP President Jagat Praksh Nadda said that Prime Minister Modi's
USA visit has been important and substantial in terms of scale and outcomes. He said, in about 55 hours, PM
Modi covered various topics thus ensuring important deliverables for India and the world. Bihar Chief Minister
and JD(U) leader Nitish Kumar said that the people of Bihar are excited about the announcements made
during Mr Modi's visit and the new opportunities arising from them. He also said that the decisions taken
between the two countries will increase investment in cutting-edge technology and open new avenues of
development. Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister and TDP leader N Chandrababu Naidu said that Mr Modi has
strengthened India's position in the comity of nations and has unarguably emerged as a tall world leader,
bringing communities and countries together. Mr Naidu said, Mr Modi's address to the United Nations stands
as testimony to the importance world leaders associate with India and the significance of the role we are
poised to play on the global stage in the coming years.

NADDA — NMC: The Union Health Minister Jagat Prakash Nadda commended the National Medical
Commission for adding 25 thousand UG and PG seats during the last four years. Speaking at the 4th
Anniversary Ceremony of the National Medical Commission (NMC) in New Delhi. Mr Nadda encouraged NMC to
achieve the target of adding 75 thousand medical seats over the next five years to meet the growing demand
of aspiring medical professionals. He also highlighted the initiation of the National Medical Register and called
it a dynamic database for all allopathic doctors which has already received about 20 thousand applications. On
the occasion, the Health Minister also released an essay compilation book, a collage book and a first survey
report on medical camps conducted by colleges under the Family Adoption Program through village outreach.



The survey has been carried out by 2nd year MBBS students in 2022. Four Hundred 96 colleges from 28 states
and Union Territories participated in the survey.

SC-FINANCE- TAX :The Supreme Court disposed off 573 direct tax cases in which the tax effect is less than
five crore rupees in view of the revised monetary limit of filing of appeals. The Ministry of Finance informed
this adding that the significant milestone aligns with the government's efforts to reduce tax litigation and
promote Ease of Doing Business. The Ministry said, Union Budget 2024-25 provided for an enhanced monetary
limit for filing appeals related to Direct Taxes, Excise and Service Tax in the Tax Tribunals, High Courts and
Supreme Court. For filing appeals for Income Tax Appellate Tribunal, the monetary limit was increased from
50 lakh to 60 lakh rupees, for High Courts, it was increased from one crore to two crore rupees and for
Supreme Court it was raised from 2 crore to 5 crore rupees.

J&K-SECOND PHASE POLLING: In Jammu and Kashmir, voting for the second phase of Assembly Elections
will be held on twenty six Assembly constituencies today. The voting will begin from 7 AM and conclude at 6 in
the evening. Elaborate security arrangements have been made to ensure that maximum number of people
exercise their right to vote. 3502 polling stations including 1056 urban and 2446 rural with webcasting facility
have been established to ensure free, fair, and smooth polling. National Conference leader and former Chief
Minister Omar Abdullah, Congress Pradesh chief Tariq Hamid Qarrah, Jammu and Kashmir BJP president
Ravinder Raina and Apni Party President Altaf Bukhari are prominent leaders whose electoral fate will be
decided today. Elections in Jammu & Kashmir are being held in three phases. The voting for 40 seats in third
phase will be held on October 1, while counting of votes will take place on October 8.

RAHUL RALLY- J&K POLL: Senior Congress leader Rahul Gandhi will address two election rallies in Jammu
and Kashmir today. A party leader informed that Rahul Gandhi will first interact with professionals and then
address a rally at JK Resort ground at around 12.30 pm.  National Conference (NC) and Congress are fighting
the Assembly elections in Jammu and Kashmir. As per the terms of the pre poll alliance, NC is contesting on 52
and Congress on 31 Assembly constituencies. Two seats have been left for the CPI-M in the Valley and the
Panthers Party in the Jammu division.

SRI LANKA PARLIAMENT : The newly elected President of Sri Lanka, Anura Kumara Dissanayake dissolved
the Parliament of Sri Lanka late last night. A gazette notification was issued in this regard along with calling
elections on 14th of November this year. Nominations will be received from 4th to 11th of next month. Mr.
Dissanayake was elected as the President of Sri Lanka in a close, three cornered fight. His alliance National
People’s Power has only three members in the current legislature, two of whom are part of his cabinet
including Prime Minister Dr. Harini Amarasuriya.

JHARKHAND-SHIVRAJ: Jharkhand Assembly Election In Charge and Union Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan
has said that Hemant Soren government has failed to provide employment to youth in the state. Addressing
Parivartan Rally at Bokaro yesterday, Mr Singh said, two lakh seventy five thousand posts lying vacant will be
filled after formation of BJP government in the state in the very first cabinet meeting.On the other hand Chief
Minister Hemant Soren accused BJIP for misguiding the youth. Mr Soren said, his government has taken several
measures for all round developments of the state which can be clearly seen.

UN-GUTERRES: The UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres has warned the world leaders that the world is
edging towards the unimaginable situation of a powder keg which risks engulfing the world. Mr Guterres said
this at the 79th United Nations General Assembly which opened yesterday. Citing deepening geopolitical
divisions, the UN Chief said, the solutions to the crises require the reform of the international institutions,
including the Security Council, and commitment to the UN Charter The world leaders' meeting is taking place
amid increasing global divisions, major wars in Gaza, Ukraine and the threat of an even larger conflict in the
West Asia. The UN Assembly’s annual meeting, followed the two-day Summit of the Future, which adopted a
Pact for the Future, to tackle the challenges of the 21st century including conflicts, climate change, artificial
intelligence and women's rights.
