KOLKATTA CBI : The Central Bureau of Investigation, CBI yesterday arrested Dr Sandip Ghosh,
former Principal of R G Kar Medical College and Hospital over 'financial misconduct' in the medical
establishment. The central agency had been interrogating him in connection with the rape and
murder of a women Doctor last month and financial irregularities at the hospital.

AGRISURE — SHIVRAJ : Union Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan
will launch the AgriSURE Fund and Krishi Nivesh Portal in New Delhi today. Mr Chouhan will also
confer the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund - AIF Excellence Awards to the top-performing banks and
states under various categories to recognize and appreciate their efforts. Ministers of State and
representatives from various States and Banks will be present on the occasion. The Ministry said,
the Award Ceremony will inspire other Banks to enhance their performance and contribute to the
overall success of the scheme. The AIF was launched in 2022 to create post-harvest management
infrastructure and community farming assets.

LAW COMMISSION : The Centre has notified the constitution of the 23rd Law Commission. The
term of the Commission will be for period of three years till 31st August 2027. The Commission will
have a full-time chairperson and four full-time members including member-secretary. The secretary
of the Department of Legal Affairs and the secretary of the Legislative Department are ex-officio
members of the panel. There can be five part-time members in the Commission. Serving Supreme
Court and High Court Judges will be chairperson and members of the Law Commission. The
notification said, they will perform their functions on a whole-time basis up to the date of retirement
from the Supreme Court or High Court or expiry of the term of the Commission, whichever be earlier.

PM- PARA PLAYERS : Prime Minister Narendra Modi congratulated Nithya Sre Sivan for winning the
Bronze Medal at the Paris Paralympics in the Women'’s Singles Badminton SH6 event. Badminton
players Thulasimathi Murugesan and Manisha Ramadass for winning the medals in the Women's
Badminton SU5 event at the ongoing Paris Paralympics.

Suhas lost his
final match to the defending champion Lucas Mazur 9-21, 13-21 in straight games and settled for the
Silver. In Women's singles-SU5, Shuttler Thulasimathi Murugesan also claimed silver after losing her
final to China's Qiu Xia Yang. Another shuttler Manisha Ramadass bagged a Bronze in women's
singles SU5 category, after beating Cathrine Rosengren of Denmark. Nithya Sre Sivan also secured a
Bronze medal in the women’s singles SH6 category defeating Indonesia’s Rina Marlina 21-14, 21-6.
In Para Archery Mixed Team Compound Event, Sheetal Devi, alongside Rakesh Kumar got Bronze.
Yogesh Kathuniya had brought India the first medal of Day 5 in Paris Paralympics today, clinching a
Silver in the Men's Discus Throw F56 Final. Its his second successive silver medal in Paralympics.
With these victories, India’s total medal count has risen to fifteen, including three Gold, five Silver,
and seven Bronze medals. President Droupadi Murmu, Vice President Jagdeep Dhankar and Prime
Minister Narendra Modi have congratulated all the medal winners.

ANDHRA CM FLOOD : The State Government in coordination with the National Disaster Response
Force is working on war footing to evacuate and provide relief measures in the flood impacted areas
in NTR and Guntur Districts. Food, water and essential medicines are being airdropped from
helicopters and people stranded in inundated areas are being airlifted. Motorised boats have also
been pressed into action to reach out to the stranded people. Our correspondent has more details. 36
teams of disaster response force, 152 motorboats and 280 active swimmers have been pressed into
action to undertake rescue operations in the flood impacted areas in NTR and Guntur districts.
Helicopters and Drones have been deployed to provide food and medicines to the inaccessible areas.
Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu visited the severely impacted Singh Nagar area in Vijayawada in
a motorboat this evening to oversee the relief operations. With the water inflow at Prakasam barrage
on Krishna River in Vijayawada reaching alarmingly high level, people residing near the retaining wall,
Krishna Lanka and Tadepalli are being evacuated. With breaches in Khazipet-Vijayawada and Guntur
Vijayawada railway sections as many as 275 trains were cancelled and 149 trains diverted. Road
traffic on the NH 65 connecting Vijayawada and Hyderabad remains severely impacted. Vijayawada
and surrounding areas have been put on high alert and the entire official machinery has been
mobilised to assist in the rescue and rehabilitation measures.
