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ISRAEL- QABISI KILLED: Top Hezbollah commander Ibrahim Qubaisi has been killed in an Israeli airstrike
in Lebanon's capital Beirut. The Israel Defense Forces, IDF have confirmed that it killed the commander of
Hezbollah's missiles and rockets force in an airstrike. IDF struck the Hezbollah-controlled area of Beirut for a
second consecutive day after mounting a new wave of airstrikes in Lebanon. Qabisi was hit alongside
additional central commanders of Hezbollah's missiles and rockets force. He had held several significant roles
within Hezbollah since 1980 and was responsible for planning and executing numerous attacks against Israeli
civilians and soldiers. Earlier, yesterday, Hezbollah had fired rockets into north Israel. In recent developments
in the ongoing Gaza conflict, Israel is shifting its focus from South-side to the northern frontier, where
Hezbollah has been firing rockets into Israel in support of Hamas. The Israeli government is securing the
border and setting the stage for a long conflict, inflicting heavy blow to Hezbollah. Last week, in the worst
security breach in its history thousands of pagers used by Hezbollah members exploded. The operation was
widely attributed to Israel, however, it has not confirmed or denied the responsibility. Hezbollah has vowed
that it will not back down until a ceasefire is reached in Gaza.

PM-SONIPAT RALLY : Campaigning has picked up for the Haryana Assembly Polls. Senior BJP leader and
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address a public meeting in Gohana in Sonipat District of Haryana today.
Through this rally, BJP will try to woo voters of 22 Assembly constituencies falling in Sonipat, Rohtak and
Panipat. In view of today's rally, security has been tightened up in the area. In a social media post, the Prime
Minister said, the people of Haryana have made up their mind to ensure a landslide victory for the Bharatiya
Janata Party. He noted that the atmosphere is filled with enthusiasm and excitement in celebration of
democracy. Mr Modi conveyed his belief that BJP would be fortunate to receive the blessings of the people at
the rally. Mr Modi had addressed a rally in Kurukshetra on 14th of this month. Voting for 90 member Haryana
Assembly will be held on 5th October and Votes will be counted on October 8 along with Jammu and Kashmir.

AMIT SHAH-MAHA ALLIANCE : Union Home and Cooperation Minister and senior BIJP leader Amit Shah
held a meeting with Marathwada BJP office-bearers in Chhatrapati Sambhajinagar to discuss strategies for the
upcoming assembly elections. Shah expressed his determination to secure at least 30 seats out of 46 in the
Marathwada region. Following the meeting, discussions on seat allocation took place between Amit Shah, Chief
Minister Eknath Shinde, and Deputy Chief Minister Ajit Pawar. According to the Chief Minister, an official
announcement regarding seat distribution will be made soon.

TELANGANA-MAOISTS: Telangana Director General of Police (DGP) Dr Jitender has said the CPI (Maoist)
has lost its base in Telangana with no scope left to revive its activities in the State. Responding to a question
at the Press conference in Hyderabad last evening, the DGP said, Maoists kept on trying to revive their
activities in Telangana but they lost support from people. He added, there have been instances where Maoists
killed their own people, who were trying to leave the group and then branded them as police informers.

TELECOM-MEETINGS : Telecom Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia held separate meetings with the newly formed
Stakeholders Advisory Committee on Telecom Sector Original Equipment Manufacturers, Telecom Service
Providers and Tele-Electronic Eco-System in New Delhi yesterday. The meetings focused on making India a
hub for telecom product manufacturing and improving the ease of doing business. Mr Scindia emphasized that
all Industry segments, Telecom Service Providers, Telecom Industry Associations, Global and Local
manufacturers should work together to make India a Telecom Manufacturing hub for the world. He assured
that the Ministry of Communications would provide the necessary support and called for cooperation with the
industry to realise the establishment of a ‘Telecom Manufacturing Zone. The Minister highlighted that the
existing government schemes and incentives such as the Production Linked Incentive (PLI) are designed to
encourage indigenous manufacturing of telecom products in the country. He said that all these efforts aim at
making "Bharat, a product manufacturing nation” and giving a spur to “*Make in India, Make for the World for
Telecom products” vision. The meetings also reviewed progress on issues taken up previously.

J&K POLLS-PM : As the voting for the second phase of Assembly Elections in twenty-six Assembly
constituencies in Jammu and Kashmir begins, the Prime Minister has appealed to voters to cast their votes and
play their important role in strengthening democracy. In a social media post, the Prime Minister also extended
his congratulations to the young voters who are voting for the first time.



PM-DEENDAYAL BIRTH ANNIVERSARY : Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Home Minister Amit Shah and
Defence Minister Rajnath Singh have paid tributes to Pandit Deendayal Upadhyaya on his birth anniversary
today. In a social media post, the Prime Minister emphasized that the concept of Antyodaya, introduced by the
great nationalist thinker will play an invaluable role in achieving the resolution of a developed India. Mr Modi
remarked that Pandit Deendayal Upadhyaya's dedication and service to the country will always be
remembered. Home Minister described Pandit Deendayal as a patriot, pioneer of integral humanism and great
political thinker noting that his idea of Antyodaya strengthened social harmony. Mr Shah added that by
following the principles of cultural nationalism advocated by Pandit Deendayal, Prime Minister Modi is ensuring
that the benefits of government schemes reach the last person standing in the queue of development.

The elections will be held on 14th of November this year for which Nominations will be
received between 4th and 11th October. Mr. Dissanayake was elected as the President of Sri Lanka in a close,
three cornered fight. His alliance National People’s Power has only three members in the current legislature,
two of whom are part of his cabinet including Prime Minister Dr. Harini Amarasuriya.

BADMINTON-MACAU OPEN : In Macau Open Badminton, third seed pair of Gayatri Gopichand and Treesa
Jolly has advanced to the round of 16 after defeating Japanese duo Akari Sato and Maya Taguchi 15-21, 21-
16, 21-14. The Indian duo will now face Taiwan's Lin, Chih-Chun and Teng Chun-hsun in the pre-quater-final,
tommorow. In Men's singles, former World number one, Kidambi Srikanth returns to court after recovering
from injury he sustained earlier this year. He will take on Israel's Dubovenko Daniil this morning in the round
of 32. In another match, Mithun Manjunath will face Huang Yu Kai of Taiwan, while Sameer Verma will face
Wang Zhengxing of China. Later in the afternoon, Chirag Sen will clash against Angus Ng Ka Long of Hong
Kong and S Sankar Muthusamy Subramaniam will compete against his Thai opponent Pakkapon Teeraratsakul.
In Women's singles, Tanya Hemnath will face Ting Yu Liang of Taiwanin round of 32 while, Anupama

IMD-WEATHER : The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to extremely heavy
rainfall in the Konkan region, Goa, Central Maharashtra, Gujarat, and Madhya Pradesh till Saturday. The IMD
has also predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall today in coastal and interior Karnataka and Vidarbha. Heavy to
very heavy rainfall is expected over Assam, Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, and
Sikkim till tomorrow. The weatherman said, a low pressure area has formed over West central Bay of Bengal
and adjoining Northwest Bay off North Andhra and South Odisha coasts under the influence of cyclonic
circulation.
