PM- BRUNEI SINGAPORE VISIT : Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a three-day visit 
to Brunei and Singapore today. Briefing the media in New Delhi yesterday, Secretary (East) Jaideep 
Mazumdar said, the Prime Minister is travelling to Brunei at the invitation of Brunei's Sultan Haji 
Hassanal Bolkiah and the visit is scheduled for today and tomorrow.  He said, this will be the first-
ever bilateral visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Brunei. The visit coincides with the 40th anniversary 
of the establishment of diplomatic ties between India and Brunei. During the visit, the Prime Minister 



will engage in bilateral discussions on all aspects of India- Brunei bilateral relations and also explore 
new areas for cooperation. Bilateral engagements cover multiple areas such as Defence, Trade and 
Investment, Energy, Space technology, Health, Capacity Building, Culture and vibrant people to 
people exchanges. The Indian diaspora in Brunei is about 14,000 and they comprise a substantial 
number of doctors and teachers. India has received valuable support from Brunei in its space 
program, with three MoUs with Brunei in this area. Defence is another important pillar in the bilateral 
cooperation. Brunei is an important partner for India's Act East Policy and the vision for the Indo-
Pacific. Suparna Saikia, Akashvani News, Delhi. On the second leg of his tour, the Prime Minister will 
visit Singapore on September 4th and 5th at the invitation of his counterpart, Lawrence Wong. The 
leaders will review the progress of the India-Singapore Strategic Partnership and exchange views on 
regional and global issues of mutual interest. Prime Minister Modi is visiting Singapore after nearly six 
years. India has robust defense cooperation with Singapore, and trade and investment flows have 
shown steady growth. Singapore is India’s largest trade partner in ASEAN and a leading source of 
foreign direct investment. 
 

FINAL CABINET : Cabinet today approved seven schemes to improve farmers’ lives and increase 

their incomes at a total outlay of over 14 thousand 235 crore rupees. The Union Cabinet has 
approved the Digital Agriculture Mission with total cost of 2817 crore rupees. Addressing media in 
New Delhi this afternoon, Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said major 
decisions have been taken in the cabinet meeting for improving the lives of farmers and increasing 
their income. He said the Digital Agriculture Mission is being developed on lines of the structure of 
Digital Public Infrastructure for agriculture. Cabinet has approved Crop Science for Food and 
Nutritional Security with a total outlay of 3979 crore rupees. The initiative will prepare farmers for 
climate resilience and provide for food security by 2047. Government has also decided to strengthen 
agriculture education, management, and social science with a total outlay of 2291 crore rupees. This 
has been done with a view to prepare agriculture students and researchers for current challenges. 
Cabinet approved sustainable livestock health and production with outlay of 1702 crore rupees. The 
decision aims to increase farmers' income from livestock and dairy. It approved sustainable 
development of Horticulture with total outlay of over 1129 crore rupees. The Union Cabinet has 
decided to strengthen the Krishi Vigyan Kendra with an outlay of 1202 crore rupees and natural 
resources management with a cost of 1115 crore rupees.  Cabinet today also approved a 309 
Kilometre long new line project providing the shortest rail connectivity between two major 
commercial hubs - Mumbai and Indore - at total cost of 18,036 crores. The new railway project will 
come up between Indore and Manmad. The project will be completed by 2028-29.  
  

AGRISURE – SHIVRAJ : Union Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan 
will launch the AgriSURE Fund and Krishi Nivesh Portal in New Delhi today. Mr Chouhan will also 
confer the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund - AIF Excellence Awards to the top-performing banks and 
states under various categories to recognize and appreciate their efforts. Ministers of State and 
representatives from various States and Banks will be present on the occasion.  The Ministry said, 
the Award Ceremony will inspire other Banks to enhance their performance and contribute to the 
overall success of the scheme. The AIF was launched in 2022 to create post-harvest management 

infrastructure and community farming assets.  

LAW COMMISSION : The Centre has notified the constitution of the 23rd Law Commission. The 
term of the Commission will be for period of three years till 31st August 2027. The Commission will 
have a full-time chairperson and four full-time members including member-secretary. The secretary 
of the Department of Legal Affairs and the secretary of the Legislative Department are ex-officio 
members of the panel. There can be five part-time members in the Commission. Serving Supreme 
Court and High Court Judges will be chairperson and members of the Law Commission. The 



notification said, they will perform their functions on a whole-time basis up to the date of retirement 
from the Supreme Court or High Court or expiry of the term of the Commission, whichever be earlier. 
  

