The 73-year-old former
special forces commander won the February 14 contest with nearly 60 per cent
of the vote after sweeping the country’s election with policies like free meals for
school children.

Over 70 people are reported killed in an Israeli attack at Beit Lahiya in the
northern part of Gaza. It is feared that many more people may be trapped



beneath the rubble. According to Gaza’s Government Media Office the
death toll is expected to increase as rescue operations are underway.

The northern region of Gaza is facing a severe crisis due to a 16-day Israeli
military siege, which has cut off access to vital services such as food, water,
and medical supplies in the area.

However the Israeli Defense Forces (IDF) have questioned Hamas’ claim of
over 70 casualties and described the number as exaggerated.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that a low-pressure
area is likely to form over the East Central Bay of Bengal and adjoining
north Andaman Sea during the next 24 hours. It is also likely to move
west-northwestward and intensify into a depression by Tuesday morning
and into a cyclonic storm by Wednesday. Thereatfter, it is very likely to
move northwestwards and reach the northwest Bay of Bengal off the
Odisha-West Bengal coasts by 24th October morning. The IMD has



advised the fishermen not to venture into the North Bay of Bengal and
along and off Odisha, West Bengal, and Bangladesh coasts during the
next four days.

The IMD has also forecast heavy rainfall over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Karaikal, Kerala, and South Interior Karnataka during the next three days.
It has also predicted heavy rainfall over Karnataka and Madhya
Maharashtra tomorrow.

EPFO Adds 18.53 Lakh Net Members in August, Reports Over 9% YoY
Growth in Employment Opportunities

The Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO) has added 18 lakh
53 thousand net members in the month of August this year. The Labour
and Employment Ministry said that around nine lakh 30 thousand new
members have enrolled during the month. Out of the total new members,
around 2.53 lakhs are female members. The Ministry said the surge in
new memberships can be attributed to growing employment
opportunities, increased awareness of employee benefits, and EPFO’s
successful outreach programs.
