EVE. PM - BRICS SUMMIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi held a bilateral meeting with Russian
President Vladimir Putin in Kazan on the sidelines of the 16th BRICS
Summit this afternoon. During the meeting Prime Minister Narendera Modi
reiterated India's stance that Russia-Ukraine conflict should be resolved in
a peaceful manner. He said New Delhi fully supports the early return of
peace and stability with a priority on humanitarian efforts. He added that
India is ready to provide all possible cooperation in the times to come in
this direction. During his meeting with Russian President Vladimir Putin in
Kazan, Mr. Modi said his recent visits to Russia reflect the two countries'
close coordination and deep friendship. He also said it is a matter of great
pleasure for him to have the opportunity to visit a beautiful city like Kazan
for the BRICS Summit. The Prime Minister highlighted that India has deep
and historical ties with this city and the opening of India's new consulate in
Kazan will further strengthen the ties. He added that the BRICS has
created its special identity in 15 years and now many countries of the
world want to join the grouping. Russian President Vladimir Putin
welcomed the Indian decision to open its Consulate in Kazan which is a
welcome step. Earlier, the Prime Minister Narendra Modi said, the Indian
community has distinguished itself all over the world with their
accomplishments. He tweeted after his warm welcome in Kazan. Mr. Modi
said, he is equally glad to see the popularity of Indian culture globally. The
Prime Minister has reached Kazan on a two-day visit to Russia to attend
the 16th Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa (BRICS) Summit in
Kazan, beginning tomorrow. The Summit is themed on Strengthening
Multilateralism for Just Global Development and Security. Speaking to
Akashvani Correspondent in Kazan, India's Ambassador to Russia, Vinay
Kumar said, the summit will provide an important platform for leaders to
discuss key global issues. It will also assess the progress of initiatives
launched by BRICS. Earlier in his departure statement, Mr. Modi said that
India values the close cooperation within BRICS which has emerged as an
important platform for dialogue and discussion on issues concerning the
global developmental agenda, reformed multilateralism, climate change,
economic cooperation, building resilient supply chains, promoting cultural
and people to people connect, among others. He added, the expansion of
BRICS with the addition of new members last year has added to its



inclusivity and agenda for the global good.

SCINDIA BSNL NEW LOGO

Union Minister for Communication Jyotiraditya Scindia has said that
since the beginning of the rollout of 4G, the subscribers of Bharat Sanchar
Nigam Limited (BSNL) have increased from 75 lakh to 1.8 crore in the last
six months. Unveiling the new logo and seven services of BSNL in New
Delhi today, the Minister said that India is among the six countries in the
world to develop its own 4G telecom network, which will soon migrate to
5G. The new logo of BSNL symbolizes strength, trust, and accessibility. On
the occasion, Mr. Scindia also launched the seven services of BSNL. These
are a Spam-Free Network, National Wi-Fi Roaming, Intranet Fiber TV,
Anytime SIM Kiosks, Direct-to-Device Service, Public Protection and
Disaster Relief, and the First Private 5G in Mines.

DELHI GOVT POLLUTION

Amid the deteriorating air quality in Delhi and the NCR region, the
Delhi Government has urged the Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, and Rajasthan
governments to consider banning the entry of diesel buses from their
respective states into the national capital. Delhi Environment Minister Gopal
Rai today wrote to the transport ministers of these states, highlighting that
diesel buses emit a considerable amount of harmful pollutants, which can
cause respiratory diseases and other health issues. The city government
has also appealed to citizens to turn off their vehicles on the road when the
red light is on under the "Red Light On, Gaadi Off" program. Meanwhile,
the Air Quality Index in the National Capital Region has spiked past 300.

In view of this, an 11-point action plan under Stage 2 of the Graded
Response Action Plan (GRAP) has been invoked across the National Capital
Region from today. The decision was made during the meeting of the sub-
committee of the Commission for Air Quality Management in NCR and
Adjoining Areas in New Delhi. The committee has urged citizens to avoid
dust-generating construction activities from October to January. It has also
asked for the avoidance of open burning of solid waste and biomass.
Furthermore, mechanical vacuum sweeping and water sprinkling will be
carried out on identified roads in Delhi-NCR on a daily basis. Focused and
targeted action for the abatement of air pollution in all identified hotspots
will also be undertaken. The agencies will ensure synchronization of traffic
movement and deploy adequate personnel at congestion points for the
smooth flow of traffic. Besides, the committee has also called for increasing
the frequency of services for CNG and electric buses and urged citizens to
use public transport.
