The government today dismissed the media reports which claimed that the rural
employment under the Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee
Scheme (MGNREG) has dipped by 16 per cent in the first half of the current year.
The Rural Development Ministry said that MGNREG Scheme is a demand driven
scheme and the current financial year is still ongoing, therefore it is not possible to
fix an exact target of person days generation. The Ministry noted that the total
person days generated between 2014-15 to 2024-25 were two thousand 923 crore
whereas, the total person days generated between 2006-07 to 2013-14 were only
one thousand 660 crore. The MGNREG Scheme aims at enhancing livelihood security
of households in rural areas by providing at least one hundred days of guaranteed
wage employment in a financial year to every household whose adult members
volunteer to do unskilled manual work.

The Ministry also mentioned that Adhaar seeding has been done for around 13
crore active workers, which is 99.3 percent of total active workers. It enabled to
minimise the rejection of transactions due to the frequent changing of accounts. The
Ministry highlighted that in the current financial year 86 thousand crore rupees has
been allocated for MGNREG, which is the highest since the inception of this scheme.

In addition, the minimum average notified wage rate has been increased by seven



per cent.

SL-SOLAR ROOFTOP SYSTEMS

India has handed over solar rooftop systems to religious locations in Sri Lanka in
continuation of its the energy partnership in the neighbourhood. In a ceremony held
on Friday, representatives from High Commission of India, Ceylon Electricity Board
and the Sri Lanka Sustainable Energy Authority handed over the solar panels and
other materials to four prominent religious locations in Colombo. These include a
Buddhist temple at Hokandara, Sri Aanjaneyar Temple, St. Anthony’s Church, and
Mutwal Jumma Mosque.

This initiative is part of a 17 million US dollar Indian project to install Solar
Rooftop Systems across 5,000 religious institutions throughout Sri Lanka. Designed to
reduce energy expenses and support Sri Lanka’s shift toward renewable energy, the
project spans all nine provinces and 25 districts, representing the major religions in

the island.



The project aims to generate 25 MW of solar capacity, supplying approximately
37 million units annually, and contribute to Sri Lanka’s “people-centric energy
transition.” India’s support extends beyond installation, with a five-year maintenance
plan to ensure sustained benefits.

This effort aligns with India’s “"Neighbourhood First” policy, which emphasizes
cooperation on Sri Lankan priorities. It also complements other energy collaborations,
including solar electrification of Buddhist temples, hybrid energy projects, and LNG
infrastructure development.

During the BRICS summit, Mr Modi gifted exquisite work from Maharashtra to



the leaders of Iran and Uzbekistan. He gifted to the President of Iran, a Mother of
Pearl Sea Shell Vase, which is a masterpiece of coastal craftsmanship. In
Maharashtra, especially in its coastal regions, artisans have honed the art of crafting
exquisite items from sea shells, creating unique and luxurious pieces like this vase.
