Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his Spanish Counterpart Pedro Sanchez jointly inaugurated
the TATA Aircraft Complex for the manufacturing of C-295 Military aircraft in Vadodara today. This is
the first private sector Final Assembly Line for the manufacturing of military aircraft in India.

Addressing the occasion, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said Tata Aircraft Complex reinforces
India’s position as a trusted partner in global aerospace manufacturing. He added that the factory will
not only strengthen the India- Spain ties but also empower the Make In India and Make For the
World Mission. Stressing upon India's rising capabilities in defence manufacturing, the PM said the
day is not far when India will manufacture civilian aircrafts for the world and India's MSME sector will
have a big role to play in it.

PM also highlighted the unprecedented growth of India’s defence sector and several steps
taken by his government to build a vibrant Defence industry in the country and boost private sector
partnership in defence manufacturing. Nearly 1 thousand defence startups have been established in
the country during the last five years. During the last ten years, India’s defence exports have
increased by 30 fold. India is how exporting defence equipments to more than 100 countries in the
world.

The PM said the new facility in Vadodara will also play a key role in providing skills and
technology to youths in the country and generate thousands of jobs for them. Talking about the
strong people to people ties between India and Spain through food, films and football, the PM said



both the countries have decided to celebrate the year 2026 as the year of Culture Tourism and Al

Speaking on the occasion, Spanish PM Pedro Sanchez said the partnership between Airbus and
Tata will contribute to the progress of the Indian aerospace industry and will open new doors for the
arrival of other European companies.

Apart from Tatas, leading defence public sector units such as Bharat Electronics Ltd. and
Bharat Dynamics Ltd, as well as private Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises will contribute to this
programme. Out of the total 56, C 295 military aircrafts to be produced for India under the projects,
40 will be manufactured in Vadodara by Tata Advanced Systems limited while 16 aircrafts will be
delivered directly by Spain based aviation giant Airbus.

Our correspondent reports that both the leaders held a roadshow from the airport to the Tata
Aircraft Complex. The leaders are also scheduled to hold delegation level talks.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will inaugurate and lay the foundation stone of projects worth
around Rs 4,900 Crore at Amreli in Gujarat. These projects will benefit the citizens of Amreli,
Jamnagar, Morbi, Devbhoomi Dwarka, Junagadh, Porbandar, Kachchh, and Botad districts of the
state. The PM will also inaugurate the water conservation initiative of Dholakia Foundation, Bharat
Mata Sarovar in Dudhala, in Amreli.

PADDY PROCUREMENT:

Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, Mr Joshi announced that
an online portal for grievance redressal of rice millers will be launched shortly so that any difficulties
faced by the stakeholders can be addressed promptly.

Jharkhand

In Jharkhand, scrutiny of nomination papers for the first phase of Assembly elections will be



undertaken today. 805 candidates have filed their nominations for the first phase of polling to be held
in forty-three constituencies on the 13th of next month. Candidates can withdraw their nominations
till 30th of this month. Counting of votes will be taken up on November 23.

ASSAM- BYPOLLS

In Assam, scrutiny of nhomination papers for the by-polls to five assembly seats is
in progress. 38 candidates have filed nomination papers for by-polls to Dholai,
Samaguri, Behali, Sidli and Bongaigaon constituencies to be held on 13th of next
month. Our Correspondent reports that the ruling BIJP has filed nhominations in three
seats while UPPL and Asom Gana Parishad in one seat each. The opposition Congress
has put up candidates in all the five seats. AAP and Bodoland People's Front have filed
nominations for two and one seat respectively.

SOP CHILDREN

The Indian Railways, in collaboration with the Ministry of Women and Child
Development, have launched a revised Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) for the
protection of vulnerable children. The Ministry of Railways said, the SOP outlines a
robust framework for safeguarding children who came into contact with the Indian
Railways. It also reinforces Indian Railways’ commitment to prevent child exploitation
and trafficking by providing a safety net for at-risk children who may have been
separated from their families.

To safeguard vulnerable children nationwide, Anti-Human Trafficking Unit are to be set
up in about 262 stations across the country. Railways is also running an operation Meri
Saheli for protection of single ladies travelling in trains. The Ministry stated that the
Railway Protection Force (RPF) is undertaking a proactive role to make sure that its
premises are not used by human traffickers to encourage the transportation of children.
RPF has rescued over 57 thousand children in the last five years from trafficking, out of
which close to 18 thousand were girls.

During the launch Women and Child Development Secretary, Anil Malik pressed the
need to safeguard vulnerable groups, especially juveniles who risk exploitation by
human traffickers. He also praised the Indian Railways for its initiatives to enhance the
safety and security of juveniles from the human traffickers.
