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FUR. REV. FS BRIEFING - PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold bilateral talks with
Chinese President Xi Jinping on the sidelines of the BRICS summit
in Kazan, Russia today. The meeting assumes significance in the
backdrop of the two countries arriving at an agreement on
patrolling arrangements in areas along the Line of Actual Control.
The meeting between Prime Minister Modi and Chinese President
will be the first structured meeting in last five years. Mr. Modi will



also address BRICS sessions. Mr. Modi also held bilateral talks with
Presidents of Russia and Iran wherein he stressed the need for
peaceful resolution of issues and said that war does not bring
solutions. In his meeting with Mr. Putin, Mr. Modi asserted that
India is ready to assist in bringing a peaceful resolution to the
Russia - Ukraine conflict. Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri informed
media persons that Prime Minister Modi briefed President Putin
about his engagements with the Ukrainian leadership and noted
that India stood ready to contribute in bringing peace to the
region. Mr. Modi and Iran President Masoud Pezeshkian also met
on the sidelines of the BRICS Summit and discussed the situation
in West Asia. Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri informed the media
that Mr. Modi expressed his deep concern over the escalating
conflict and reiterated India's call for the protection of civilians. He
also underlined the need for dialogue and diplomacy to de-
escalate tensions. Mr. Misri elaborated that the two leaders also
held discussion on Afghanistan and underscored the importance
of maintaining peace and stability in the region along with
continuing humanitarian assistance to the people of Afghanistan.

Jharkhand Mukti Morcha (JMM) and Rashtriya Janta Dal
(RID) have released the first list of candidates for Jharkhand
Assembly Elections. JMM has released the name of 35 candidates,
while RID has released name of six candidates.

Chief Minister and Executive President of JMM Hemant Soren
will contest from Barhet seat while Speaker Rabindra Nath Mahto
has been given ticket from Nala constituency. Kalpana Soren will
fight from Gandey seat.

On the other hand, State RID Chief Sanjay Kumar Singh
Yadav has been given ticket from Hussainabad constituency and
Former Minister Suresh Paswan will contest from Deoghar seat.
This time the Party has not given ticket to Satyanand Bhokta, who
is minister in Hemant Soren cabinet. The RID has given ticket to
his daughter-in-Law from Chatra constituency. In seat sharing
formula of I.N.D.I.A block, 70 seats were given to Jharkhand
Mukti Morcha and Congress, while 11 seats were given to RIJD and
CPI-M. Congress has released the name of 21 candidates. The
CPI-ML has not yet officially released the nhame of party
candidates.

Assembly elections in Jharkhand are being held in two
phases. The first phase of polling will take place on 13th
November, while the second phase is on 20th November. Counting
of votes will be taken up on 23rd November.

The bypoll was necessitated following the resignation of
Rahul Gandhi, who chose to represent Rae Bereily, after winning
from both Rae Bareily and Wayanad in the last general elections.

In Chelakkara reserved assembly constituency, Remya
Haridas of the UDF, U R Pradeep of the LDF and NDA candidate K
Balakrishnan will file their nomination papers by this afternoon.
The Chelakkara assembly seat fell vacant after former state
Minister K Radhakrishnan resigned the seat after he was elected
from Alathur constituency in the parliamentary polls.

In Palakkad assembly constituency, NDA candidate C
Krishnakumar will file his nomination papers today. UDF candidate
Rahul Mankoottathil and LDF candidate Dr P Sarin will file
nomination papers tomorrow. The Palakkad seat fell vacant after



sitting MLA Shafi Parambil resigned, on getting elected to the

NEPAL-AWARD

Urmila Chaudhary of Nepal won the Global Anti-Racism
Championship Award 2024 which was presented by Secretary of
State Antony J. Blinken. This award honours six civil society
leaders for their exceptional courage, leadership, and commitment
to advancing racial equity, justice, and human rights.
Urmila Chaudhary is an abolitionist and labour activist who was
rescued from child servitude at age 17. She co-founded the Freed
Kamlari Development Forum and established 42 cooperatives to
empower former bonded labourers. She is currently studying law
to further her fight against injustice. Urmila Chaudhary is
honoured for her dedication to advancing the rights of
marginalized castes and ethnic communities in Nepal and for
combating systemic racism and intersectional abuses.
Under the Kamalari system practised in Western Terai of Nepal,
girls and young women were sold by their parents into indentured
servitude under contract for periods of one year to richer and
higher-caste buyers. On 10 September 2006, the Supreme Court
of Nepal affirmed that this practice known as kamlari was illegal,
and that former kamlaris were entitled to governmental
compensation, education and rehabilitation. However, the interim
government of Nepal in 2006 failed to comply with the Supreme
Court's ruling, and the practice continued to exist. The suspicious
death of 12-year-old Kamlari girl Srijana Chaudhary in March
2013, revived the movement and saw mass protests taking place
to demand the practice's immediate end. In June 2013, the
government officially abolished the Kamlari system and agreed to
a 10-point plan involving compensation, rehabilitation and justice
for victims of abuse. <><><>

ODISHA CYCLONE DANA

'Dana’ is moving with a speed of 3 km per hour towards the
Odisha coast and is likely to make landfall in between the coast of
Kendrapara and Balasore district, more specifically near Dhamra
port in Bhadrak district. It is likely to make landfall either in the
late night of tomorrow or early morning of Friday. The Indian
Meteorological Department (IMD) has said the depression over the
east central Bay of Bengal is set to turn into a severe cyclonic
storm today and thereafter it is likely to intensify into a severe
cyclonic storm over northwest Bay of Bengal by tomorrow
morning. The severe cyclonic storm is expected to strike the
Odisha coast with a wind speed of 100 to 120 km per hour at the
time of the landfall. Chief Minister of Odisha Mohan Charan Majhi
has convened a Cabinet meeting this morning at Bhubaneswar to
discuss the relief and rescue operations to be made during and
after the severe cyclone hit the Odisha coast.
