FUR. REV. FS BRIEFING - PM VISIT 
 Prime Minister Narendra Modi will hold bilateral talks with Chinese 
President Xi Jinping on the sidelines of the BRICS  summit in Kazan, Russia 
today. The meeting assumes significance in the backdrop of the two 
countries arriving  at an agreement on patrolling arrangements in areas 
along the Line of Actual Control. The meeting between Prime Minister Modi 



and Chinese President will be the first structured meeting in last five years. 
Mr. Modi will also address BRICS sessions. Mr. Modi also held bilateral talks 
with Presidents of Russia and Iran wherein he stressed the need for 
peaceful resolution of issues and said that war does not bring solutions. In 
his meeting with Mr. Putin, Mr. Modi asserted that India is ready to assist 
in bringing a peaceful resolution to the Russia - Ukraine conflict. Foreign 
Secretary Vikram Misri informed media persons that Prime Minister Modi 
briefed President Putin about his engagements with the Ukrainian 
leadership and noted that India stood ready to contribute in bringing peace 
to the region. Mr. Modi and Iran President Masoud Pezeshkian also met on 
the sidelines of the BRICS Summit and discussed the situation in West Asia. 
Foreign Secretary Vikram Misri informed the media that Mr. Modi expressed 
his deep concern over the escalating conflict and reiterated India's call for 
the protection of civilians.

In a statement, the 
organisers announced that the next edition of the Games will include only 10 
sports, striking a balance between ensuring the event has a multi-sport feel and 
the need to manage financial and operational risk.  The 23rd edition of the 
Commonwealth Games will take place in Glasgow, Scotland from 23rd of July to 
2nd of August in 2026, across four venues. Around 3,000 athletes from 74 
Commonwealth nations and territories, including India, will compete in the 
Games. 
 
REV. IND NZ TEST: n Cricket, the second test match between India and New 

Zealand will begin tomorrow at Maharashtra Cricket Association Stadium in Pune 
from 9:30 AM IST. Rohit Sharma led India will try to make a comeback in the 
series, after they lost the first test at Bengaluru. The hosts are currently trailing 
the three-match series with 1-nil. 

 For India, all-rounder Washington Sundar has been added to the squad for 
remainder of the series. While for New Zealand, former skipper Kane Williamson 
will also miss the second Test as he continues his rehabilitation from a groin 
strain. 
 
DELHI GOVT POLLUTION 
 
 Amid the deteriorating air quality in Delhi and the NCR region, the 
Delhi Government has urged the Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, and Rajasthan 
governments to consider banning the entry of diesel buses from their 
respective states into the national capital. Delhi Environment Minister Gopal 
Rai today wrote to the transport ministers of these states, highlighting that 
diesel buses emit a considerable amount of harmful pollutants, which can 
cause respiratory diseases and other health issues. The city government 
has also appealed to citizens to turn off their vehicles on the road when the 
red light is on under the "Red Light On, Gaadi Off" program. Meanwhile, 
the Air Quality Index in the National Capital Region has spiked past 300. 
In view of this, an 11-point action plan under Stage 2 of the Graded 



Response Action Plan (GRAP) has been invoked across the National Capital 
Region from today. The decision was made during the meeting of the sub-
committee of the Commission for Air Quality Management in NCR and 
Adjoining Areas in New Delhi. The committee has urged citizens to avoid 
dust-generating construction activities from October to January. It has also 
asked for the avoidance of open burning of solid waste and biomass. 
Furthermore, mechanical vacuum sweeping and water sprinkling will be 
carried out on identified roads in Delhi-NCR on a daily basis. Focused and 
targeted action for the abatement of air pollution in all identified hotspots 
will also be undertaken. The agencies will ensure synchronization of traffic 
movement and deploy adequate personnel at congestion points for the 
smooth flow of traffic. Besides, the committee has also called for increasing 
the frequency of services for CNG and electric buses and urged citizens to 
use public transport. 
 
GUJARAT - AMIT SHAH 
 Union Home Minister Amit Shah stressed the importance of legislative 
clarity in drafting laws to minimize the scope for judicial interference. 
Addressing the legislators of the Gujarat Assembly at a legislative drafting 
workshop in Gandhinagar, Mr. Shah said that the more grey areas there are 
in drafting, the greater the scope for judicial interpretation. He said that 
clear and flawless legislation not only aids in its implementation but also 
helps bring transformation to the democratic system. He urged the 
members of the House to undergo training in legislative drafting to 
enhance the clarity, logic, and practicality of future legislation. Gujarat 
Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel and Speaker of the Gujarat Assembly 
Shankar Chaudhary were also present on the occasion.
