FOREX reserves have grown to over 700 billion dollars. He noted
that an international assembly was held to discuss the telecom
and digital future. The Prime Minister added that a global fintech
festival, discussions on the global semiconductor ecosystem, and
an international conference on renewable energy and civil
aviation were also organized. Mr. Modi emphasized that this is not
just a list of events but a list of hope associated with India.

CYCLONE - ODISHA
Odisha is gearing up to tackle possible disasters due to the severe



cyclonic storm 'Dana' which is heading towards its coast and likely to make
landfall on Thursday morning. The state government has cancelled leave of
all officers and staff due to the impending cyclonic storm and asked them
to remain alert at their headquarters. Indian Meteorological Department
(IMD) has predicted that a low pressure area will be formed over the east-
central Bay of Bengal and adjoining north Andaman Sea today. It will move
west-northwestwards and intensify into a depression by tomorrow and
further intensify into a cyclonic storm over the east-central Bay of Bengal
by Wednesday. Thereafter, it is very likely to move northwestwards and
reach the north-west Bay of Bengal off Odisha-West Bengal coasts by
Thursday morning and make a landfall with a wind speed of 120 km per
hour. The exact location of the landfall of the severe cyclonic storm is yet
to be predicted by IMD. More from our correspondent:

The Odisha government has planned for massive evacuation
of people living in low lying areas of coastal districts as the severe
cyclonic storm ‘Dana’ is likely to make a landfall on Thursday
morning off Odisha coast. It is ready to meet any eventuality
particularly water logging and landslides in hilly areas due to the
possible severe cyclonic storm. District and concerned
departments have been instructed to operate control rooms on a
24 x7 basis. Cyclone shelters are being kept in readiness, while
provision of drinking water during and lighting arrangements are
being done. District collectors have been asked to remain in
preparedness in their respective areas and keep continuous vigil
of low-lying areas, dewatering wherever required, including urban
areas. They have been asked to advise farmers to postpone
application of fertilizers and chemicals in agricultural fields and
advised people to keep livestock in safe places. The district
collectors have also been instructed to hold meetings at their end

today and send their requirements about deployment of ODRAF,
fire services and NDRF units. Pregnant women are being shifted

to nearest hospitals.. Fishermen have been warned not to venture

into the sea off Odisha Coast from today till Saturday. However.
the public has been advised to be alert but need not panic.
Meanwhile, the IMD has predicted rainfall in most of the coastal

districts of Odisha from today due to the cyclonic formation. It
has issued a red warning of extremely heavy rainfall for four




districts, Puri, Khordha, Ganjam and Jagatsinghpur. of Odisha due
to the cyclonic storm 'Dana’on Thursday, the day of likely landfall
of the severe cyclonic storm. Heavy to very heavy rainfall is also
predicted in Kendrapara, Cuttack, Nayagarh, Kandhamal and
Gajapati districts on the same day. Yellow warning has been
issued in Bhadrak, Balasore, Jajpur. Anqul, Dhenkanal, Boudh,
Kalahandi, Rayagada, Koraput Malkangiri, Mayurbhanj and
Keonjhar districts.

PM-BRICS SUMMIT: Prime Minister Narendra Modi will leave for Russia
tomorrow to attend the 16th Brazil, Russia, India, China, and South Africa
(BRICS) Summit on Tuesday and Wednesday and also hold bilateral
meetings with leaders of the group's members and other invitees. The
summit is the first since the expansion of the group to nine members, with
Egypt, Iran, Ethiopia, and the UAE joining this year after being offered
membership in the 2023 summit in South Africa. In a statement, the
External Ministry said that Prime Minister Modi will visit Russia from
October 22-23 at the invitation of Russian President Vladimir Putin, to
attend the 16th BRICS Summit, being held in Kazan, under the
chairmanship of Russia. The Summit in Kazan is themed on Strengthening
Multilateralism for Just Global Development and Security and will provide
an important platform for leaders to discuss key global issues. It will offer a
valuable opportunity to assess the progress of initiatives launched by
BRICS and to identify potential areas for future collaboration. Apart from
the main BRICS meeting, there will be meetings in the BRICS+ format on
the theme "BRICS and the Global South: Building the Future of the World
Together" involving representatives from Asia, Africa, the Middle East, and
Latin America.
