India’s third gold of the day came when Gautami Bhanot, Sambhavi
Kshirsagar and Anoushka Thakur, won junior women'’s 10m air rifle team
event.

Parth Mane’s effort was the highlight of the day as He shot 250.7 in

the 24-shot final to pip reigning junior Asian champion Huang Liwanlin of

Parth’s compatriots, the in-form Ajay Malik and the seasoned-at-15
Abhinav Shaw finished fifth and seventh, respectively. Ajay went down in
shoot-off to Lindgren to finish with 186.7 while Abhinav bowed out in
seventh with 144.2. As of now India continue to lead the medal tally with
five golds at the end of competition day three of the on-going ISSF Junior

World Championship.

J&K-VOTER TURNOUT

In Jammu and Kashmir, a voter turnout of 11.60 per cent was
recorded in the first two hours of voting in the third and last phase of
Assembly polls today. Our Correspondent reports that long queues of
enthusiastic voters are seen waiting for their turn to exercise their right to
franchise.

the Kashmir Valley. As part of the Election Commission's efforts to ensure
transparency, all the polling stations are having webcasting facilities and
are provided with Assured Minimum Facilities like drinking water,
electricity, toilet, ramp, furniture, veranda/shed besides wheelchairs will
also be provided to the needy. First two phases of assembly elections were
held on 18th September and 25th September in Jammu and Kashmir. The
counting of votes will take place on 8th October.

BJP floor leader in Telangana Assembly A. Maheshwar Reddy, and



party MLAs also participated in the protest.
Speaking on the occasion, BJP leaders alleged that the Congress had

betrayed the farmers by not implementing the promises made during the
elections. They said after coming to power, Congress had gone back on its
promises. They also slammed the ruling party in Telangana for failing to
fully implement a crop loan waiver scheme.

Chief Minister Atishi

The Supreme Court has stayed the proceedings in a criminal defamation
case against Delhi Chief Minister Atishi and Arvind Kejriwal. The defamation
case was filed by Delhi BIP leader, Rajiv Babbar over the remarks of AAP
leaders on the alleged deletion of names of 30 lakh voters belonging to a
particular community from the electoral rolls. A bench of Justices
Hrishikesh Roy and SVN Bhatti stayed the proceedings in the trial court
yesterday.

Atishi and Kejriwal had challenged the Delhi HC order, which refused
to quash the case saying the alleged remark prima facie lowered the
reputation of the BIP.

CENTRE- FLOOD

The Centre has approved the release of 675 crore rupees to flood-affected
States of Gujarat, Manipur and Tripura as an advance from National
Disaster Response Fund (NDRF). Of the toal amount, 600 crore ruppes has
been approved for Gujarat, 50 crore rupees for Manipur and 25 crore
rupees for Tripura. These states have been affected by the extremely
heavy rainfall, floods and landslides during the south-west monsoon this
year. Ministry of Home Affairs said in a statement that the Central
Government is fully committed to provide all possible assistance to flood-
affected States.

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DAY JAMAICA PM-VISIT



Prime Minister of Jamaica Dr. Andrew Holness arrived in New
Delhi this morning on a four day official visit to India. Union
Minister of State for Finance Pankaj Chaudhary received him at
the airport. This is the first visit of Mr Holness to India and also
the first ever bilateral visit of a Prime Minister of Jamaica to India.

During the visit, Dr Holness will hold delegation level talks
with Prime Minister Modi tomorrow and call on the President and
the Vice President. The visit will also provide an opportunity to him to
meet with other dignitaries and interact with trade and industry leaders. A
number of MoUs are expected to be signed during the visit giving a fillip to
bilateral cooperation.

India and Jamaica share strong historical and cultural linkages,
reflected in their shared colonial past, values of democracy and freedom,
and passion for cricket. This visit is expected to bolster bilateral relations,
enhance economic cooperation, and solidify the longstanding bonds
between Jamaica and India.

NEPAL FLOOD

Nepal's Ministry of Home Affairs confirms that the death toll has
increased to 209 people, 29 people are still missing and 142 people are
injured. Nepal Army and Police have rescued more than 4500 people. Army
has rescued 425 people during its rescue and relief operations.

There is severe damage to infrastructure as roads are broken and
blocked,16 bridges are damaged and there is severe loss of personal
properties of residents in flood-affected areas. People's livelihoods and
businesses are adversely affected. The Department of Roads is trying to
remove debris from blocked roads connecting to the federal capital of
Nepal. The Bhainse-Bhimphedi road has been blocked due to a landslide in
Makwanpur. Two-way traffic has resumed along the Prithvi Highway after
clearing the landslide debris this morning. Works are also underway to
clear the landslides on other blocked roads. Over 1,700 vehicles have
entered Kathmandu following the clearance of the Prithvi Highway which
was blocked by a landslide at Jhyaplekhola in Dahding.

Passengers stranded along the BP Highway in Kavrepalanchowk due
to flooding from the Roshi River are expected to be rescued soon. A Nepali

Army team has been deployed to assist with the rescue operations using



ropes and aerial support.
