 Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will inaugurate the second edition of 
its flagship international seminar, the Chanakya Defence Dialogue in New 
Delhi today. The Minister will launch the Indian Army's Green Initiative 1.0 
and Digitisation of IA 1.0. The Minister will deliver a keynote address on 
‘India’s Vision for Development and Security,’ underscoring the importance 
of comprehensive security in achieving Viksit Bharat @2047. Chief of Army 
Staff General Upendra Dwivedi will also address the audience, highlighting 
the Indian Army’s significant contributions to nation-building, including 
initiatives aligned with Atmanirbhar Bharat. 
 The two-day event will bring together policymakers, strategic 
thinkers, academics, defence personnel, veterans, and scientists. 
Prominent speakers from the United States, Russia, Israel, and Sri Lanka 
will also participate in the Dialogue. The dialogue will explore India’s 
strategic pathways towards Viksit Bharat @2047, focusing on the role of 
comprehensive security in national development. The Chanakya Defence 
Dialogue will consist of six expert-led sessions, each focusing on critical 
aspects of comprehensive security.

SITHARAMAN - US TOUR 

 Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman chaired the Roundtable on 
Disaster Resilient Infrastructure, on the sidelines of the World Bank and 
IMF Annual Meetings, in Washington DC, USA last night. The Finance 
Ministry said during the meeting Mrs Sitharaman stressed on the danger of 
the development gains being undercut by increasing climate-induced risks 
to infrastructure and the critical services it supports.  

 The Minister also participated in the Global Sovereign Debt 
Roundtable on the sidelines of the World Bank and IMF Annual Meetings. 
During the meet, she called for a deeper dialogue to help countries meet 
debt obligations without compromising critical investments. She also 
cautioned against contingency financing instruments as they can result in 
deferred obligations, which can worsen future debt challenges.  

Meanwhile, during a panel discussion organised by the Center for 
Global Development, Mrs Sitharaman stated that India's priority is not to 
impose its dominance and that the nation has followed policy of strategic 
and peaceful multilateralism. She urged multilateral institutions to focus on 
their core competencies and strengthen themselves for the global good.

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REV. CYCLONE DANA 
 The severe cyclone 'Dana' formed over the east-central Bay of Bengal 
is set to make landfall along the Odisha coast somewhere between 
Bhitarkanika and Dhamra late tonight. India Meteorological Department 
(IMD) has predicted wind speeds of 100 to 120 km per hour during the 



landfall of 'Dana' and the landfall process will continue till early morning of 
tomorrow with widespread impact to the region. The severe cyclone is 280 
km from Paradip and 310 km from Dhamra off Odisha coast and it is 
moving at a speed of 15 km per hour in the Bay of Bengal. 
 Kendrapara, Balasore, Mayurbhanj, Jagatsinghpur and Bhadrak 
districts of Odisha will be worst affected by  'Dana' along with very heavy 
to extremely heavy rainfalls, while the 9 other districts of the state will also 
experience heavy rainfalls under its impact. All air services from and to Biju 
Patnaik International Airport at Bhubaneswar have been cancelled from 5 
this evening till 9 tomorrow morning. 
 People living in low lying areas in coastal areas are being shifted to 
multipurpose cyclone centers. All schools, colleges, universities and many 
government institutions have been closed till tomorrow. Leaves of doctors 
and government employees have been cancelled, while a large number of 
passenger trains have also been cancelled. Fishermen have been banned 
from entering the sea. More from our correspondent:

 "The Bay of Bengal along Odisha coast has been rough since 
this morning with high tides and heavy winds. Rains have started 
in many coastal districts including Balasore, Bhadrak, Kendrapara, 
Jagatisingpur and Puri with cloudy weather in most parts of 
Odisha as severe cyclone 'Dana' is set to landfall tonight on the 
Odisha coast. The IMD has said rainfalls and wind speed will 
increase on and off Odisha coast since this evening, while high 
tidal waves upto 2 to 3 meters are expected along the coast. The 
state government has opened cyclone control rooms in various 
districts likely to be badly affected by 'Dana', while ministers have 
been given charge of red zone districts predicted by the IMD. The 
government plans to shift 90 percent of the population living in 
low lying areas to multipurpose cyclone centres by 11 this 
morning. More than 40 flights and about 200 trains have been 
cancelled today and tomorrow as all coastal districts and some 
interior districts are likely to experience extremely to very heavy 
rainfalls from this evening till tomorrow morning.
