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YARN DEPOT- CONGRESS: Celebrations were held in Vemulawada town 
under the auspices of the Congress party for setting up a yarn depot at 
Vemulawada in Rajanna Sircilla district and issuing an order allocating Rs 
50 crore. They performed a milk abishek to portraits of Chief Minister 
Revanth Reddy, Ministers Bhatti Vikramarka, Sridhar Babu, Ponnam 
Prabhakar and government whip Vemulawada MLA Adi Srinivas in front of 
Rajarajeswara swamy temple. K K Mahender Reddy, congress party in-
charge of Sircilla constituency, thanked the Chief Minister and Minister 
Tummala Nageswara Rao on behalf of Handloom workers netannas for 
sanctioning the yarn depot at Vemulawada. (PTC)-9 
  
BANDI: Union Minister of State for Home Bandi Sanjay has sanctioned 
financial assistance of Rs 10,000 each to 30 people arrested and released 
in the Jainur incident from his personal funds for their family protection. A 
total of 30 people went to jail in the incident, out of which 27 who were 
released from Karimnagar jail, were directly assisted by the Minister while 
cheques were issued to the remaining three who were released from 
Asifabad district sub-jail by BJP State Leader Satish Babu and BJYM state 
spokesperson Elagati Suchith today. (PTC)-7 
  
HARISH: Bharat Rashtra Samithi leader Harish Rao today alleged that the 
Telangana government has failed the state’s youth. He stated that the 
youth who believed in Congress’s six guarantees and campaigned for them 
in the districts are suffering due to unemployment now. He alleged that the 
non-implementation of the six guarantees has led to the non-increment of 
pensions for senior citizens. The former Telangana finance minister further 
criticised the Congress government for non-implementation of farmer loans 
leading to financial hardship for farmers. He further slammed the 
government over unemployment stating that it had promised 2 lakh jobs; 
however, there was no progress even after 10 months. He alleged that 
Congress also ignored benefits promised to the unemployed. (DESK)-10

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KTR: Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) working president KT Rama Rao held 
the Congress responsible for hardships faced by the farmers in Telangana. 
He criticised the government’s negligence toward the farming community, 
stating that both land-owning farmers and tenant farmers were suffering 
due to a lack of support. In a statement, KTR said the ongoing irrigation 
crisis coupled with the incomplete crop loan waiver and the absence of the 
Rythu Bharosa scheme had left hundreds of farmers in a lurch, with many 
dying by suicide. (X)---7 
ARREST: The Hyderabad City Cyber Crimes Unit arrested 18 individuals, 
including three key masterminds, involved in various cyber frauds. In a 
coordinated effort led by the Hyderabad Cyber Crime Police, six teams 
were deployed across states like Karnataka, Maharashtra, and Rajasthan. 
The 18 individuals arrested are linked to a staggering 319 cases across 
India, including 45 from Telangana. The Hyderabad City Cyber Crimes unit 
seized Cash: Rs 5,00,000, 26 mobile phones,16 ATM cards, 7 passbooks, 
11 cheque books,10 SIM cards,2 laptops,2 high-configuration desktops1 
hard disk and 1 rubber stamp. Additionally, Rs 1,61,25,876 has been frozen 
in the bank accounts associated with the accused.(DESK)-9 
POLICE: In light of the rising threat of cybercrime in Hyderabad, the city’s 
police commissioner has urged the public to remain vigilant. Citizens are 
advised to exercise caution when sharing personal information online, 
especially on investment platforms, unauthorized trading websites, courier 
services like FedEx, and dating platforms.

AWARD: The Union Information and Broadcasting ministry suspended 
choreographer Jani Master’s National Award over allegations of sexual 
assault. The choreographer, whose real name is Shaik Jani Basha, had won 
the National Award for Best Choreography for the song Megham Karukkat 
from Thiruchitrambalam. The award was shared with the song’s other 
choreographer Sathish Krishnan. However, the National Film Awards Cell of 
the I&B Ministry issued a statement that the award was

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DECORATION: As part of the Navratri celebrations, the committee 
members of Kanyaka Parameswari temple in Mahabubnagar district 
headquarters decorated the goddess with 6 crore 66 lakh 66 thousand 



6hundred 66 rupees and 66 paise For the past few years, it has been 
customary for members of the town Arya Vaishya Sangha to decorate the 
goddess with currency notes as part of the Mahalakshmi decoration. The 
members of the committee will take one number as standard every year 
and decorate it. This time the 6 digit was chosen and the currency 
decoration was done with specially called experts from Tamil Nadu. This 
decoration is very impressive for the devotees.

SCHOOLS: Telangana Deputy Chief Minister Bhatti Vikramarka announced 
today, the state government will construct Young India Integrated 
Residential Schools at a budget of Rs 5,000 crore. He said that the 
foundation for the schools will be laid on the eve of Dasara across 
Telangana and all schools will be constructed on 20-25 acres of land. 
Education up to class 12 will be provided in these schools.  So far, 25 
constituencies have already provided land details for these schools, with 
others to follow soon. The deputy CM of Telangana added that the 
government would spend Rs 5,000 crore annually on these schools. He 
drew a comparison with the previous Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) 
government, which he said allocated Rs 73 crore for the same. He said, 
these schools will focus on green energy usage, all round development of 
students including academics, sports and entertainment. Apart from these, 
the government plans to construct theatres for students to access satellite-
based education and promote integrated learning, he added. (DESK)-13

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KISHAN REDDY:  Union Coal and Mines Minister G.  Kishan Reddy today 
flagged off the inaugural run of the Secunderabad – Vascodagama Express 
from Secunderabad station. Addressing the gathering he highlighted the 
significant infrastructural development in the railways across Telangana in 
recent years. He noted that the introduction of this exclusive train service 
to Goa fulfils a long standing demand from the people of Telangana. The 
Minister emphasized that the service not only improves connectivity to Goa 
but also provides direct travel options for people wishing to reach major 



cities in Karnataka. Speaking about the ongoing modernization of railway 
stations in Telangana, Kishan Reddy stated that the re-development works 
of Secunderabad railway station will be completed by the end of 2025. He 
also mentioned that development works at Cherlapally railway terminal are 
nearing completion.  The new weekly express will operate twice a week 
from Secunderabad on Wednesday and Friday and return direction from 
Vascodagama in Thursday and Saturday. SCR General Manager Arun 
Kumar Jain, Secunderabad Divisional Manager B.K. Jain as well as other 
Senior Railway officials were present. PTC HYD-15 
KOMATI REDDY: Telangana Minister for Roads and Buildings 
Komatireddy Venkat Reddy emphasised the importance of earlier cancer 
deduction, noting that the disease claims millions of lives globally, affecting 
people of all ages and genders. The Minister participated as Chief Guest at 
the Grace Cancer Run organized by the Grace Cancer Foundation in 
Gachibowli stadium in Hyderabad under the slogan run for grace – screen 
for life. He said that Telangana Government has implemented several 
measures including the distribution of digital health cards to aid in cancer 
prevention.
