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JAISHANKAR - KAUTILYA ECONOMIC CONFERENCE: External Affairs
Minister Dr S Jaishankar today stated that QUAD defies all conventional models
of institutionalised cooperation and it has been very innovative because of this.
In a conversation at the 3rd Kautilya Economic Conference in New Delhi, the
Minister pointed out that it is advantageous that QUAD is not a treaty based
organisation. He said QUAD is one of the key mechanisms in the Indo-Pacific.

The External Affairs Minister stressed that it is important that India is
connected to all major players and seen as a country with a greater sense of
responsibility to global polity. He emphasised that in today's day and age, the
countries who can make a difference should try and do it. On problems being
faced by the world now, Dr Jaishankar said it is apparent that levels of
globalisation have reached a point where it is difficult to contain any serious
issue in a region.

Touching on the subject of the UN, Dr Jaishankar said it is like an
old company which is not entirely keeping up with the market, but occupying
space. He opined that the UN will continue, but there is increasingly a non-UN
space, which is the active space.

The Minister noted that Artificial Intelligence (AI) is going to be the
most profound factor in the global order. He compared the current race for Al
supremacy to the Cold War-era nuclear arms race. He stressed that whoever has
the lead on that is going to enormously benefit in the global order.

The Kautilya Economic Conference brings together around 150
national and international academicians and policy makers to discuss some of the
most important issues confronting the Indian economy and economies of the
Global South.

EVE MALDIVES PRESIDENT (with VC)

President of Maldives Dr Mohamed Muizzu has arrived in New Delhi
on a five day state visit to India. Dr Muizzu was received by Minister of
State for External Affairs Kirti Vardhan Singh on his arrival at the airport. In
a social media post, External Affairs Ministry's spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said that the visit will provide further boost to the long-standing
India- Maldives comprehensive bilateral partnership. External Affairs
Minister Dr S Jaishankar will also call on the visiting dignitary today.

Tomorrow, President Muizzu will be accorded a ceremonial receptial
at the Rashtrapati Bhawan. He also hold discussions with Prime Minister
Narendra Modi on bilateral, regional, and international issues of mutual
interest. Several agreements are expected to be signed following the
meeting.

The Maldives President will meet President Droupadi Murmu in the
evening. During his visit, Dr Muizzu will also visit Agra, Bengaluru and



Mumbai.  Maldives is India’s key maritime neighbor in the Indian Ocean
Region and holds a special place in Prime Minister's vision of SAGAR and
India’s Neighbourhood First Policy. The visit of Maldivian President to India
after the recent visit of the External Affairs Minister to the island nation is
testimony to the importance that India attaches to its relations with
Maldives. The visit is expected to lend further momentum to cooperation
and robust people to people ties between the two countries.

HARYANA-EVMs

In Haryana, after peaceful conclusion of voting process, EVMs have been
securely stored under three-layer security in the respective strong rooms at
different districts. The strong room will be opened on 8th of October in the
presence of Returning Officer, candidates and observers. Till then the EVMs are
kept in the strong room under the surveillance of CCTV cameras and amid tight
security arrangements. According to the final figures released by the
Election Commission, 66.96 polling has been recorded in Haryana. The
highest 74.51 percent polling was recorded in Fatehabad district and the
lowest 55.46 percent polling was recorded in Faridabad district. Counting
of votes will be held on 8th of October. After polling in Haryana,

electronic voting machines were kept in stronqg rooms amid tight
security. Electronic voting machines were kept in strong rooms in
the presence of general observers. And the strong rooms were
sealed. Leaders of various political parties were also present on
this occasion. According to Chief Electoral Officer Pankaj
Aggarwal, the EVMs have been kept in three layer security.
Paramilitary forces have also been deployed along with Haryana
Police for security of electronic voting machines . Stronq rooms
are also being monitored through CCTV. Now the EVM machines

will be taken out from the strong room on the day of counting on
October 8.

EVE. MUMBAI FIRE: Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde today visited
the site the fire accident in Mumbai’s Chembur area and declared a
compensation of 5 lakh rupees each to the families of the victims. CM
said the government would also provide free treatment to the two persons
injured in the incident. Seven members of a family including three minors were
killed in a fire incident today when a shop at the ground floor of a two storeyed



building caught fire due to faulty electrical wiring. Expressing shock and grief
over the incident, CM said the cause of the accident would be properly
investigated by the administration and necessary steps would be taken to avert
such incidents in the future.

