BIP leader and Chief Minister Nayab Singh Saini has registered
victory from Ladwa Seat. Congress leader and Former Chief Minister
Bhupinder Singh Hooda won Garhi Sampla Kiloi Seat in Rohtak. Wrestler
Vinesh Phogat from Congress has won from Julana constituency. BIP's
Nikhil Madan won from Sonipat seat. Haryana Minister Mool Chand Sharma



is ahead in Ballabhgarh. Independent candidate Devendra Kadyan won
Ganaur seat. Polling for 90-member Haryana assembly took place on 5th of
October.

In Jammu and Kashmir, results for all the 90 seats have been
declared. National Conference won 42 seats. Bharatiya Janata Party
bagged 29 seats. Indian National Congress won 6 seats. Jammu & Kashmir
Peoples Democratic Party won 3 seats. Jammu & Kashmir People
Conference, Communist Party of India (Marxist) and Aam Aadmi Party have
got 1 seat each. Independents have won 7 seats.

Former Chief Minister and National Conference leader Omar Abdullah
has won from both the constituencies of Budgam and Ganderbal. Peerzada
Mohammad Syed of Congress has registered victory from Anantnag seat.
Abdul Majeed Bhat of National Conference won Anantnag West seat. Sajjad
Gani Lone of Jammu and Kashmir People's Conference has registered
victory in Handwara. Mohammed Yousuf Tarigami of CPI(M) won from
Kulgam Assembly constituency. Senior Congress leader Gulam Mohammad
Mir has won from Dooru seat. Dr. Bashir Ahmad Veeri of National
Conference has won from Srigufwara-Bijbehara seat of Anantnag district
against Iltija Mufti, daughter of PDP chief Mehbooba Mufti. Polling for 90
constituencies in Jammu and Kashmir was held in three phases on 18th
and 25th of September and 1st of this month.

The Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences has announced to award the
2024 Nobel Prize in Physics to John H. Hopfield and Geoffrey E. Hinton for
their foundational discoveries and inventions that enable machine learning
through artificial neural networks. The two Nobel Laureates used tools
from physics to develop methods that form the foundation of modern-day
powerful machine learning. John Hopfield created an associative memory
capable of storing and reconstructing images and other patterns in data.
Geoffrey Hinton invented a method that autonomously identifies properties
in data and performs tasks such as recognizing specific elements in images.

VEMP :

The State government has announced the implementation of a Vehicle Fleet
Modernization Policy (VFMP) aimed at encouraging the voluntary phasing out of
end-of-life vehicles to promote road safety and environmental sustainability.
According to an official statement today, the new policy makes provisions for
establishing Registered Vehicle Scrapping Facilities (RVSF) and Automated
Testing Stations (ATS). These facilities are intended to ensure the environmentally
safe and transparent scrapping and testing of vehicles. The VFMP is designed to
promote a system where only fit and safe vehicles operate on roads. The policy
includes a comprehensive framework for setting up RVSFs and ATS to manage the
scrapping process scientifically and encourage the replacement of old and unfit
vehicles. Under Motor Vehicle Tax Concession Vehicle owners who voluntarily
scrap their old vehicles and purchase a new vehicle of the same category will
receive a concession on motor vehicle tax upon submission of a Certificate of
Deposit. Transport Department Commissioner llambarthi said private vehicle
owners with vehicles over 15 years old will be eligible for a reduction in life tax if
they register their vehicles for scrapping and purchase a new vehicle within the
next two years.
