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PM-GATISHAKTI: The Prime Minister Narendra Modi has lauded
the completion of three years of PM GatiShakti National Master
Plan stating that the initiative has emerged as a transformative in
revolutionizing India’s infrastructure. In a social media post, Mr.
Modi said that GatiShakti has significantly enhanced multimodal
connectivity, driving faster and more efficient development across
sectors. He added that the seamless integration of various
stakeholders has led to boosting logistics, reducing delays, and
creating new opportunities for several people. The Prime Minister
also said that with Gati Shakti, the country is adding speed to
fulfill the vision of a Viksit Bharat and it will encourage progress,
entrepreneurship, and innovation. PM Gati Shakti National Master
Plan was launched on this day in 2021 to transform the country’s
infrastructure by providing seamless and efficient connectivity for
the movement of people, goods, and services, while enhancing
last-mile connectivity and reducing travel time. The plan has
incorporated 44 Central Ministries and 36 States and Union
Territories in the planning and execution of infrastructure
projects. This initiative has achieved a milestone by assessing 208
big-ticket infrastructure projects worth over 15 lakh crore rupees
of various ministries. The National Logistics Policy under this
scheme aims to reduce logistics costs, improve India's Logistics
Performance Index (LPI) ranking to be among the top 25
countries by 2030, and promote data-driven decision-making. The
government is also considering providing access to non-
government users for the data relevant to the planning of the
infrastructure and developmental activities.

DAY PREZ-VISIT: President Droupadi Murmu departed for a three
nation visit to Algeria, Mauritania and Malawi this morning. This
will be the first ever visit by the President of India to the three
African nations and comes a year after the African Union was
made a permanent member of G 20 during India’s Presidency.



During her visit, President Droupadi Murmu will hold bilateral
meetings and interact with Indian diaspora. A report from our
correspondent covering President’s visit. President Droupadi
Murmu emplaned for the capital city of Algeria, Algiers this
morning as part of her 3 nation visit. The President is scheduled
to reach the Algiers today later in the evening around 9 pm India
time. During the three day visit in Ageria, President Droupadi
Murmu will hold bilateral meetings with the President of People
Democratic Republic of Algeria Abdelmadjid Tebboune and other
major leaders. The President will also visit important cultural
and historical sites of Algeria like Magam Echahid, the martys
memorial where she will be laying the wreath. The President will
also visit the , Roman Ruins, Mausoleum and Hamma Garden.
President is also scheduled to address the India-Algeria Economic
Forum. On the second leg of the visit, President Droupadi Murmu
will visit Mauritania on 16th and in the final leg of her visit,
President will visit Malawi from from 17th to 19th. During the visit
to these countries, the President is scheduled to hold bilateral
meetings with the leadership and I will also interact with key
trade and industry leaders and the Indian diaspora.

WB-JUNIOR DOCTORS STRIKE: Seven protesting doctors from
West Bengal Junior Doctors’ Front WBIDF are still on hunger
strike at a central Kolkata Mancha with a 10-point demands in
connection with the brutal rape and murder at R G Kar Medical
College and Hospital recently. One of the protesting doctors
Aniket Mahato was admitted to the CCU of R G Kar Medical
College and Hospital on Thursday night after getting seriously ill.
His physical condition is said to be stable now. Another protesting
doctor Anushtup Mukherjee fell ill at central Kolkata mancha last
night and has been admitted at Calcutta Medical College and
Hospital. Meanwhile, among the two protesting junior doctors in



North Bengal, one doctor, Alok Verma’s condition had
deteriorated yesterday and he was admitted to North Bengal
Medical College and Hospital. Only one doctor is now on hunger
strike there. In support and solidarity with the protesting junior
doctors, senior doctors from Joint Platform of Doctors JPD, West
Bengal have decided to go on a 48-hour cease-work from 6AM
tomorrow. Emergency services will be kept outside the
programme. West Bengal unit of Indian Medical Association is
observing a symbolic hunger strike programme today. Parents of
the R G Kar victim are also observing a ‘no-cook’ day. BIJP state
president Sukanta Majumdar said, West Bengal BIP extends its
full support to the Junior Doctors’ Front in their agitation against
the Mamata Banerjee Govt.

