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In the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, New Zealand defeated Pakistan by 54 runs at Dubai
International Cricket Stadium last night to become the second team from Group A to advance to
the semifinals. Electing to bat first, New Zealand set a target of 111 runs before Pakistan. New
Zealand scored 110 for 6 in stipulated 20 overs. In reply, Pakistani team was bundled out for just
56 runs in in 11.4 overs.

With this result, Indian team has crashed out of the tournament. With four points, India
finished in third place in Group A, with two wins and two losses. India's 58-run loss to New
Zealand in the opening encounter and a narrow loss to Australia on Sunday could not help them
reach knockouts despite wins over Sri Lanka and arch-rivals Pakistan. Australia topped the group
as it won all four games while New Zealand finished second with six points from four games.

INDIA CANADA DIPLOMATS

India has expelled six Canadian diplomats including acting High Commissioner Stewart Ross
Wheeler. Deputy High Commissioner Patrick Hebert, First Secretaries Marie Catherine Joly, lan
Ross David Trites, Adam James Chuipka and Paula Orjuela have also been expelled. They have
been asked to leave India by or before 19th October.

India has withdrawn its High Commissioner in Cananda and other targeted diplomats and
officials saying it has no faith in the current Canadian Government's commitment to ensure their
security. In related development, the Canadian Charge d'Affaires was summoned by Secretary
(East) in MEA in New Delhi yesterday evening. He was informed that the baseless targeting of the
Indian High Commissioner and other diplomats and officials in Canada is completely unacceptable.
It was underlined that in an atmosphere of extremism and violence, the Trudeau Government's
actions endangered their safety. It was also conveyed that India reserves the right to take further



steps in response to the Trudeau Government'’s support for extremism, violence and separatism
against India.

Earlier, India strongly rejected claims that the Indian High Commissioner in Canada and other
diplomats are ‘persons of interest’ in a matter related to an investigation in that country. In
response to diplomatic communication from Canada regarding the matter, the External Affairs
Ministry termed these as preposterous imputations and ascribed them to the political agenda of
the Trudeau Government that is centered around vote bank politics. MEA pointed out that since
Canadian Prime Minister Justin Trudeau made certain allegations in September last year, the
Canadian Government has not shared a shred of evidence with India, despite many requests. New
Delhi said this latest step follows interactions that have again witnessed assertions without any
facts. The Ministry stressed that this leaves little doubt that on the pretext of an investigation,
there is a deliberate strategy of smearing India for political gains. It stated that the Trudeau
Government has consciously provided space to violent extremists and terrorists to harass, threaten
and intimidate Indian diplomats and community leaders in Canada. This has included death threats
to them and to Indian leaders and all these activities have been justified in the name of freedom of
speech. External Affairs Ministry further stated that some individuals who have entered Canada
illegally have been fast-tracked for citizenship. Multiple extradition requests from Indian
government regarding terrorists and organized crime leaders living in Canada have been
disregarded.

The External Affairs Ministry said Indian High Commissioner to Canada Sanjay Kumar Verma
is India’s senior most serving diplomat with a distinguished career spanning 36 years. It said the
aspersions cast on him by the Government of Canada are ludicrous and deserve to be treated with
contempt.

REV NOBEL PRIZE ECONOMICS

U.S.-based economists Daron Acemoglu, Simon Johnson, and James Robinson have won the
2024 Nobel Prize in Economics. It is for their groundbreaking research on how institutions shape
prosperity. The Royal Swedish Academy of Sciences praised their work for highlighting the role of
strong societal institutions in fostering economic growth, reducing inequality, and improving the
rule of law. The award recognizes their contributions to understanding how institutional quality
impacts global development.

The prestigious award, formally known as the Sveriges Riksbank Prize in Economic Sciences in
Memory of Alfred Nobel, is the final prize to be given out this year and is worth 11 million Swedish
kronas (1.1 million US dollar).

Acemoglu and Johnson are at MIT, while Robinson works at the University of Chicago.This
year’s laureates have provided new insights into why there are such vast differences in prosperity
between nations. One important explanation is persistent differences in societal institutions. By
examining the various political and economic systems introduced by European colonisers, Daron
Acemoglu, Simon Johnson and James Robinson have been able to demonstrate a relationship
between institutions and prosperity. They have also developed theoretical tools that can explain
why differences in institutions persist and how institutions can change.
