TELANGANA CM-INFRA PROJECTS

Telangana Chief Minister A Revanth Reddy has urged the Centre to
release over 11 thousand 713 crore rupees for restoration and repairs of
damaged infrastructure due to recent heavy rains and floods in the state.
He also urged the centre to include Hyderabad’s Comprehensive Sewerage
Master Plan (CSMP) under AMRUT 2.0 or consider it as a special project.
He further requested the centre to undertake the Metro Rail Phase 2
project on a 50:50 joint venture basis between the Centre and State. Mr
Reddy called on union Home Minister Amit Shah in Delhi yesterday and
informed that 37 people had lost their lives, more than one lakh cattle and
other domestic animals died during heavy rains. Crops have been damaged
in over 4 lakh 16 thousand acres besides huge damage to infrastructure. A
Central team already visited the state and enumerated the crop and other



losses.

The Chief Minister also called on Union Housing and Urban Affairs
Minister, Manohar Lal Khattar and requested for inclusion of
Comprehensive Sewerage Master Plan (CSMP) of Hyderabad under AMRUT
2.0. He also informed that Hyderabad city is still operating with an
outdated sewerage system, which is inadequate for present needs. The
proposed CSMP, covering Hyderabad and 27 nearby municipalities
spanning over 7444 kilometres has been estimated to cost over 17
thousand crore rupees.

The Chief Minister also urged the Centre to take up the Hyderabad
Metro Rail Phase 2, totalling over 76 kilometres on 50:50 joint venture
between the Centre and state. The estimated cost of the expansion is over
24 thousand crore rupees.
