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PREZ-VISIT : President Droupadi Murmu will leave on a three-nation visit to Algeria, Mauritania
and Malawi today morning. This will be the first ever visit by the President of India to the three
African nations and comes a year after the African Union was made a permanent member of G 20
during India’s Presidency. During her visit, President Droupadi Murmu will hold bilateral meetings and
interact with Indian diaspora. President Droupadi Murmu will emplane for Algiers the capital city of
Algeria today morning at 10 am from Delhi ,as part of her 3 nation visit.The President is scheduled to
reach , Algiers today later in the evening around 9 pm India time.During the three day visit in
Algeria, President Droupadi Murmu will hold bilateral meetings with her counterpart , Abdelmadjid
Tebboune and other major leaders. The President will also visit important cultural and historical
sites of Algeria like Magam Echahid, the martys memorial , Roman Ruins, Mausoleum, Hamma
Garden etc.President is also scheduled to address the India-Algeria Economic Forum and the Sidi
Abdellah Science and Technology Pole University. On the second leg of the visit, President Droupadi
Murmu will visit Mauritania on 16th October and in the final leg , President will visit Malawi from
from 17th to 19th October. During the visit to these countries , the President is scheduled to hold
bilateral meetings with the leadership and I will also interact with key trade and industry leaders and
the Indian diaspora. The three nation visit by President Droupadi Murmu aims to expand and
strengthen India’s ties with the countries in Africa.

OM BIRLA - IPU ASSEMBLY : Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla will lead a Parliamentary delegation to
149th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU) scheduled to be held in Geneva from today till
the 17th of this month. Mr. Birla will address the assembly on the theme “Harnessing science,
technology and innovation for a more peaceful and sustainable future.” He will participate in the
meetings of the IPU’s Governing council and will meet the Indian Diaspora in Geneva on 14th of this
month. Besides this he will also meet his counterparts from other Parliaments on the sidelines of the
Assembly.The Delegation comprises of Rajya Sabha deputy chairman Harivansh Singh, Secretary
General of both the houses and various other Members of Parliament. The IPU has 180 member
parliaments and 15 associate members. Members include parliaments from large countries like China,
India, and Indonesia, as well as smaller countries like Cabo Verde, San Marino, and Palau.

MAHA CM - BABA SIDDIQUE : Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde has vowed strict action
against those responsible for taking the law into their hands, following the killing of former State
Minister and NCP leader Baba Siddique. Siddique was shot dead by unidentified attackers in Mumbai
yesterday evening. Calling the incident extremely unfortunate, Chief Minister Shinde told the media
that two suspects have been arrested, with one still at large. He said the trial of the murder case will
take place in a fast-track court. The Chief Minister also declared that the encounter specialist Daya



Nayak will investigate the incident. Following the incident, Maharashtra Deputy Chief Minister and
Home Minister Devendra Fadnavis, along with senior police officials, visited Lilavati Hospital, where
Siddique succumbed to his injuries. Union Minister and RPI(A) chief Ramdas Athawale, who also met
Siddique's family at the hospital, called for a thorough investigation. Mumbai Police said that they
recovered the weapon used in the crime.

WOMEN'S T20 WC CRICKET : In the Women's T20 Cricket World Cup, India will take on Australia
in the Group A match at Sharjah Cricket Stadium, Sharjah this evening. The match will start at 7.30
PM IST. In another Group B match match today, England women will take on Scotland women at
Sharjah. The match will start at 3:30 PM, IST. Yesterday, in the Group 'B' match, South Africa beat
Bangladesh by 7 wickets at Dubai International Cricket Ground in Dubai last night and reclaimed their
top spot in the points table. South Africa chased the target of 107 runs in 17.2 overs for the loss off 3
wickets with Tazmin Brits scored 42 runs and Anneke Bosch scored 25 runs.

GOVT-PILLS : Government has said that there is no change in the rules governing the sale and
distribution of emergency contraceptive pill brands and they will continue to be available without a
prescription. Sources in Central Drugs Standard Control Organisation CDSCO said that certain media
reports have misinterpreted proposal for change in rules regarding prescription requirement for
hormonal contraceptives governed by Schedule H and K of Drug Rules. It clarified that there is no
change in the status quo regarding the over-the-counter sales and distribution of Emergency
Contraceptive Pill brands like i-Pill or Unwanted 72.

PM INTERNSHIP SCHEME : The registration has begun for the Prime Minister Internship scheme
at the online portal pminternship.mca.gov.in and will remain open till the 25th of this month. About
91 thousand internship opportunities have been offered by 193 companies so far on the portal for the
Scheme. The government aims to provide 1.25 lakh internship opportunities during the Financial Year
2024-25. The total cost of the pilot project will be 800 crore rupees. The government aims to provide
12-month internships for one crore candidates in the age group of 21 to 24 years, for five years. An
intern will receive monthly financial assistance of five thousand rupees for 12 months and a one-time
grant of six thousand rupees. As per the sources, opportunities are available across 737 districts,
spread over 36 States and Union Territories. The opportunities are spread across 24 sectors including
oil, gas and energy, travel and hospitality, automotive and banking and financial services. The top
companies for this Pilot Project have been identified based on the average Corporate Social
Responsibility expenditure of the last three years. Participation of the companies in this Scheme is
voluntary. Apart from this, any other company, bank, or financial institution desirous of participating
in the Scheme, may do so with the approval of the Ministry of Corporate Affairs.