ABU DHABI-IIT CAMPUS : Sheikh Khaled bin Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan, Crown Prince of Abu 
Dhabi has officially inaugurated the Indian Institute of Technology Delhi Abu Dhabi campus. The 
event marked a historic moment for international engineering education, bringing the prestigious IIT 
brand to the UAE.The inaugural batch has 52 students in undergraduate (UG) courses in Computer 
Science and Engineering and Energy Engineering. Students for the UG programs were rigorously 
selected through JEE Advanced exam and the newly introduced Combined Admission Entrance Test 
(CAET) designed specifically for international students. The establishment of the campus fulfills a key 
aspect of the Vision Document launched by Prime Minister Narendra Modi and UAE President Sheikh 
Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan in February 2022. IIT Delhi Abu Dhabi had previously launched its 
first Masters of Technology (M.Tech) programme in Energy Transition and Sustainability in January 
this year.    

 
PM- BADMINTON PLAYERS : Prime Minister Narendra Modi has congratulated Badminton players 
Thulasimathi Murugesan and Manisha Ramadass for winning the medals in the Women's Badminton 
SU5 event at the ongoing Paris Paralympics. In a social media post, the Prime Minister said that both 
players performed outstandingly in the game. Mr. Modi said that their dedication and perseverance 
have led to this incredible achievement. He added that their success will also motivate many 
youngsters. Badminton player Thulasimathi Murugesan has clinched Silver medal, while player 
Manisha Ramadass won Bronze medal in the Women's Badminton SU5 event.  At Paralympics 2024, 
India's Sumit Antil defended his Javelin gold medal, creating a new record to clinch the top podium in 
Paris. Antil recorded a highest throw of 70.59 meter in his second attempt.Earlier in Para-Badminton, 
Nitesh Kumar bagged a Gold medal, defeating Britain's Daniel Bethell 21-14, 18-21, 23-21 in Men's 
Singles SL3 event. Suhas Yathiraj also won a Silver in the men's singles SL4 event. Suhas lost his 
final match to the defending champion Lucas Mazur 9-21, 13-21 in straight games and settled for the 
Silver. In Women's singles-SU5, Shuttler Thulasimathi Murugesan also claimed silver after losing her 
final to China's Qiu Xia Yang. Another shuttler Manisha Ramadass bagged a Bronze in women's 
singles SU5 category, after beating Cathrine Rosengren of Denmark. Nithya Sre Sivan also secured a 
Bronze medal in the women’s singles SH6 category defeating Indonesia’s Rina Marlina 21-14, 21-6. 
In Para Archery Mixed Team Compound Event, Sheetal Devi, alongside Rakesh Kumar got Bronze. 
Yogesh Kathuniya had brought India the first medal of Day 5 in Paris Paralympics today, clinching a 
Silver in the Men's Discus Throw F56 Final. Its his second successive silver medal in Paralympics.

ANDHRA CM FLOOD : The State Government in coordination with the National Disaster Response 
Force is working on war footing to evacuate and provide relief measures in the flood impacted areas 
in NTR and Guntur Districts. Food, water and essential medicines are being airdropped from 



helicopters and people stranded in inundated areas are being airlifted. Motorised boats have also 
been pressed into action to reach out to the stranded people. Our correspondent has more details. 36 
teams of disaster response force, 152 motorboats and 280 active swimmers have been pressed into 
action to undertake rescue operations in the flood impacted areas in NTR and Guntur districts. 
Helicopters and Drones have been deployed to provide food and medicines to the inaccessible areas. 
Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu visited the severely impacted Singh Nagar area in Vijayawada in 
a motorboat this evening to oversee the relief operations. With the water inflow at Prakasam barrage 
on Krishna River in Vijayawada reaching alarmingly high level, people residing near the retaining wall, 
Krishna Lanka and Tadepalli are being evacuated. With breaches in Khazipet-Vijayawada and Guntur 
Vijayawada railway sections as many as 275 trains were cancelled and 149 trains diverted. Road 
traffic on the NH 65 connecting Vijayawada and Hyderabad remains severely impacted. Vijayawada 
and surrounding areas have been put on high alert and the entire official machinery has been 
mobilised to assist in the rescue and rehabilitation measures.