UP KUMBH LOGO: Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath today unveiled
the new multi-coloured logo for Mahakumbh 2025 in Prayagraj. The logo
symbolises religious and economic prosperity, with the depiction of the Amrit
Kalash, a sacred vessel from the mythological ocean churning. The design
features a temple, a seer, an urn, the Akshayvat tree, and an image of Lord
Hanuman, representing the confluence of nature and humanity in the Sanatan
civilization. It also embodies the continuous flow of self-awareness and public
welfare, serving as an inspirational emblem for Mahakumbh 2025. Kumbh Mela,
recognized by UNESCO as an 'Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity,' is
regarded as the world’s largest peaceful gathering of pilgrims. With the motto
"Sarvasiddhipradah Kumbhah". A live satellite image of the Sangam is clearly
visible in the design, symbolizing the eternal flow of these rivers as a
representation of life itself. This inclusion highlights the spiritual and
geographical importance of Prayagraj in the Maha Kumbh's rich tradition.

SL EASTER ATTACK

Sri Lanka President Anura Kumara Dissanayake has announced that
the investigations into the Easter Sunday attacks will be expedited. While
interacting at Negombo with the families of those killed in the Easter
attacks of 2019, the President said that steps will be taken to ensure that
such a tragedy never occurs again in the island nation. He assured that
justice will be delivered to the victims.

The President also stressed the importance of conducting the investigation
without any preconceived conclusions or biases.

President Anura Kumara Dissanayake visited the church during the
morning and laid floral tributes at the memorial established in honour of
the victims.

Easter Sunday Attacks that took place on 21st April 2019 claimed the
lives of 274 people and left many others injured. The tragedy is among the
most tragic disasters in the history of Sri Lanka.

ISRAEL-LEBANON: Israel’s military launched intense airstrikes on Beirut’s
southern suburbs, causing massive explosions with flames lighting up the
sky and reverberating across the city. In Gaza, Israeli forces bombed a
mosque in Deir al-Balah, killing at least 21 Palestinians and wounding



dozens more. In the latest developments in the ongoing West Asia

conflict violence has escalated on multiple fronts. Beirut's
southern suburbs endured heavy consecutive strikes from late
Saturday into Sunday, Meanwhile, Gaza's civil defence agency
reported a devastating Israeli airstrike on a mosque in central
Gaza, resulting in 21 deaths and dozens of injuries. The targeted
mosque, located near the Al-Agsa hospital in Deir al-Balah, was
reportedly being used to house displaced people. However, the

Israeli military claims it was serving as a Hamas command center.
This attack comes as the war between Israel and Hamas in the

Palestinian territory nears its first anniversary on October 7th.
In northern Gaza, the Israeli military announced on Sunday

that its troops have successfully surrounded the Jabaliya region.
This operation was reportedly in response to intelligence
suggesting Hamas was attempting to rebuild its operational
capabilities in the area, despite nearly a year of ongoing strikes
and fighting.

Israel has also been expanding its actions in Lebanon. On Saturday,
it conducted its first strike in the northern city of Tripoli, according to a
Lebanese security official. Israeli troops have also launched raids in
southern Lebanon. Late Saturday, at least eight strikes rocked Beirut's
southern suburbs, including areas close to the airport, following warnings
from the Israeli military for some residents to evacuate.

Israeli military spokesperson Rear Admiral Daniel Hagari stated on
Saturday that Israel had killed 440 Hezbollah fighters in its ground
operations in southern Lebanon and destroyed 2,000 Hezbollah targets.
Hezbollah has not released any death tolls.

Amid the escalating tensions, the United Arab Emirates has launched
a $100 million relief campaign to support the people of Lebanon. Under the
name "UAE stands with Lebanon", the country, in collaboration with the
World Health Organization, dispatched an aircraft on Friday carrying 40
tonnes of urgent medical aid to Lebanon. This humanitarian effort aims to
provide much-needed assistance as the region grapples with the ongoing
conflict and its consequences.

PROTESTS ISRAEL GAZA WAR



Thousands of protesters rallied in major cities worldwide on Saturday,
calling for an end to violence in Gaza and the broader Middle East as the
first anniversary of the deadly Hamas attack on Israel approaches.
Thousands of pro-Palestinian demonstrators marched through central
London, with significant gatherings also reported in Paris, Rome, Manila,
Cape Town, and New York City. The conflict escalated following the
October 7, 2023, Hamas attack, which killed 1,200 Israelis and resulted in
about several hostages. In retaliation, Israel's military actions in Gaza have
claimed nearly 42,000 Palestinian lives, displacing the majority of the
enclave's 2.3 million residents and creating a severe hunger crisis.

In various cities, tensions flared; in Rome, police deployed tear gas
against protesters defying a ban, while in Berlin, clashes occurred between
pro-Palestinian demonstrators and police. Counter-protests also emerged,
with some participants expressing concerns over rising antisemitism.
Despite widespread international condemnation of Israel's actions, the U.S.
and its allies have supported Israel's right to self-defense. As the situation
continues to escalate, fears of a broader regional conflict