WB-DURGA IMMERSION: In West Bengal, immersion of idols has
begun on Bijoya Dashami today after the end of the Durga Puja.
Some idols of household pujas were immersed yesterday also.
Administration has made security arrangements at the ghats of
important rivers and ponds for the immersion. Ghats of the
Ganges, including Baje Kadamtala ghat, Doi ghat, Judgers ghat,
Ahiritola ghat, Bagbazar ghat and Ratan babu ghat have been
decked up for idol immersion. River traffic police have been
patrolling the area to avert any accident. In West Bengal, people
thronged in Taki, North 24 parganas to watch the Indo -
Bangladesh joint immersion programme on the river Ichhamati.
Besides, BSF and BGB, police have been deployed to maintain law
and order situation. However, a good number of big budget idol
of Kolkata bound Puja pandals will be immersed on Tuesday after
taking part in the carnival.

FPI: Foreign investors turned net sellers in October, withdrawing

shares worth 58,711 crore rupees in the month so far owing to



escalating conflict between Israel and Iran, a sharp rise in crude
oil prices, and the strong performance of the Chinese market. The
outflow followed a nine-month high investment of 57,724 crore
rupees in September. Since June, Foreign Portfolio Investors
(FPIs) have consistently bought equities, after withdrawing
34,252 crore rupees in April-May. Data with the depositories
showed that overall, FPIs have been net buyers in 2024, except
for January, April, and May. Looking ahead, global factors such as
geopolitical developments and the future direction of interest
rates will play a crucial role in determining the flow of foreign
investments into the Indian equity markets, say experts.
According to the data, FPIs made a net withdrawal of 58,711
crore rupees from equities between October 1 and 11.

CCPA-OLA: The Central Consumer Protection Authority (CCPA)

has directed ride-hailing platform, Ola, to implement a
mechanism that allows consumers to choose their preferred
method of refund. The CCPA has asked the company to develop a
way for consumers, during the grievance redressal process, to
choose their preferred mode of refund, either directly to their
bank account or via coupon. Ola has also been instructed to
provide consumers with a bill, receipt, or invoice for all auto rides
booked through its platform. The recommendations are likely to
ensure greater transparency and accountability in its services.

DISASTER RISK REDUCTION DAY: The International Day for
Disaster Risk Reduction is being observed across the globe today.
The day aims to raise awareness and promote a culture of
disaster reduction and risk awareness around the world. The
theme for this year is Empowering the next generation for a
resilient future. This theme highlights the role of education in



protecting and empowering youth for a disaster-free future. The
primary focus of this year is to empower children through
education and equip them to protect themselves and become
agents of change in their families and communities.

MHA-UNITED NATIONS DAY: The Ministry of Home Affairs has
requested all central departments and administrations in states
and Union territories to fly United Nations Flag along with the
national tricolour atop all important buildings in the country on
24™ October this month to mark United Nations Day. The
directive issued by the Ministry states that the United Nations
Flag is not to be flown on the Rashtrapati Bhawan, Vice-
President’s House, Parliament House, Supreme Court building, Raj
Bhawans, Raj Niwases, or buildings housing Legislative Councils,
Legislative Assemblies, and High Courts across the country.

REV LEBANON DEATH TOLL: The Israel Defense Forces yesterday
reported that about 90 rockets and missiles were fired into the
country and most of them were launched from Lebanon was
intercepted along with two drones. Some launches were aimed at
Haifa Bay, including the port cities of Haifa and Akko, while others
targeted the Galilee region. According to Israeli army no
casualties were reported. On the other hand, As per the
Lebanon’s Health Ministry, at least 1,645 people have been killed
since Israel escalated attacks on Lebanon last month.

WOMEN'S T20 WC CRICKET-1705 HRS: In the Women's T20
Cricket World Cup, In a Group-A match, India will clash with
Australia at Sharjah at 7.30 p.m. As the group stages of the
tournament enter fag end, Indian fans will be keeping keen eye
on today's match.
